PREAMBLE

We, the People of the United States, in order to
form a more perfect union, establish justice, insure
domestic tranquility, provide for the common de-
fense, promote the general welfare, and secure ‘the
blessings of liberty to ourselves and our posterity,
do ordain and establish this constitution for the
United States of America.

ARTICLE I
Section 1

1. All legislative powers herein granted shall
be vested in a congress of the United States, which .
i.hall consist of a senate and house of representa-
1ves.

Section 2 ‘ ,

1. The house of representatives shall be com-
posed of members chosen every second year by the
people of the several states; and the electors in
each State shall have the qualifications requisite
for electors of the most numerous. branch of. the
State legislature.

2. No person shall be a representatlve who shall
not have  attained the age of twenty-five years,
and been seven years a citizen of the United States;
and who shall not, when elected, be an 1nhab1tant
of that State in which he shall be chosen,

3. Representatives and direct taxes shall be ap-
portioned among the several States which may be
included within this TUnion, according to their
respective numbers, which shall be determined by
adding to the whole number of free persons, includ-
ing- those bound to service for a term of years, and
excluding Indians. not taxed, three-fifths of all"
other persons.. The actual enumeration shall be
made within three years after the first meeting of
the congress of the United States,and within every
subsequent term of ten years, in such manner as
they ‘shall by. law direct.  The number of repre-
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sentatives shall not exceed one for every thirty
thousand; but each State shall have at least one
representative; and until such enumeration shall
be made, the State of New Hampshire shall be
entitled to choose three; Massachusetts, eight;
Rhode Island and Providence DPlantations, one;
Connecticut, five; New York, six; New Jersey, four;
Pennsylvama elght Delaware, one; Maryland, six;
Virginia, ten; North Carolina, five; South Carollna
five; and Georgia, three.

4. When vacancies happen in the representation
from any State, the executive authority thereof
shall issue writs of election to fill such vacancies.

5. The house of representatives shall choose
their speaker and other officers, and shall have the
sole power of impeachment.

Section 3

1. The senate of the United States shall be com-
posed of two senators from each State, chosen. by
the legislature thereof, for six years; and each
senator shall have one Vote.

2. Immediately after they shall be assembled in
consequence of the first election, they shall be
divided as equally as may .be into three classes.
The seats of the senators:of the first:class. shall
be vacated at the expiration of the second year,
of the second class at the expiration of the fourth
vear, and of the third . class at the expiration of
the sixth year, so that one-third may be chosen
every second year; and if vacancies happen, by
‘resignation or otherwise, during the recess of the
legislature of any State, the executive thereof may
make temporary appointments until the next meet-
ing of the legislature, which shall then fill such
vacanc1es

3.." No person shall be a senator who shall not
have attained to the age of thirty years, and been
nine years a citizen of the United States, and who
shall not, when elected, be an inhabitant of that
State for which he shall be chosen.

‘.4, The vice-president of the United States shall
be president of the senate, but shall have no vote -
unless they be equally divided.

‘5. The senate shall choose their other ofﬁcers,
and also a president pro tempore, in the absence of
the vice-president, or when he shall exercise the
office of president of the United States.

6. The senate shall have the sole power to.try
all impeachments. When sitting for that purpose,
they shall be on oath: or affirmation.  When the
president of the United States is tried, the chief
* justice shall preside; and no person shall be con-=
victed without the.concurrence of two-thirds of the s
members present.

7. -Judgment. in cases of impeachment shall not
extend further than to- removal from office, and .
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disqualification to. hold and enjoy any  office of
honor, trust, or profit-under the United States; but
the party convicted shall nevertheless be liable
and subject to indictment, trial, judgment and pun-
ishment, according to law

Section 4

1. The times, place, and manner of holding elec-
tions for senators and representatives shall be pre-
scribed in each State by the legislature thereof;
but the congress may at any time by law make or
alter such regulations, except as to the places of
choosing senators.

2., The congress shall assemble at least once in
every year; and such meeting shall be on the first
Monday in December, unless they shall by law
appoint a different day*

T Seetion 5

1.  Each house shall ‘be the judge of the -elec-
tions, returns: and qualifications of its own mem-
‘bers, and a majority ' of each shall constitute a
quorum to do business; but a smaller number may
adjourn. from day to day, and may bé authorized
to.-compel the attendance of absent members, in
such’ manner and. under such penalties  as each
house may provide,

2. Each house may determine the rules of its
proceedings, punish its members. for disorderly
behavior, and with the concurrence of two- thlrds
expel a member

3. Each house shall keep a journal of its pro-
ceedings;, and from time to time publish the same,
excepting such parts as may, in their  judgment,
require secrecy; and the yeas and nays of ‘the mem-
bers .of either house on any question shall-at the
desire of one-fifth of those present, be entered on
the journal.

4. Neither house, during the session of congress,
shall without the consent of the other, adjourn for
more than three days, nor to any other place than
that in which the two houses shall be sitting.

Section. 6

1..-The senators and representatives shall re-
ceive -4° compensation. for their services, to ' be
ascertained by law and paid out of the treasury of
the  United States.” They shall, in all cases except
treason, felony and breach of the peace, be privi-
leged . from' arrest during their attendance: at the
“ session . of their respective houses, and in going to
and returnmg from :the same; and for-:any. speech
or debate in either: house, they shall ‘not.-be ques-
tioned in any other place
No  senator or representative shall during the
time for which he was elected, be appointed to any
civil - office  under the authorlty of the .United

States, which shall have been created, or the emol-
uments whereof shall have been increased, during
such time; and no person holding any office under
the United States shall be a member of either house
during his continuance in office.

Section 7

1. All bills for raising revenues shall originate
in the house of representatives; but the senate may
prlcipose or concur with amendments as on other
bills. .

2. Every bill which shall have passed the house

of representatives and the senate shall, before it
bécome a law, be presented to the president of the
United States; if he approve, he shall sign it; but if
not, he shall return it, with his objections, to that
house in which it shall have originated; who shall
enter the objections at large on their journal, and
proceed to reconsider it. If, after such considera-
tion, two-thirds of the house shall agree to pass
the bill, it shall be sent, together with the objec-
tions, to the other house, by which it shall like-
wise be reconsidered, and, if approved by two-
thirds of that house, it shall become a law. But
in all such cases, the votes of both houses shall be
determined by yeas and nays, and the names of
the persons voting for and against the bill shall
be entered on the journal of each house respect-
ively. If any: bill shall not be returned by the
president within ten days (Sunday excepted) after
it shall have been presented to him, the same shall
be a law in like manner as if he had signed it,
unless the congress, by their adjournment, prevent
its return, in- which case it shall not be a law,
- 3. Bvery order, resolution or vote, to which the
concurrence of the senate and house of representa-
tives may be necessary (except on a question of
adjournment), shall be presented -to the president.
of the United States; and before the same shall
take effect, shall be approved by him; or, being
disapproved by him, shall be repassed by two-
thirds of the senate and house of representatives,
according to the rules and limitations prescrlbed
in the case of a bill

Section 8

.The congress shall have power:

1. To lay and collect duties, imposts and excises;
to pay the debts and provide for the common
defense and general welfare of the United States;
but all duties, imposts, and excises shall be uniform
throughout the United States.

2. To borrow money on the credit of the Unlted
States,

3. To regulate commerce with foreign nations,
and among the several States, and with the Indian .
tribes. .

4. To establish an uniform rule of naturaliza-
tion, and uniform laws on the subject of bankrupt-
cies throughout the United States.

5. To coin money, regulate the value thereof,
and of foreign coin, and fix the standard of weights
and. measures. ) .

6. - To provide for the punishment of counterfeit-
ing the securities and current coin of the United
States. .

7. To establish post-offices and post-roads.

8. To promote the progress of science and useful
arts, by securing for limited times, to authors and

“inventors, the exclusive right totheir respective
writings and discoveries.

To constitute tribunals inferior to the .su-
preme court; to define and punish piracies and
felonies committed on the high seas, and offenses-
against the law of nations,

10. To deeclare war, grant letters of marque and
reprisal, and make rules concerning captures on
land and~ water.

11. To raise and support armies; but no appro-
priation of money to that use shall be for a longer
term than two years. :

12, To provide and maintain a navy.

13. To make rules for the gevernment and regu-—
lation of the land and naval forces.

14. To provide for calling forth the militia to
execute the laws of the Union, suppress 1nsurrec~
tions and repel invasions.

15." To provide for organizing, armlng and dis-
ciplining the militia, and for governing such part

of them as may be employed in the service of the
United States, reserving to the States respectively
the appomtment of the officers and the authority
of ‘training the militia according to the discipline
prescribed by congress.

16. To exercise exclusive legislation in all cases
whatsoever, over such district (not exceeding ten
miles square) as may, by cession of particular
States, and the acceptance by congress, become the
seat of government of the United States; and to-
exercise like authority over all places purchased,
by the consent of the legislature of the State in
which the same shall be, for the erection of forts,
magazines, arsenals, dock-yards, and other needful
buildings; and

17. - To make all laws which shall be necessary
and. proper for carrying into executien the fore-
going powers, and all other powers vested by this
constitution in the government of the United
States, or in any department or officer thereof.

Secnon 9

1. The migratien or 1mportat10n of such persons
as any. of the States now existing shall think
proper to admit, shall not be prohibited by the
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congress prior to the year one thousand eight
hundred and eight; but a tax or duty may be im-
posed on such importation not exceeding ten dol-
lars for each person.

"2.- The privilege of the writ of habeas corpus
shall not be suspended, unless when, in cases of.
rebellion, or invasion, the public safety may -re-.’
quire it.

3. No bill of attainder, or ex post facto law shall
be passed.

4. No capitation or other direct tax shall be laid,
unless in proportion to the census or enumeration
hereinbefore directed to be taken.

5. No tax or duty shall be laid on articles ex-
ported from any State. No preference shall ‘be
given by any regulation of commerce or revenue
to the ports of one State over those of another;
nor shall vessels bound to or from one State be
obliged to enter, clear or pay duties in another.

6. No money shall be drawn from the treasury,
but in consequence of appropriations made by laws;
and a regular statement and account of the receipts
and expenditures of all public money shall be pub-
lished from time to time,

7. No title of nobility shall be granted by the
‘United States; and no person holding any office
of profit or trust under them -shall, without' the
consent of the congress, accept of any present,
emolument, office, or title of any kind whatever,
from any king, prince, or foreign state.

Secﬁon 10

1. No State shall enter into any treaty alliance
or -confederation, grant letters of marque and:re- -
prisal; coin money; emit bi‘-lls of credit; make any-
thing but gold and silver coin a tender in payment
of debts; pass any bill of attainder, ex post facto
law, or law impairing the obhgatlon of contracts;
. or:grant any title of nobility.

2. No State shall, without the consent of the
congress, lay any imposts: or duties on imports-or:
exports, except what may be absolutely necessary:
for executing its inspection laws, and the net prod-
uce of all duties and imposts laid by any State on
imports or exports-shall be for the use of the treas--
ury-of the United States, and all such laws shall
be subject to the revision and control of the con-
gress. No State shall, -without ‘the: consent of
gress.

3. No State shall,. without the consent of con-
- gress, lay any duty on tonnage, keep troops or ships
of war in times of peace, enter into any agreement
or compact with another State, or with a foreign
power, or.engage in war, unless actually invaded,
81‘ in such imminent danger as .will not admit of
elay. :
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ARTICLE II

Section 1

1. The executive power shall be vested in a
president of the United States of America.  He
shall hold his office during the term of four years;
and, together with the wvice-president chosen for
the same term, be elected as follows:

2. Each State shall appoint, in such manner as
the legislature thereof may direct, a number of
electors equal to the whole number of senators and
representatives to which the State may be entitled
in the congress, .but no senator or representative;
or person holding an office of trust or profit under
the United States, shall be appointed an elector.

3." (The electors shall meet in their respective
States, and vote by ballot for two persons, of whom .
one at least shall not be an inhabitant of the same
State with themselves.: And they shall make a list
of all the-persons voted for, and of the number of
votes for each, which list they shall sign and
certify, and tra.nsmlt sealed to the seat of govern-
ment: of the United States, directed to the president
of the senate. The president of the senate shall in
the presence of the senate and the house of rep-
resentatives, open. all the certificates, and the:votes
shall . then be counted. The person having the
greatest. number of votes shall be the president,
if such number be a majority of the whole number
of electors appointed; and if there be more than
one.’ who have such majority, and have an equal
number of votes, then the house of representatives
shall immediately-choose by ballot, one of them for
president; and if no person have a majority, then,
from the five highest on the list, the said house
shall in like manner, choose the president. But in
choosing the president, the vote shall be: taken by
States, the representation from each State having
one vote; a quorum for this purpose shall consist
of a’' member or members from two-thirds of the
States, and a majority of -all the States shall “be
“necessary. to a.-choice. In every case, after the
choice of “the: president, the person having the
greatest:-number of votes of the electors shall-be
the vice-president.. But if there should remain two
or-more:who have equal votes; the senate shall
choose from them,; by ballot, the vice-president.)*

4. The congress may determine the  time :of
choosing the electors, and the day on which -they
shall give their votes, - which day shall be the: same
throughout the Unlted States.

5. °No" person, except a natural born 01tlzen, or
a . citizen of the' United States at: the time of the
adoption of this constitution, shall be eligible to
“‘the office of president;.neither shall any person be

*This: paragraph has been superseded -and an-
nulled by the 12th amendment.
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eligible to that office who shall not have attained
to the age of thirty-five years, and been fourteen
yvears a resident within the United States.

6. In case of the removal of the president from
office, or of his death, resignation, or inability to
discharge the powers and duties of the said office,
the same shall devolve on the vice-president; and
the congress may, by law, provide for the case of
removal, death, resignation or inability, both of the
president and vice-president, declaring what officer
shall then act as president, and such officer shall
act accordingly, until the disability be removed, or
a president shall be elected.

7. The pres1dent shall, at stated times, receive
for his services a compensatlon which shall neither
be increased nor diminished during the period for
which he shall have been elected; and he shall not
receive within that period any other emolument
from the United States, or any of them,

8. Before he enter on the execution of his office,
he shall take the following oath or affirmation:

“I do solemnly swear (or affirm) that I will
faithfully execute the office of President of the
United States; and will, to the best of my ability,
preserve, protect, and defend the constitution of
the United States.”

Section 2

1. The president shall be commander-in-chief of
the army and navy of the United States, and of
the militia of the several states, when called into
the actual service of the United States. He may
require the opinion, in writing, of the principal
officer in each of the executive departments, upon
any subject relating to the duties of their respect-
ive offices; and he shall have power to grant re-
prieves and pardons for offenses against the United
States, except in cases of impeachment.

2. He shall have power, by and with the advice
and consent of the senate, to make treaties, pro-
vided two-thirds of the senators present concur;
and he shall nominate, and by and with the advice
and consent of the senate shall appoint, ambassa-
dors, other public ministers and consuls, judges
of the supreme court, and all other officers of the
United States whose appointments are not herein
otherwise provided for, and which shall be estab-
lished by law. But the congress may, by law, vest
the appointment of such inferior officers as they
think proper, in the president alone, in the court’s
of law, or'in the heads of departments

3. The president shall have power to fill up
all vacancies that may happen durlng the recess
of the 'senate, by granting commissions which
shall expire at the end of their next session.
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P

Section 3

1. He shall, from time to time, give to the con-
gress information of the state of the Union, and
recommend to their consideration such measures
as he shall judge necessary and expedient. He
may, on eXxtraordinary occasions, convene both
houses, or either of them; and in case of dis-
agreement between them, with respect to the time
of adjournment, he may adjourn them to such time
as he shall think proper.:- He shall receive ambas-
sadors and other public ministers. He shall take
care that the laws be faithfully executed; and shall
commission all the officers of the United States. -

Section 4

1. The president, vice-president, and all civil
officers of the United States, shall be removed from
office on impeachment for, and conviction of
treason, bribery or other hlgh crimes and mis-
demeanors.

ARTICLE J1X
Section 1

"1. ‘The judicial power of the United States shall

be vested in one supreme court, and in such in-
ferior courts as the congress may, from time to
time, ordain and establish. The judges, both of
the supreme and inferior courts, shall hold their
offices during good behavior; and shall, at stated
times, receive for their services a compensation,
which - shall not be diminished during their con-
tmuance in ofﬁce

Section 2

1. The judicial power shall extend to all cases
in law and equity arising under this constitution,
the laws of the United States, and treaties made,
or which shall be made, under their authority; to
all cases affecting ambassadors, other public
ministers, and consuls; to all cases of admiralty
and maritime jurisdiction; to controversies to
which the United States shall be a party; to con--
troversies between two or more States; between a
State and citizens of another State; between citi-
zens of different States, between citizens of the
same State claiming lands under grants of different
States, and between a State, or the’ citizens
thereof, and foreign States, citizens or subjects.

2. 1In all cases affecting ambassadors, other pub-
lic ministers and consuls, and those in which' a
State shall be party, the supreme court shall have
original jurisdiction. In all the other cases before
mentioned, the supreme court shall have appellate
Jurlsdlctlon both as to law and fact, with such
exceptions and under such regulatlons ‘as the con-
gress shall make.

‘8. The trial of all crlmes except in cases of im-
peachment,  shall be by jury, and such trial shall
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be held in the State where the said crimes shall
have been committed; but when not committed
within any State, the trial shall be at such place
or places as the congress may by law have
directed.

Section 3 ‘

1. Treason_ against the United States shall con-
sist only in levying war agalnst them or in ad-
hering to their enemies, giving them aid and com-
fort. No person shall be convicted of treason,
unless on the testimony of two witnesses to the
same overt act, or on confession in open court. .

2. The congress shall have power to declare the
punishment of treason; but no attainder of treason
shall work corruption of blood, or forfeiture, ex-
cept during the life of the person attainted.

ARTICLE IV

Section 1

1. Full faith and credit shall be given in each
State to the public acts, records, and judicial pro-
ceedings of every other State; and the congress
may, by general laws, prescribe the manner in
which such acts, records and proceedings shall be
proved, and the effect thereof.

Section 2

. The citizens of each State shall be entitled
to all privileges and immunities of citizens in the
several States. L

A person charged in any State with treason,
felony, or other crime, who shall flee from justice
and be found in another State, shall, on demand
of the executive authority of the State from which-
he fled, be delivered up, to be removed to the State
having jurisdiction of the crime.

. No person held to service or labor .in' one
State under the laws thereof, escaping into an-
other, shall in consequence of any law or regula-
-tion therein; be discharged from such service or
labor; but shall be. delivered up on claim of the
party to.whom such service or labor may be. due..

Section 3

1. New States may be admitted by the congress
into this Union; but no new State shall be formed
or erected Within the- jurisdiction of any -other
State, nor any State be formed by the junction. of
two or more States  or parts: of States, without
the consent of the' legislatures of the States con-
cerned, as well as of the congress.

2. The congress shall 'have power to dispose of
and make all needful rules and regulations respect-
ing the territory or other property belonging to
the United States; and nothing in this ‘constitu- '
tion. shall be so  construed .as-  to prejudice .any: :
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claims of the United States, or of any partlcular
State,

Section 4

1. The United States shall guarantee to every
State in this Union a republican form of govern-
ment, and shall protect each of them against in-
vasion; and on application of the legislature or
of the executive (when the legislature cannot be
convened) against domestic violence.

ARTICLE V

1. The congress, whenever two-thirds of both
houses shall deem it necessary, shall propose
‘amendments to this constitution; or, on the appli-
cation of the legislatures of two-thirds of the sev-
eral States, shall call a convention for proposing
amendments which, in either case, shall be wvalid
to all intents and purposes, as part of this consti-
tion, when ~ratified by the legislatures of three-
fourths of the- several States, or by conventions
in three-fourths thereof, as the one or the other
mode of ratification may be proposed by the con-
gress; provided that no amendment, which may be
made prior to the year one thousand eight -hun-
dred and eight, shall in any manner affect the
first and fourth clauses in the ninth section of the
first article, and that no State, without its con-
sent, shall be deprived of its equal suffrage in: the
benate )

ARTICLE VI

1. All debts contracted and. engagements en-
tered into before the adoption of this constitution
shall be as valid against the United States under
this constitution, as under the confederation.

2., This constitution, and the laws of the Unlted
States which shall be made in pursuance thereof,
and- all treaties made, or which shall be made,
under the authority .of the United States shall be
the supreme law of the land; and the judges in
every State shall be bound thereby, anything in
the constitution or laws of any State to the con-
trary notwithstanding.

The senators and representatives before men-
tioned, and. the members of the several State
legislatures, and all executive and judicial officers,
both of the United States and of the several States,
shall be bound by oath or affirmation to support
this constitution; but no religious test shall ever
be required as a qualification to any office or
public trust under the United States,

ARTICLE VII

1. ’[‘he ratification of “thé conventions of nine
States. shall be sufficient for the establishment of

—2
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this constitution between the States so ratifying-
the same.

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AMENDMENTS
TO THE CONSTITUTION OF THE
UNITED STATES

The following amendments were proposed at the
first session of the first congress of the TUnited
States, which was begun and held at the city of
New York on the 4th day of March, 1789, and were
-adopted by the requisite number of States. Laws
of the U. S., vol. 1, page 82. '

(The following preamble and resolution preceded
the original proposition of the amendments, and as
they have been supposed to have an important bear-
ing on the construction of those amendments, they
are here inserted. They will be found in the jour-
nals of the first session of the first congress.)

CONGRESS OF THE UNITED STATES

Begun and held at the city of New York, on
Wednesday, the 4th day of March, 1789

The conventions of a number of states having,
at the time of their adopting the constitution, ex-
pressed a desire, in order to prevent misconstruc-
tion or abuse of its powers, that further declaratory
and restrictive clauses should be added, and as ex-
tending the ground of public confidence in the gov-
ernment will best insure the beneficent ends of its
institution:

Resolved, By the Senate and House of Repre-
sentatives of the United States of America, in
congress assembled, two-thirds of both houses
concurring, that the following articles be pro-
posed to the legislatures of the several States,
as amendments to the constitution of the United
States; all or any of which articles, when rati-
fied by three-fourths of the said legislatures, to
be valid to all intents and purposes, as part of

- said constitution, namely:

ARTICLE I

Congress shall make no law respecting an estab-
lishment of religion, or prohibiting the free exer-
cise thereof; or abridging the freedom of speech or
of the press; or the right of the people peaceably to
assemble, and to petition the government for a re-
dress of grievances.

: ARTICLE II . :
A well regulated militia being necessary to the
security of a free State, the right of the people to
keep and bear arms shall not be infringed.

ARTICLE IIX

No::soldier shall, in time. of peace, be quartered
in any house without the consent of the owner, nor
in time of war but in a manner to be prescrlbed by
law,
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ARTICLE XV

The right of the people to be secure in their per-.
sons, houses, papers, and effects, against unreason-
able searches and seizures, shall not be violated;
and no warrants shall issue but upon probable
cause, supported by oath or affirmation, and par-
ticularly describing the place to be searched and
the person or things to be seized.

ARTICLE V

No person shall be held to answer for a capital or
otherwise infamous crime, unless on a presentment
or indictment of a grand jury, except in cases aris-
ing in the land or naval forces, or in the militia,
when in actual service in time of war or public
danger; nor shall any person be subject for the
same offense to be twice put in jeopardy of life or
limb, nor shall be compelled in any criminal case.
to be a witness against himself; nor be deprived of
life, liberty, or property, without due process of
law; nor shall private property be taken for public
use without just compensation.

ARTICLE VI

In all criminal prosecutions, the accused shall
enjoy the right to a speedy and public trial, by an
1mpart1a1 jury of the State and district wherein the
crime shall have been committed, which district
shall have been previously ascertained by law; and
to be informed of the nature and cause of the ac-
cusation: to be confronted with the witnesses
against him; to have comvulsory process for ob-
taining witnesses in his favor. and to have the:
assistance of counsel for his defense.

ARTICLE VII

In suits at common law, where the value in con-
troversy shall exceed twenty dollars, the right of
trial by jury shall be preserved; and no fact tried
by a jury shall be otherwise re-examined in any
court of the United States, than according to the
rules of the common law,*

ARTICLE VIII

. Excessive bail shall not be required, nor exces-
sive fines immosed, nor cruel and unusual punish-
ment inflicted. .

: ARTICLE IX

The enumeration in the constitution of certain
rights shall not be construed to deny or disparage
others retained by the people,

ARTICLE X

The powers not delegated to:the United States by
the constitution, nor prohibited by it:to the States

*Thls affects only United States courts.
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are reserved .to the States respectively, or to the
people.

(The following amendment was proposed at the
second session of the third congress. It is printed
in the Laws of the United States, vol. 1, p. 73, as
article 11.)

ARTICLE XI

The judicial power of the United States shall not
be construed to extend to any suit in law or equity,
commenced or prosecuted against one of the United
States by citizens of another State, or by citizens
or subjects of any foreign state.

(The three following sections were proposed as
amendments at the first session of the eighth con-
gress. They are printed in the Laws of the Unlted
btates as ar ticle 12.)

ARTICLE XII

1. The electors shall meet in their respective
States, and vote by ballot for president and v1ce-
pre51dent one of whom at least shall not be an in-
habitant of the same State with themselves. They
shall name in their ballots the person voted for as
president, and in distinct ballots persons voted
for as vice-president; and they shall make distinct
lists of all persons voted for as president, and of
all persons voted for as vice-president, and of the
number of votes for each; which lists they shall
sign and certify and transmit sealed to the seat of
government of the United States, directed to the
president of the senate. The president of the
senate shall, in the presence of the senate and
house of representatlves, open all the certificates;
and the votes shall then be counted. The person
having the greatest number of votes for president
shall be president, if such number be a majority
of the whole number of electors appointed; and if
no person have such majority, then from the per-
sons  having the highest numbers, not exceeding
three, on the list of those voted for as president,
the house of representatives: shall choose immedi-
ately, by ballot, the president. - But in choosing the
president, the votes shall be taken by States, the
representation from each state having one vote;
a quorum for this purpose shall consist of a mem-
ber. or members from two-thirds of the States,
and a majority of all the States shall be necessary
to a choice. And if- the house of representatives
shall not choose a president, whenever the right
of choice shall devolve upon them, before the fourth
day of March next following, then the vice-presi-
dent shall act as president as in the case of the
death or other constltutlonal disability- of : the
president.*

The person havmg the greatest number - of
votes as vice-president shall be the vice-president,
if such ' number be a majority of the whole number

* Article XX.
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of electors appointed, and if no person have a ma-
jority, then from the two highest numbers on the -
list the senate shall choose the vice-president. A .
quorum for the purpose shall consist of two-thirds
of the whole number of senators, and a majority
of the whole number shall be necessary to a choice,

3. But no person constitutionally ineligible to the.
office of president shall be eligible to that of vice-
president of the United States.

ARTICLE XIII
Section 1

Neither slavery nor involuntary servitude, except
as a punishment for crime, whereof the party shall
have been duly conv1cted shall exist within the
(IiJ_nityed States, or any place subject to their juris-

ictic..

Section 2

Congress shall have power to enforce this artlcle
by appropriate legislation.

ARTICLE XIV
Section 1

All persons born or naturalized in the TUnited
States, and subject to the jurisdiction thereof, are
citizens of the United States and of the State
wherein they reside. No State shall make or en-
force any law which shall abridge the privileges or-
immunities of citizens of the United States; nor
shall any State deprive any person of life, liberty
or property, without due process of law, nor deny
to any person within its jurisdiction the equal pro-
tection of the laws.

Section 2

Representatives shall be apportioned among the
several States according to their respective num-
bers, counting the whole number of persons in each
State, excluding Indians not taxed. But when the
right to vote at any election for the choice of elec-
tors for president and vice-president of the United
States, representatives in congress, the executive
and judicial officers of a State, or the members of
the legislature thereof, is denied to any of the male
inhabitants of such State, being twenty-one years
of age, and citizens of the United States, or in_any
way abrldged except for participation in rebellion
or other crime, the basis of representation therein
shall be reduced in the proportion which the num-
ber of such male citizens shall bear to the whole
number of male citizens twenty-one years of age in
such State.
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Section 3

No person shall be a senator or representative in
congress, or -elector of president and vice-presi-
dent, or hold any office, civil or military, under the
United States, or under any State, who, having pre-
viously taken an oath as a member of congress, or
as an officer of the United States, or as a member
of any State legislature, or as an executive or judi-
cial officer of any State, to support the constitu-
tion of the United States, shall have engaged in
insurrection or rebellion against the same, or given
aid or comfort to the enemies thereof. But con-
gress may, by a vote of two-thirds of each house,
remove such disability.

Section 4

The wvalidity of the public debt of the TUnited
States authorized by law including debts incurred:
for payment of pensions and bounties for services
in suppressing insurrection or rebellion, shall not
be questioned. But neither the United States nor
any State shall assume or pay any debt or obliga-
tion incurred in aid of insurrection or rebellion
against the United States, or any claim for the loss
or emancipation of any slave; but all such debts,
obligations and claims shall be held illegal and
void.

Section 5

The congress shall have power to enforce, by ap-
propriate legislation, the provisions of this article.

ARTICLE XV

Section 1
The right of citizens of the United States to vote
shall not be denied or abridged by the United States
or by any State on account of race, color or pre-
vious condition of servitude,

Section 2

The congress shall have power to enforce this
article by appropriate legislation.

ARTICLE XVI

The congress shall have power to lay and collect .
taXes .on incomes from whatever source derived,
without apportionment among the several states,
and without regard to any census or enumeration.

ARTICLE XVII

(In lieu of the first paragraph of section 3 of
article 1 of the constitution of the United States
and in.lieu of so much of paragraph 2 of the same
section as relates to the filling of .vacancies.)
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Section 1

The senate of the United States shall be composed
of two senators from each state, elected by the
people thereof, for six years; and each senator
shall have one vote. The electors in each state
shall have the qualifications requisite for electors
of the most numerous branch of the state legisla- .
ture.

Section 2

When vacanmes happen in the representation of
any state in the senate; the executive authority of
such state shall issue writs of election to fill such .
vacancies: Provided, That the legislature of any
state may empower the executive thereof to make
temporary appointments until the people fill the
vacancies by election as the legislature may direct.

Section 3

"v,'This amendment shall not be so construed as to
affect the election or term of any senator chosen
before it becomes valid as part of the constitution.

ARTICLE XVIII
Section 1

After one year from the ratification of this arti-
cle the manufacture, sale, or transportation of in-
‘toxicating liquors within, the importation thereof
into, or the exportation thereof from, the United
States, and all territory subject to the jurisdiction
thereof for beverage purposes is hereby prohibited.

Section 2

The congress and the several states shall have
concurrent power to enforce this article by appro-
priate legislation. :

ARTICLE XIX

Section 1

The right of citizens of the United States to vote
shall not be denied or abridged by the United
States or by any state on account of sex.

Section 2

Congress shall have power by appropriate legis-
lation to enforce the provisions of this article.

. ARTICLE XX
Section 1

The terms of the President and Vice-President
shall end at noon on the 20th day of January, and
the terms of Senators and Representatives at noon
on the 3rd day of January, of the years in which
such, terms would have: ended if this article had
not:-been ratified; and the terms of their successors
- shall then begin. :
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Section 2

The congress shall assemble at least once in
every year, and such meeting shall begin at noon
on the 3rd day of January, unless they shall by
law appoint a different day.

Section 3

If, at the time fixed for the beginning of the term
of the President, the President elect shall have died,
the Vice-President elect shall become President.
1f a President shall not have been chosen before
the time fixed for the beginning of his term, or if
the President elect shall have failed to qualify,
then the Vice-President elect shall act as President
until a President shall have qualified; and the con-
gress may by law provide for the case wherein
neither a President elect nor a Vice-President elect
shall have qualified, declaring who shall then act
as President, or the manner in which one who is to
act shall be selected, and such person shall act ac-
cordingly until a President or Vice-President shall
have qualified.

Section 4

The congress may by law provide for the case
of the death of any of the persons from whom the |
House of Representatives may choose a President
whenever the right. of choice shall have devolved
upon.them, and for the case of the death of any
of ‘the persons from whom the Senate may choose
a Vice-President whenever the right of choice shall
have devolved upon them,

Section 5

Sections 1 and 2 shall take effect on the 15th
day of October following the ratlﬁcatlon of thls
artlcle

Section. 6

This a.rtlcle shall be inoperative unless it shall
have been ratified as an amendment to the Consti-
tution by the legislatures of three-fourths of the
several States within seven years. from the date of
its: submission. :

ARTICLE XXI

Section 1. The Eighteenth Article of Amendment:
to.the Constitution of the United States is hereby
repealed.

Sec. 2. The transportation or importation into
any. State, Territory .or possession of the United. .
States for delivery or use therein of intoxicating
liquors, in violation of the laws thereof; is hereby
prohibited. : :

Sec. 3. This article shall be inoperative unless it
shall -have been ratified as-an amendment to the
Constitution: by conventions .in' the several states,
as-provided in the Constitution, within seven years
from -the date of the submission  hereof to the
states by the Congress.



ENABLING ACT

AN ACT TO PROVIDE FOR THE DIVISION OF DA-'
KOTA INTO TWO STATES AND TO ENABLE THE
PEOPLE OF NORTH DAKOTA, SOUTH DAKOTA,
MONTANA, AND WASHINGTON TO FORM CON-
STITUTIONS AND STATE GOVERNMENTS, AND
TO BE ADMITTED INTO THE UNION ON AN.
EQUAL FOOTING WITH THE ORIGINAL STATES,
AND TO MAKE DONATIONS OF PUBLIC LANDS
TO SUCH STATES.

(Approved February 22, -1889.)

Section 1. Be it enacted b%l the Senate and House of
Representatives of the TUnited States of America in
Congress assembled: That the inhabitants of all that
part of the area of the United States now constituting
the territories of Dakota, Montana, and Washington,
as at present described, may become the states of
North Dakota, South Dakota, Montana, and Washing-
ton, respectively, as hereinafter provided.

Sec. 2. The area comprising the territory of Dakota
shall, for the purposes of this act, be divided on the
line of the seventh standard parallel produced due
west to the western boundary of said territory; and
the delegates elected as hereinafter provided to the

. constitutional convention in districts north of said

parallel shall assemble in convention, at the time pre-
scribed in this act, at the city of Bismarck; and the
delegates elected in districts south of said parallel
shall at the same time assemble in convention at the
city of Sioux Falls.

Sec. 3. That all persons who are qualified by the
laws of said territories to wvote for representatives to
the legislative assemblies thereof are hereby author-
ized to vote for and choose delegates to form con-
ventions in said proposed states; and the qualifications
for delegates to such convention shall be such. as by
the laws of said territories, respectively, persons are
required to possess to be eligible to the legislative
assemblies thereof; and the aforesaid delegates to
form said conventions shall be apportioned within the
limits of the proposed states, in such districts as may
be established as herein provided, in proportion to the
population of each of such counties and districts, as
near as may be, to be ascertained at the time of mak-
ing said apportionments by the persons. hereinafter
authorized to make the same, from the best informa-
tion obtainable, in each of which districts three dele-
gates shall be elected, but no elector shall vote for
more than two persons for delegates to such conven-
tions; that said apportionments shall be made by the
governor, the chief justice, and the secretary of said
territories; and the governors of said territories shall,
by proclamation, order an election of the delegates
atoresaid in each of said proposed states, to be held
on - the Tuesday . after the second Monday in May,
eighteen hundred and eighty-nine; which proclama-
tion shall be issued on the  fifteenth day of April,
eighteen hundred and eighty-nine; and such election
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shall be conducted, the returns made, the result ascer-
tained, and the certificates to persons elected to such
convention issued in the same manner as is prescribed
by the laws of said - territories regulating elections
therein for delegates to Congress; and the number of
votes cast for delegates in each precinct shall also be
returned.. The number of delegates to said conven-
tions, respectively, shall be seventy-five; and all per-
sons residents in said proposed states, who are_ quali-
fied voters of said territories as herein provided, shall
be entitled to vote upon the election of delegates, and
unider such rules and regulations as said conventions
may prescribe, not in conflict with this act, upon the
ratification or rejection of the constitutions.

‘Sec. 4. That the delegates to the conventions elected

as provided for in this act shall meet at the seat of
government of each of said territories, except the del-
egates elected in South Dakota, who shall meet at the
city of Sioux Falls, on the fourth day of July, eighteen
hundred and eighty-nine, and after organization shall
declare, on behalf of the people of said proposed states,
that they adopt the constitution of the United States;

whereupon the said conventions shall be, and are-

hereby, authorized to form constitutions and state
governments, for said proposed states respectively.
The constitutions shall be republican in form, and
make no distinction in civil or political rights on ac-
count of race or color, except as to . Indians not taxed,
and not be repugnant to the constitution of the United
States and the principles of the Declaration of Inde-
pendence. And said ‘conventions shall provide, by

ordinances irrevocable without the consent of the .

United States, and the people of said states:—

First.. That the perfect toleration of religious senti-
ment shall .be secured, and that no inhabitant of said
states shall ever be molested in person or property on
account of his or her mode of religious worship.

Second. That the people inhabiting said proposed
states do agree and declare that they forever disclaim
all' right and title to the unappropriated public lands
lying ‘within- the boundaries thereof, and to all lands
lying within said limits owned or held by any Indian
or Indian -tribes; and that until the title thereto shall
have been extinquished by the United States, the same

shall ‘be and remain subject to the disposition of the :

United States, and  said Indian lands shall .remain
under the absolute jurisdiction and control of the
congress of the United States; that the lands belong-
ing to citizens of the United States residing  without
the said state shall never be taxed at a higher rate
than the lands belonging to residents thereof; that no
taxes:shall be imposed by the states on lands or prop-
erty . therein belonging to or which ‘may hereafter
be purchased by the United States, or reserved  for
its: -use. - But nothing herein, or in the ordinances
herein provided for, shall preclude the said :states
from taxing as other lands are taxed any lands owned
or held: by .any Indian who has severed his tribal re-
lations, .and has .obtained: from the:United States: or
from  any person a. title thereto by patent or. other

Enabling
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grant, save and except such lands as have been or
may be granted to any Indian or Indians under any -
act of congress containing a provision exempting the
lands thus granted from taxation; but said ordinances
shall provide that all such lands shall be exempt from
taxation by said states so long and to such extent as
steh act of congress may prescribe.

Third. That the debts and liabilities of said terri-
-tories shall be assumed and paid by said states, re-
spectively. . :

Fourth. That provision shall be made for. the es-
tablishment and maintenance of s¥sterns of public
schools, which shall be open to all the children of
said states, and free from sectarian control.

Sec. 5. That the convention which shall assemble at
Bismarck shall form a constitution and state govern-
ment for a state to be known as North Dakota, and
the convention which shall assemble at Sioux Falls
shall form a constitution and state government for a
state to be known as South Dakota: Provided, That
at the election for delegates to the constitutional con-
.vention in South Dakota, as hereinbefore provided,
each elector may have written or printed on his bal-
lot the words “For the Sioux Falls constitution,” or
the words ‘“Against the Sioux Falls constitution,” and
the votes on this question shall be returned and can-
vassed in the same manner as for the election pro-
vided for in section three of this act; and if a ma-
joritg of all votes cast on this question shall be “For
the Sioux Falls constitution,” it shall be the duty of
the convention which may assemble at Sioux Falls, as
herein provided, to resubmit to the people of South
Dakota, for ratification or rejection at the election
hereinafter provided for in this act, the constitution
framed at Sioux Falls and adopted November -third,
eighteen hundred and eighty-five, and also the articles
and propositions separately submitted at that election,
including the question of locating the temporary seat
of - government, with such changes only as relate. to
the: name and boundary of the proposed state, to the
reapportionment of the judicial and legislative dis-
tricts,. and such amendments as may be necessary- in
order:-'to comply with the provisions of this act; and
if-a:majority of the votes cast on the ratification or
" rejection of the constitution shall be for the constitu-
tion  irrespective of the articles separately submitted,
the state of South Dakota shall be admitted as a state
in-the Union under said constitution as "hereinafter
provided; but the archives, records, -and books of the
territory - of Dakota’ shall remain at Bismarck, the
capital of North Dakota, until ‘an agreement in refer-
ence  thereto' is reached by said states. But .if at the
election for delegates to the . constitutional conven-
tion 'in South Dakota' a majority of all the votes:cast
at that election shall be ‘““Against the Sioux Falls‘con-
stitution,” then and in that event it shall be the: duty
of :the convention which will. assemble at:the city  of
Sioux: Falls on the fourth -day of July,; eighteen hun-
dred and eighty-nine, to proceed:to form a:constitu-
tion.and state government as: provided:in- this:act the
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same as if that question had not been submitted to a
vote of the people of South Dakota.

Sec. 6. It shall be the duty of the constitutional
convention of North Dakota and South Dakota to ap-
point a joint commission, to be composed of not less
than three members of earh convention, whose dutv
it shall be to assemble at Bismarck, the present seat of
government of said. territory, and agree upon an
equitable division of all property belonging to the
territory of Dakota, the disposition of all public rec-
ords, and also adiust and agree upon the amount of
the debts and liabilities of the territory, which shall
be assumed and paid by each of the proposed states
of North Dakota and South Dakota: and the asgree-
ment reached respecting the territorial debts and lia-
bilities shall be incorporated in the resvective con-
stitutions. and each of said states shall obligate itself
to pay its proportion of such debts and liabilities the
same as if:they had been.created by such states re~
spectively.

Sec. 7. If the constitutions. formed for both North
Dakota and South Dakota shall be rejected by the
peovle at the elections for the ratification or rejection
of their respective constitutions, as provided for in
this “act, the territorial government of Dakota shall
continue in existence the same as if this act had not
been p=ssed. But if the constitution formed: for either
North Dakota or South Dakota shall be rejected by the
people, that part of the territory so rejecting its pro-
posed- constitution shall continue under tbhe territorial
government of the present' territory . of Dakota, but
shall, after the state adopting its constitution is ad-
mitted into the Union. be called by the name of the
territory’' of North Dakota, or South Dakota, as' the
case may-be: Provided, That if either of the nroposed
states provided for :in this act shall reject the con-
stitution - which - may be ‘submitted for 'ratification or
rejection at the election provided therefor, the gov-
ernor of the territory in which . such provosed consti-
tution  was rejected shall issue his proclamation’ re- -
convening the: delegates elected to the convention
“which formed such rejected constitution, fixing ‘the :
time and place at which: said delegates shall assemble;
and’ when so assembled they shall vproceed to form
another constitution, or to amend the reiected con-
stitution. and shall submit such new constitution, -or
amended - constitution. to the people of the proposed
state for ratificationor rejection, at such time as said
convention may determine: and all the provisions: of
this act, so far as avplicable, shall apvlv to such con-
vention so reassembled. and to the constitution which
mav be formed. its ratification or: rejection, and to.the
admission of the proposed state. :

Sec. 8. - That the  constitutional - convention = which
~maYy ‘assemble ‘in - South 'Dakota - shall provide by
ordinance for :resubmitting ‘the Sioux Falls constitu-
tion of eighteen hundred and eighty-five, after having
amended: the same asprovided in section five of this
act, to the people of South Dakota for ratification: or
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rejection at an election to be held therein on the first
Tuesday in October, eighteen hundred and eighty-
nine; but if said constitutional convention is author-
ized and required to form a new constitution for
South Dakota, it shall provide for submitting the same
in like manner to the people of South .Dakota for
ratification or rejection at an election to be held in
said proposed state on the said first Tuesday in October.
And the constitutional conventions which may assemble
in North Dakota, Montana, and Washington shall pro-
vide in like manner for submitting the constitutions
formed by them to the people of said proposed states;
respectively, for ratification or rejection, -at elections
to be held in said proposed states on said first Tues-
day in October; at the elections provided in this sec-
tion, the qualified voters of said proposed states shall
vote directly for or against the proposed constitutions,
and for or against any articles or propositions sepa-
rately submitted. The returns of said elections shall
be made to the secretary of each of said® territories,
who, with the governor and chief justice thereof, or
any two of them, shall canvass the same; and if a
majority of the legal votes cast shall be for the con-
stitution, the governor shall certify the result to the
President of the United States, together with a state-
ment of the votes cast thereon, and upon separate
articles or propositions, and a copy of said constitution,
articles, propositions, and ordinances. And if the
constitutions and governments of said proposed states
are republican in form, and if all the provisions of this
act have been complied with in the formation thereof,
it shall be the duty of the President of the TUnited
States to issue his proclamation announcing the result
of the election in each, and thereupon the proposed
states which have adopted constitutions and formed
state governments as herein provided shall be deemed
admitted by congress into the Union, under and by
virtue of this act, on an equal footing with the original
states, from and after the date of said proclamation.

Sec. 8. That until the next general census, or until
otherwise provided by law, said states shall be entitled
to one representative in the House of Representatives -
of the United States, except South Dakota which shall
be entitled to two; and the representatives to the fifty-
first Congress, together with the governors and other
officers provided for in said constitutions, may be
elected on the same day of the election for the ratifica-
tion or rejection of the constitutions; and until. said
state officers are elected and qualified under the pro-
visions of each constitution, and the states, respectively,
are admitted into the Union, the territorial officers shall
continue to discharge the duties of their respective
offices in each of said territories.

Sec. 10.. That upon the admission of each of said
states into the Union, sections numbered sixteen and
thirty-six in every townshlp of said proposed  states,
and where such sections, or any parts thereof, - have
been sold or otherwise disposed of by or under-the‘au-
thority of any act of:congress, other 1ands equlvalent
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thereto, in legal subdivisions of not less than one quar-
ter section, and as contiguous as may be to the section
in lieu of which the same is taken, are hereby granted
to said states for the support of common schools, such
indemnity lands to be selected within said states in
such manner as the legislature may provide, with the
approval of the Secretary of the Interior: Provided,
That the sixteenth and thirty-sixth sections embraced
in permanent reservations for national purposes shall
not, at any time, be subject to the grants nor to the
indemnity provisions of this act, nor shall any lands
embraced in Indian, military, or other reservations of
any character be subject to the grants or to the indem-
nity provisions of this act, until the reservation shall
have been extinguished and such lands be restored to
and become a part of the public domain.

Sec. 11. That all lands herein granted for educational
purposes shall be disposed of only at public sale, and
at a price not less than ten dollars per acre, the pro-
ceeds to constitute a permanent school fund, the in-
terest of which only shall be expended in the support
of said ‘schools. But said lands may, under such regu-
lations as the legislatures shall prescribe, be leased for
periods of not more than five years, in quantities not
exceeding one section to any one person or company;
and such land shall not be subject to pre-emption,
homestead entry, or any other entry under the land
laws of the United States, whether surveyed or un-
surveyed, but shall be reserved for school purposes
only. :

Sec. 12. That upon the admission of each of said.
states into the Union, in accordance with the provi-
sions of this act, fifty sections of the unappropriated
public lands within said states, to be selected and
located in legal subdivisions, as provided in section ten
of - this act, shall- be and are hereby granted to said
states for the purpose of erecting public buildings at
the: capital of said states for legislative, executive, and
judicial purposes.

Sec. 13. That five per centum of the proceeds of the
sales of public lands lying within said states which
shall be sold by the United States subsequent to the
admission of said states into the Union, after deducting
all the expenses incident to the same, shall be paid to
the said states, to be used as a permanent fund, the
interest of ‘which only shall be expended for the sup-
%qortl of common schools within the said states respec-
ively. - :

Sec. 14. 'That the lands granted to the territories of
Dakota and Montana by the act of February eighteenth,
eighteen hundred and eighty-one, entitled ‘“An act to
grant. lands to Dakota, Montana, Arizona, Idaho, and
Wyoming for university purposes,” are hereby vested
in. the states of South Dakota, North Dakota, and
Montana, respectively, if such states are admitted into
the Union, as provided in this act, to the extent of the
full quantity of seventy-two sections to each.of said
states, and any portion of said lands that may not have
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been selected by either of said territories of Dakota
or Montana may be selected by the respective states
aforesaid; but said act of February eighteenth. eighteen
hundred and eighty-one shall be so amended as to
provide that none of said lands shall be sold for less
than ten dollars per acre. and the proreeds shall con-
stitute a permanent fund to be safely invested and
held by said states severally, and the income thereof
be used exclusively for university purposes. And such
quantity of the lands authorized by the fourth section
of the act of July seventeenth, eighteen hundred and
fifty-four, to be reserved for university purposes in the
territory of Washington, as, together with the lands
confirmed to the vendees of the territory by the act of
March fourteenth, eighteen hundred and sixty-four,
will make the: full quantity of seventy-two entire
sections, are hereby granted in the like manner to the
state of Washington for the purposes of a university
in said state. None of the lands granted in this section
shall be sold at less than ten dollars per acre: but
said lands may be leased in the same manner as pro-
vided in section eleven of this act. The schools, col-
leges, and universities provided for in this act shall
forever remain under the exclusive control of the said
states respectively, and no part of the proceeds arising
from the sale or disposal of any lands herein granted
for educational purposes shall be used for the support
of any sectarian or denominational school, college, or
university. The section of land granted by the act of
June sixteenth, eighteen hundred and eighty, to the
territory of Dakota, for an asvlum for the insane, shall,
upon the admission of said state of South Dakota mto
the Union, become the property of said state. :

Sec. 15, That so much of the lands belonging to the
United States as have been acquired and set apart
for the purpose mentioned in ‘“An Act appropriating
money for the erection of a penitentiary in the territory
of Dakota,” approved March second, eighteen hundred
and eighty-one, together with the buildings thereon,
be, and the same is, hereby granted, together with any
unexpended balances of the moneys appropriated
therefor by said act, to said state of South Dakota for
the purposes therein designated; and the states of
North Dakota and Washington shall respectively” have
like grants for the same purpose and subject to like
terms and conditions, as provided in said act of March
second, eighteen hundred and eighty-one, for the terri-
tory of Dakota. The penitentiary at Deer Lodge City,
Montana, and all lands connected therewith and set .
apart and reserved- therefor, are hereby granted to the
state of Montana.

Sec. 16. That ninety thousand.acres of land, to be
selected and located as provided in section ten of this
act, are hereby granted to each of said -states, except
to the state of South Dakota, to which one hundred
and twenty thousand acres are granted for the use and
support of agricultural colleges in said states, as pro-
vided in the acts of congress making donations  of
lands for such purpose.
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Sec. 17. That in lieu of the grant of land for pur-
poses of internal improvement made to new states by
the eighth section of the act of September fourth, eigh-
teen hundred and forty-one, which act is hereby re-
pealed as to the states provided for by this act, and in
lieu of any claim or demand by the said states, or
either of them, under the act of September twenty-
eighth, eighteen hundred and fifty, and section 2479 of
the Revised Statutes, making a grant of swamp and
overflowed lands to certain states, which grant it is
hereby declared is not extended to the states pro-
vided for in this act, and in lieu of any grant of saline

“lands to said states, the following grants of land are
hereby made, to wit:—

" .To the state of South Dakota: For the school of
-.mines, forty thousand acres; for the reform school,
forty thousand acres; for the deaf and dumb asylum,
forty thousand acres; for the agricultural college, forty
thousand acres; for the university, forty thousand
acres; for state normal schools, eighty thousand' acres;
for public buildings at the capital of said state, fifty
thousand acres; and for 'such other educational and
charitable purposes as the legislature or said state may
determine, one hundred and seventy thousand acres;
in all five hundred thousand acres.

" To the state of North Dakota: A like quantity of
land as is in this section granted to the state of South

Dakota, and to be for like purposes and in like pro-
portion, as far as practicable.

To the state of Montana: For the establishment and
maintenance of a school of mines, one hundred thou-
sand acres; for state normal schools, one hundred
thousand acres; for agricultural :colleges, in addition
to the grant hereinbefore made for that purpose, fifty
thousand acres; for the establishment of a state reform
school, fifty thousand acres; for the establishment of a

. deaf and dumb asylum, fifty thousand acres; for public
buildings at the capital of the state, in addition to the
grant hereinbefore made for that purpose, one hundred
and fifty thousand acres.

To the state of Washington: For.the establishment
and maintenance of a scientific school, one hundred
thousand acres; for state normal schools, one hundred
thousand acres; for public buildings at the state capital,
in- addition to the grant hereinbefore made for that
purpose, one hundred thousand acres; for state chari-
table, educational, penal, and reformatory institutions,
two hundred thousand acres.

That the states provided for in this act shall not be
entitled to any further or other grants of land for any
purpose than as expressly provided in this act. And
the lands granted by this section shall be held, appro-
priated, and disposed of exclusively for the purposes
herein mentioned, in such manner as the legislatures

. of the respective states may severally provide.

Sec. 18. That all mineral lands shall be exempted
from the grants made by this act. But if sections six-
teen and thirty-six, or any subdivisions or portion of.
any sniasllest subdivision thereof in any township, shall
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be found by the Department of the Interior to be min-
eral lands, said states are herepy authorized and em-
powered to select, in legal subdivisions, an equal quan-
tity of other unappropriated lands in said states in
lieu thereof, for the use and the benefit of the common
schools of said states.

.Sec. 19. That all lands granted in quantity or as in-
demnity by this act shall be selected under the direc-
tion of the Secretary of the Interior, from the surveyed,
unreserved, and unappropriated public lands of -<he
United States within the limits of the respective states
entitled thereto. And there shall be deducted from the
number of acres of land donated by this act for specific
objects to said states the number of acres in each here-
tofore donated by congress to said territories for sim-
ilar objects.

Sec. 20. That the sum of twenty thousand dollars,
or so much thereof as may be necessary, is hereby ap-
propriated, out of any money in the treasury not
otherwise appropriated, to each of said territories for
defraying the expenses of the said conventions, except
to Dakota, for which the sum of forty thousand dollars
is so appropriated, twenty thousand dollars each for
South Dakota and North Dakota, and for the payment
of the members thereof, under the same rules and
regulations and at the same rates as are now provided
by law for the payment of the territorial legislatures.
Any money hereby appropriated not necessary for such
ggrpose shall be covered into the treasury of the United

ates.

Sec. 21. That each of said states, when admitted as
aforesaid, shall constitute one judicial district, the
names thereof to be the same as the names of the
states, respectively; and the circuit and district courts
therefor shall be held at the capital of such state for -
the time being, and each of said districts shall, for
judicial purposes until otherwise provided, be attached
to the eighth judicial circuit, except Washington and
Montana, which shall be attached to the ninth judicial
circuit. There shall be appointed for each of said
districts one district judge, one United States attorney,
and one United States marshal. The judge of each of
said districts shall receive a yearly salary of three
thousand five hundred dollars, payable in four equal
installments, on the first days of January, April, July,
and October of each year, and shall reside in the dis-
trict. There shall be appointed clerks of said courts
in each district, who shall keep their offices at the
capital of said state. The regular terms of said courts
shall be held in each district, at the place aforesaid,
on the first Monday in April and the first Monday in
November of each year, and only one grand jury and
one petit jury shall be summoned in both said circuit
and district courts. The circuit 'and district courts
for. each of said districts, and the judges thereof, re- .
spectively, shall possess the same powers and jurisdic-

tion, and perform the same duties required to be per-
formed by the other circuit and district courts and
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judges of the United States, and shall be governed by
the same laws and regulations. The marshal, district
attorney, and clerks of the circuit and district courts
of each of said districts, and all other officers and per-
sons performing duties in the administration of justice
therein, shall severally possess the powers and perform
the duties lawfully possessed and required to be per-
formed by similar officers in other districts of the
United States; and shall, for the services they may
perform, receive the fees and compensation allowed
by law to other similar officers and persons performing
similar duties in the state of Nebraska.

Sec. 22. That all cases of appeal or writ of error
heretofore prosecuted and now pending in the supreme
court of the United States upon any record from the
supreme court of either of the territories mentioned
in this: act, or that may hereafter lawfully be prose-
cuted upon any record from either of said courts, may
be heard and determined by said supreme court of the
United States. And the mandate of execution or of
further proceedings shall be directed by the supreme
court of the United States to the circuit or district
court hereby established within the state succeeding
the territory from which such record is or may be
pending, or to the supreme court of such state, as the
nature of the case may require: Provided, That the
mandate of execution or of further proceedings shall,
in cases arising in the territory of Dakota, be directed
by the supreme court of the United States to the cir-
cuit or district court of the district of South
Dakota, or to the supreme court of the state of South

Dakota, or to the circuit or district court of the district

of North Dakota, or to the supreme court of the state
of North Dakota, or to the supreme court of the terri-
tory of North Dakota, as the nature of the case may
require.. And each of the circuit, district, and state
courts herein named shall respectively, be the suc-
cessor of the supreme court of the territory, as to all
such cases arising within the limits embraced within
the jurisdiction of such courts, respectively, with full
power to proceed with the same, and award mesne or
final process therein; and that from all judgments and

decrees of the supreme court of either of the territories

mentioned in this act, in any case arising within the
limits of any of the proposed states prior to admission,
the parties to such judgment shall have the same right
to prosecute appeals and writs of error to the supreme -
court of the United States as they shall have had by
law prior to the admission of said state into the Union.

Sec. 23. That in respect to all cases, proceedings,
and matters now pending in the supreme or district
courtis of either of the territories mentioned in this
act at the time of the admission into the Union of either
of' the states mentioned in this act, and arising within
the ‘limits of any such state, whereof the circuit or
district courts by this act: established might have had
jurisdiction under the laws of the United States had
such courts existed at the time of the commencement
of such cases, the said circuit and district courts, re-. .
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spectively, shall be the successors of said supreme and
district courts of said territory; and in respect to all
other cases, proceedings, and matters pending in the
supreme or district courts of any of the territories
mentioned in this act at the time of the admission of
such territory into the Union, arising within the limits
of said proposed state, the courts established by such
state shall, respectively, be the successors of said
supreme and district territorial courts; and all the {files,
records, indictments, and proceedings relating to any
such cases shall be transferred to such circuit, district,
and state courts, respectively, and the same shall be
proceeded with therein in due course of law; but no
writ, action, indictment, cause, or proceeding now
pending, or that prior to the admission of any of the
states mentioned in this act shall be pending in any
territorial court in any of the territories mentioned in
this act, shall abate by the admission of any such state
into the Union, but the same shall be transferred and
proceeded with in the proper United States circuit,
district, or state court, as the case may be: Provided,
however, That in all civil actions, causes, and proceed-
ings in which the United States is not a party, trans-
fers shall not be made to the circuit and district courts
of the United States, except upon written request of
one of the parties to such action or proceeding iiled
in the proper court; and in the absence of such request,
sucht cases shall be proceeded with in the proper state
courts.

Sec. 24. That the constitutional conventions may, by
ordinance, provide for the election of officers for full
state governments, including members of the legisla-
tures and representatives in the fifty-first congress;
but said state governments shall remain in abeyance
until the state shall be admitted into the Union, re-
spectively, as provided in this act. In case the con-
stitution of any of said proposed states shall be rati-
fied by the people, but not otherwise, the legislature
thereof may assemble, organize, and elect two Senators
of the United States; and the governor and secretary
of state of such proposed state shall certify the elec-
tion of the Senators and Representatives in the manner
required by law; and when such state is admitted into
the Union, the Senators and Representatives shall be
entitled to be admitted to seats in Congress, and to all
the rights and privileges of Senators and Representa-
- tives of other states in the Congress of the United
States; and the officers of the state governments
formed in pursuance of said constitutions, as provided
by the constitutional conventions, shall proceed to .
exercise all the functions of such state officers; and
all laws in force made by said territories, at the time
of their admission into the Union, shall be in force in
said states, except as modified or changed by this act
or by the constitutions of the states, respectively.

Sec. 25. That all acts or parts of acts in conflict
with-the provisions of this act, whether passed by the
legislatures of said territories or by congress, are
hereby repealed.



CONSTITUTION OF THE STATE OF
WASHINGTON

(This Constitution was framed by a convention of
seventy-five delegates, chosen by the people of the
territory of Washington at an election held May 14,
1889, under Sec. 3 of the Enabling Act. The conven-
tion met at Olympia on the fourth day of July, 1889,
and adjourned on the twenty-second day of August,
1889. The Constitution was ratified by the people at
an election held on October 1, 1889, and on November
11, 1889, in accordance with Sec. 8 of the Enabling Act,
the President of the United States proclaimed the ad-
mission of the State of Washington into the Union.)

B PREAMBLE
We the people of the State of Washington, grateful

to the Supreme Ruler of the Universe for our liberties,

. do ordain this constitution.

ARTICLE I— BILL OF RIGHTS

Section 1. Political Power—AIll political power is
inherent in the people, and governments derive their
just powers from the consent of the governed, and are
established to protect and maintain individual rights.

Sec. 2. Supreme Law of The Land—The Constitution
of the United States is the supreme law of the land.

Sec. 3. Personal Rights—No person shall be deprived
of life, liberty, or property without due process of law.

Sec. 4. Right of Petition and Assemblage—The right
of petition and of the people peacefully to assemble for
the common good shall never be abridged.

Sec. 5. Freedom of Speech—Every person may freely-

speak, write, and publish on all subjects, being respon-
sible for the abuse of that right.

Sec. 6. Oaths—Mode of Administering—The mode of
administering an oath -or affirmation shall be such as
may be most consistent with and binding upon the
conscience of the person to whom such oath or affir-
mation may be administered.

Sec. 7. Invasion of Private Aiffairs or Home Prohib-

ited—No person shall be disturbed in his private affairs,
or his home invaded, without authority of law.

Sec. 8. Irrevocable Privilege, Franchise or Immunity
Prohibited—No law granting irrevocably any privilege,
franchise, or immunity shall be passed by the legis-
lature.

Sec. 9. Rights of Accused Persons—No person shall
be compelled 1n any crlmlnal case to give evidence

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against himself, or be twice put in jeopardy for the

same offense.

Sec. 10. Administration of Justice—Justice in all cases
shall be administered openly and without unnecessary

delay.

Sec. 11. Religious Freedom—Absolute freedoni of con-
science in all matters of religious sentiment, belief,
and worship shall be guaranteed to every individual,
and no one shall be molested or disturbed in person
or property on account of religion, but the liberty of
conscience hereby secured shall not be so construed as
to excuse acts of licentiousness, or justify practices
inconsistent with the peace and safety of the state.
No public money or property shall be appropriated
for or applied to any religious worship, exercise, or in-
struction, or the support of any religious establish-
ment. No religious qualification shall be required for
any public office or employment, nor shall any person
be incompetent as a witness or juror in consequence of
his opinion on matters of religion, nor be questioned
in any court of justice touching his religious belief to
affect the weight of his testimony. (This section is
amended: See 4th Amendment, infra.)

Sec. 12. Special Privileges and Immunities Prohibited
—No law shall be passed granting to any citizen, class
~ of citizens, or corporation,  other than municipal, priv-
ileges or immunities which, upon the same terms, shall
not equally belong to all citizens or corporations.

Sec. 13. Habeas Corpus—The privilege of the writ of
habeas corpus shall not be suspended, unless in case
of rebellion or invasion the public safety requires it.

Sec. 14. Excessive Bail, Fines and Punishments—Ex-
cessive bail shall not be required, excessive fines im-
posed, nor cruel punishment inflicted.

Sec. 15. Convictions, Effect of—No conviction shall
work corruption of blood nor forfeiture of estate.

Sec. 16. Eminent Demain—Private property shall not
be taken for private use, except for private ways of
necessity, and for drains, flumes, or ditches on or across
the lands of others for agricultural, domestic, or sani-
tary purposes. No private property shall be taken or
damaged for public or private use without just compen-
sation having been first made, or paid into court for the
owner, and no right-of-way shall be appropriated to the
use of any corporation other than municipal until full
compensation therefor be first made in money, or ascer-
tained and paid into court for the owner, irrespective
of any benefit from any improvement proposed by such
corporation, which compensation shall be ascertained
by a jury, unless a jury be waived, as in other civil ;
cases in courts of record, in the manner prescribed by
law. Whenever an attempt is made to take private
property for a use alleged to be public, the question
whether the contemplated use be really public shall-be
a’ judicial’ question, and determined.as such, without
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regard to any legislative assertion that the use is, public.
(This section is amended: See 9th Amendment, infra.):

Sec. 17. Imprisonment for Debt—There shall be no
(iimkl)){isonment for debt except in cases of absconding
ebtors. i

Sec. 18. Military Power, Limitation of—The military
shall be in strict subordination to the civil power.

Sec. 19. Freedom of Elections—All elections shall be
free and equal, and no power, civil or military, shall at
any time interfere to prevent the free exercise of the
right of suffrage.

Sec. 20. Bail, When Authorized—All persons charged
with crime shall be bailable by sufficient sureties, ex-
cept for capital offenses, when the proof is evident, or
the presumption great.

Sec. 21. Trial by Jury—The right of trial by jury
shall remain- inviolate, but the legislature may provide
for a jury of any number less than twelve in courts
not of record, and for a verdict by nine or more jurors
in civil cases in any court of record, and for waiving
of the jury in civil cases where the consent of the
parties interested is given thereto. (In criminal cases
see next section.) : )

Sec. 22. Rights of Accused Persons—In criminal
prosecutions, the accused shall have the right to appear
and defend in person, and by counsel, to demand the
nature and cause of the accusation against him, to have
a copy thereof, to testify in his own behalf, to meet
the witnesses against him face to face, to have com-
pulsory process to compel the attendance of witnesses
in his own behalf, have a speedy public trial by an im-
partial jury of the county in which the offense is alleged
to have been committed, and the right to appeal in all -
cases; and in no instance shall any accused person
before final judgment be compelled to advance money
or fees to secure the rights herein guaranteed. (This
section has been amended: See 10th Amendment.)

Sec. 23. Bill of Attainder, Ex Post Facto Law, Etc.—
No bill of attainder, ex post facto law, or law impair-
ing the obligations of contracts shall ever be passed.

Sec. 24. Right to Bear Arms—The right of the indi-
vidual citizen to bear arms in defense of himself or the
state shall not be impaired, but nothing in this section
shall be construed as authorizing individuals or corpora-
tifons' to organize, maintain, or employ an armed body
of men.

Sec. 25. Prosecution.by Information—Offenses hereto-
fore required to be prosecuted by indictment may be
prosecuted by information or by indictment, as shall be
prescribed by law. o
. Sec. 26. Grand Jury—No grand jury shall-be drawn
or summoned in any county, except.the superior judge
thereof shall so order. ) .
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Sec. 27. Treason, Defined, Etc.—Treason against the
state shall consist only in levylng war against the state,
or. adhering to its enemies, or in giving them aid and
comfort. No person shall be convicted of treason unless
on the testimony of two witnesses to the same overt act,
or confession in open court.

Sec. 28. Hereditary Privileges Abolished—No heredi-
tary emoluments, privileges, or powers shall be granted
or conferred in this state.

Sec. 29. Constitution Mandatory—The provisions of
this constitution are mandatory, unless by express
words they are declared to be otherwise.

Sec. 30. Rights Reserved—The enumeration in this
constitution of certain rights shall not be construed to
deny others retained by the people.

Sec. 31. Standing Army—No standing army shall be
kept up by this state in time of peace, and no soldier
shall in time of peace be quartered in any house without
the consent of its owner, nor in time of war except in
the manner prescribed by law.

Sec. 32. Fundamental Principles—A frequent recur-
rence to fundamental principles is essential to the se-
curity of individual rights, and the perpetuity of free
government.

ARTICLE II—LEGISLATIVE DEPARTMENT

(This article is amended by adding Secs. 33 and 34:
See 8th Amendment.)

Sec. 1. Legislative Powers, Where Vested—The legis-
lative powers shall be vested in a senate and house of
representatives, which shall be called the legislature
of the state of Washington. (This section is amended:
See 7th Amendment.)

Sec. 2. House of Representatives and Senate—The
house of representatives shall be composed of not less
than sixty-three nor more than ninety-nine members.
The number of senators shall not be more than one-half
nor less than one-third of the number of members of
the house of representatives.. The first legislature shall
be composed of sevent members of the house of repre-
sentatives and thirty-five senators.

Sec. 3. The Census—The legislature shall provide by
law for an enumeration of the inhabitants of the state
in the year one thousand eight hundred and ninety-
five, and every ten years thereafter; and at the first ses-
sion_after such enumeration, and also after each enum-
eration, made by the authority of the United States,
the legislature shall apportion and district anew the
members of the senate and house of representatives,
according to the number of inhabitants, ' excluding
Indians not taxed, soldiers, sailors, and officers: of the
United States army and navy in active service.

Sec. 4. Election of Representatlves and Term of
Office—Members of the house of representatwes shall be
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elected in the year eighteen hundred and eighty-nine at
the time and in the manner provided by this constitu-
tion, and shall hold their offices for the term of one
year and until their successors shall be elected.

Sec. 5. Elections, When to be Held—The next election
of the members of the ‘house of representatives after
the adoption of this constitution shall be on the first
Tuesday after the first Monday of November, eighteen
hundred and ninety, and thereafter members of the
house of representatives shall be elected biennially, and
their term of office shall be two years; and each election
shall be on the first Tuesday after the first Monday in
November, unless otherwise changed by law.

Sec. 6. Election and Term of Office of Senators—After
the first election the senators shall be elected by single
districts of convenient and contiguous territory at the
same time and in the same manner as members of the
house of representatives are required to be elected, and
no representative district shall be divided in the forma-
tion of a senatorial district. They shall be elected for
the term of four years, one-half of their number retiring
every two years. The senatorial districts shall be num-
bered consecutively, and the senators chosen at the
first election had by virtue of this constitution, in odd-
numbered districts, shall go out of office at the end of
the first year, and the senators'elected in the even-
numbered districts shall go out of office at the end of
the third year.

Sec. 7. Qualifications of Legislators—No person shall
be eligible to the legislature who shall not be a citizen
of the United States and a qualified voter in the dis-
trict for which he is chosen.

Sec. 8. Judges of Their Own Election and Qualifica-
tion—Quorum—Each house shall be the judge of the
election, returns, and qualifications of its own members,
and a majority of each house shall constitute a quorum
to do business, but a smaller number may adjourn from
day to day and may compel the attendance of absent
members in such manner and under such penalties as
each house may provide.

Sec. 9. Rules of Procedure—Each house may deter-
mine the rules of its own proceedings, punish for con-
tempt and disorderly behavior, and, with the concur-
rence of two-thirds of all the members elected, expel
a member, but no member shall be expelled a second
time for the same offense.

Sec. 10. Election of Officers—Each house shall elect
its own officers, and when the lieutenant-governor shall
not attend as president, or shall act as governor, the
senate shall choose a ‘temporary president. When pre-
siding, the lieutenant-governor shall have the deciding
vote in case of an equal division of the senate.

Sec. 11. Journal, Publicity of Meetings—Adjourn-~
ments—Each house shall keep a journal of its proceed-
‘ings and publish the same, except such parts as require
secrecy. The doors of each house shall be kept open

L
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except when the public welfare shall require secrecy.
Neither house shall adjourn for more than three days,
nor to any place other than that in which they may be
sitting, without the consent of the other.

Sec. 12. Sessions, When—Duration—The first legisla-
ture shall meet on the first Wednesday after the first
Monday in November, A. D. 1889. The second legis-
lature shall meet on the first Wednesday after the first
Monday in January, A. D. 1891, and sessions of the
legislature shall be held biennially thereafter, unless
specially convened by the governor, but the times of
meeting of subsequent sessions may be changed by the
legislature. After the first legislature the sessions shall
not be more than sixty days.

Sec. 13. Limitation on Members Holding Office in the
State—No member of the legislature during the terrn
for which he is elected shall be appointed or elected to
any civil office in the state which shall have been
created, or the emoluments of which shall have been
increased, during the term for which he was elected.

Sec. 14. Same, Federal or Other Office—No person
being a member of congress, or holding any civil or
military office under the United States or any other
power, shall be eligible to be a member of the legis-
lature; and if any person after his election as a member
of the legislature shall be elected to congress or be
appointed to any other office, civil or military, under
the government of the United States, or any other
power, his acceptance thereof shall vacate his seat:
Provided, that officers in the militia of the state who
receive no annual salary, local officers, and postmasters,
whose compensation does not exceed three hundred
dollars per annum, shall not be ineligible.

Sec. 15. Writs of Election to Fill Vacancies—The
governor shall issue writs of election to fill such vacan-
cies as may occur in either house of the legislature.
(This section is amended: See 13th Amendment.)

Sec. 16. Privileges From Arrest—Members of the leg-
islature shall be privileged from arrest in all cases ex-
cept treason, felony, and breach of the peace; they shall
not be subject to any civil process during the session
of the legislature, nor for fifteen days next before the.
commencement of each session.

Sec. 17. Freedom of Debate—No member of the leg-
islature shall be liable in any civil action or criminal
prosecution whatever for words spoken in.debate.

Sec. 18. Style of Laws—The style of the laws of the
state shall be: “Be it enacted by the legislature of the
~ state of Washington;” and no laws shall be enacted
except by bill.

Sec. 19. Bill to Contain One Subject—No bill shall
embrace more than one subject, and that shall be ex-
pressed in the title.

Sec. 20. Origin and Amendment of Bills—Any bill
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may originate in either house of the legislature, and a
bill passed by one house may be amended in the other.

Sec. 21. Yeas and Nays—The yeas and nays of the
members of either house shall be entered on the
journal on the demand of one-sixth of the members
present.

Sec. 22. Passage of Bills—No bill shall become a law
unless, on its final passage, the vote be taken by yeas
and nays, the names of the members voting for and
against the same be entered on the journal of each
house, and a majority of the members elected to each
house be recorded thereon as voting in its favor.

Sec.-23. Compensation of Members—Each member of
the legislature shall receive for his services five dollars
for each day’s attendance during the session, and ten
cents for every mile he shall travel in going to and
returning from the place of meeting of the legislature,
on the most usual route.

Sec. 24. Lotteries and Divorce—The legislature shall
never authorize any lottery, or grant any divorce.

Sec. 25. Extra compensation, prohibited—The legisla-
ture shall never grant any extra compensation to any
public officer, agent, servant, or contractor after the
services shall have been rendered or the contract en-
tered into, nor shall the compensation of any public
officer be increased or diminished during his term of
gf’ﬁsce. 2(5C)ompensation of state officers: See infra, Art.
, Sec. 25.

Sec. 26. Suits Against the State—The legislature shall
direct by law in what manner and in what courts
suits may be brought against the state.

Sec. 27. Elections—Viva Voce Vote—In all elections
by the legislature the members shall vote viva voce,
and their votes shall be entered on the journal.

Sec. 28. Special Legislation—The legislature is pro-
hibited from enacting any private or special laws in
the following cases:

1. For changing the names of persons, or constituting
one person the heir at law of another.

2. For laying out, opening, or altering highways, ex-
cept in cases of state roads extending into more than
one county, and military roads to aid in the construc-
tion of which lands shall have been or may be granted
by congress. .

3. For authorizing persons to keep ferries wholly
‘within this state.

‘4. For authorizing the sale or mortgage of real or
personal property of minors, or others under disabilit

5. For assessment or collection of taxes or for exten
. ing time for collection thereof.

6. For granting corporate powers or privileges.

7.. For authorizing the appointment of any part of -
the school fund. .
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8. For incorporating any town or village, or to a\mend
the charter thereof.

. 9. From giving effect to invalid deeds, wills, or other
instruments.

10. Releasing or extinguishing, in whole or in part,
the indebtedness, liability, or other obligation of any
person or corporation to this state, or to any municipal
corporation therein.

11. Declaring any person of age, or authorizing any
minor to sell, lease, or encumber his or her property.

12. Legalizing, except against the state, the unauthor-
ized or invalid act of any officer.

13. Regulating the rate of interest on money.

14. Remitting fines, penalties, or forfeitures.

15. Providing for the management of common schools.
16. Authorizing the adoption of children. .

17. For limitation of civil or criminal action.

18. Changing county lines, locating or changing
county seats: Provided, This shall not be construed to
gpplymto the creation of new counties. (See Art. 11,

ec.

Sec. 29. Convict Labor—After the first day of Janu-
ary, eighteen hundred and ninety, the labor of convicts
of this state shall not be let out by contract to any
person, copartnership, company, or corporation, and the.
legislature shall by law provide for the working of con-
victs for the benefit of the state.

Sec. 30. Bribery or Corrupt Solicitation—The offense
of corrupt solicitation of members of the legislature,
or of public officers of the state or any municipal divi-
sion thereof, and any occupation or practice of solicita-
tion of such members or officers to influence their offi-
cial action, shall be defined by law, and shall be
punished by fine and imprisonment. Any person may
be compelled to testify in any lawful investigation or
judicial proceeding against any person who may  be
charged with having committed the offense of bribery
or corrupt solicitation, or practice of solicitation, and
shall not be permitted to withhold his testimony on
the ground that it may criminate himself or subject him
to public infamy, but such testimony shall not after-
wards be used against him in any judicial proceeding,
except for perjury in giving testimony; and any person
convicted of either of the offenses aforesaid shall, as
part of the punishment therefor, be disqualified from
ever holding any position of honor, trust, or profit in
this state. A member who has a cPrivate interest in
any bill or measure proposed or pending before the leg-
islature shall disclose the fact to the house of which
he is a member, and shall not vote thereon.

Sec. 31. Laws, When to Take Effect—No law, except
appropriation bills, shall take effect until ninety days
after the adjournment of the session at which it was
enacted, unless in case of any emergency (which emer-
gency must be expressed in the preamble or in the
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body of the act) the legislature shall otherwise direct
by a vote of two-thirds of all the members elected to
each house; said vote to be taken by yeas and nays and
entered on the journals.

Sec. 32. Laws, How Signed—No bill shall become a
law until the same shall have been signed by the pre-
siding officer of each of the two houses in open session,
and under such rules as the legislature shall prescribe.

Sec. 33. Ownership of Lands by Aliens, Prohibited—
Exceptions—The ownership of lands by aliens, other
than those who in good faith have declared their in-
tention to become citizens of the United States, is
prohibited in this state, except where acquired by in-
heritance, under mortgage or in good faith in the
ordinary course of justice in the collection of debts;
and all conveyances of lands hereafter made to any
alien directly, or in trust for such alien, shall be void:
Provided, that the provisions of this section shall not
apply to lands containing valuable deposits of miner-
als, metals, iron, coal, or fire clay, and the necessary
land for mills and machlnery to be used in the develop-
ment thereof and the manufacture of the products
therefrom. Every corporation, the majority of the
capital stock of which is owned by aliens, shall be con-
sidered an alien for the purposes of this prohibition.

Sec. 34. Bureau of Statistics, Agriculture and Immi-
gration—There shall be established in the office of the
secretary of state a bureau of statistics, agriculture, and
immigration, under such regulations as the legislature
may provide.

Sec. 35. Protection of Employees—The legislature
shall pass necessary laws for the dprotection of persons
working in mines, factories, other e (Floyments
dangerous to life or deleterlous to health, and fix pains
and penalties for the enforcement of the same.

Sec. 36. When Bills Must Be Introduced—No bill
shall be considered in either house unless the time of
its introduction shall have been at least ten days before
the final adjournment of the legislature, unless the
legislature shall otherwise direct by a vote of two-
thirds of all the members elected to each house, said
vote to be taken by yeas and nays and entered upon
the journal, or unless the same be at a special session.

Sec. 37. Revision or Amendment—No act shall ever
be revised or amended by mere reference to its title,
but the act revised or the section amended shall be
set forth at full length.

Sec. 38 Limitation on Amendments—No amendment
to any bill shall be allowed which shall change the
scope and object of the bill

Sec. 39. Free Transportation to Public Officers Pro-
hibited—It shall not be lawful for any person holding
public office in this state to accept or use a pass or to
purchase transportation from any railroad or. other
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corporation, other than as the same may be purchased
by the general public, and the legislature shall pass
laws to enforce this provision.

ARTICLE III—THE EXECUTIVE

Section 1. Executive Department—The executive de-
partment shall consist of a governor, lieutenant-
governor, secretary of state, treasurer, auditor, attorney
general, superintendent of public instruction, and a
commissioner of public lands, who shall be severally
chosen by the qualified electors of the state at the
same time and place of voting as for the members of
the legislature.

Sec. 2. Governor, Term of Office—The supreme
executive power of this state shall be vested in a
governor, who shall hold his office for a term of four
years, and until his successor is elected and qualified.

Sec. 3. Other Executive Officers, Terms of Office—
The lieutenant governor, secretary of state, treasurer,
auditor, attorney general, superintendent of public
instruction, and commissioner of public lands shall
hold their offices for four years respectively, and until
their successors are elected and qualified.

Sec. 4. Returns of Elections, Canvass, Etc.—The re-
turns of every election for the officers named in the
first section of this article shall be sealed up and trans-
mitted to the seat of government by the -returning
officers, directed to the secretary of state, who shall
deliver the same to the speaker of the house of repre-
sentatives at the first meeting of the house thereafter,
who shall open, publish, and declare the result thereof
in the presence of a majority of the members of both
houses. The person having the highest number of
votes shall be declared duly elected, and a certificate
thereof shall be given to such person, signed by the
presiding officers of both houses; but if any two or
more shall be highest and equal in votes for the same
office, one of them shall be chosen by the joint wvote
of both houses. Contested elections for such officers
shall be decided by the legislature in such manner as
shall be decided by law. The terms of all officers
named in section one of this. article shall commence
on the second Monday in January after their election,
until otherwise provided by law.

Sec. 5. General Duties of Governor—The governor
may require information in writing from the officers
of the state upon any subject relating to the duties
of their respective offices, and shall see that the laws
are faithfully executed. ‘

Sec. 6. Messages—He shall communicate at every
session, by message to the legislature the condition of
the affairs of the state, and recommend such measures
as he shall-deem expedient for their action.

Sec. 7. Extra Legislative Sessions—He may, on ex-
traordinary occasions, convene the legislature by proc-
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lamation, in which shall be stated the purposes for
which the legislature is convened.

Sec. 8. Commander-in-Chief—He shall be comman-
der-in-chief of the military in the state, except when
'él%e%{ shall be called into the service of the United

ates.

Sec. 9. Pardoning Power—The pardoning power shall
be vested in the governor, under such regulations and
restrictions as may be prescribed by law. ‘

Sec. 10. Vacancy In—In case of the removal, resig-
nation, death, or disability of the governor, the duties
of the office shall devolve upon the lieutenant governor,
and in case of a vacancy in both the offices of governor
and lieutenant governor, the duties of governor shall
devolve upon the secretary of state, who shall act as
governor until the disability be removed or a governor
be e{e)cted. (This section is amended: See 6th Amend-
ment.

Sec. 11. Remission of Fines and Forfeitures—The
governor shall have power to remit fines and forfei-
tures, under such regulations as may be prescribed by
law, and shall report to the legislature at its next
meeting each case of reprieve, commutation, or pardon
granted, and the reasons for granting the same, and
also the names of all persons in whose favor remission
of fines and forfeitures shall have been made, and the
several amounts remitted, and the reasons for the re-
mission.

Sec. 12. Veto Power—Every act which shall have
passed the legislature shall be, before it becomes a law,
presented to the governor. If he approves, he shall
sign it; but if not, he shall return if, with his objec-
tions, to that house in which it shall have originated,
which house shall enter the objections at large upon
the journal, and proceed to reconsider. If, after such
reconsideration, two-thirds of the members present
shall agree to pass the bill, it shall be sent, together
with the objections, to the other house, by which it
shall likewise be reconsidered, and if approved by
two-thirds of the members present, it shall become a
law; but in all such cases the vote of both houses
shall be determined by the yeas and nays, and the
names of the members voting for or against the bill
shall be entered upon the journal of each house respec-
tively. If any bill shall not be returned by the gov-
ernor within five days, Sundays excepted, ‘after it
shall be presented to him, it shall become a law with-
out his signature, unless the general adjournment shall
prevent its return, in which case it shall become a law
unless the governor, within ten days next after the
adjournment, Sundays excepted, shall file such bill,
with his objections thereto, in the office of the secre-
tary of state, who shall lay the same before the legis-
lature at its next session, in like manner as if it had
been returned by the governor. If any bill presented .
to the governor contain several sections or items he
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may object to one or more sections or items while
approving other portions of the bill. In such case he
shall append to the bill at the time of signing it, a
statement of the section or sections, item or 1terns
to which he objects, and the reasons therefor and the
section or sections, item or items, so objected to, shall
not take effect unless passed over the governor’s ob-
jection, as hereinbefore provided. (Veto power with-
held from initiated and referred measures: See 7th
Amendment.)

Sec. 13. Vacancy in Appointive Office—When, during
a recess of the legislature, a vacancy shall happen in
any office the appointment to which is vested in the
legislature, or when at any time a vacancy shall have
occurred in any other state office for the filling of
which vacancy no provision is made elsewhere in this
constitution, the governor shall fill such wvacancy by
appointment, which shall expire when a successor shall
have been elected and qualified. (Appointment of of-
ficers: See infra, Art. 13, Sec. 1.)

Sec. 14. Salary—The governor shall receive an an-
nual salary of four thousand dollars, which may be
increased by law, but shall never exceed six thousand
dollars per annum.

Sec. 15. Commissions, How Issued—All commissions
shall issue in the name of the state, shall be signed by
the governor, sealed with the seal of the state, and
attested by the secretary of state.

Sec. 16. Lieutenant Governor, Duties and Salary—
The lieutenant governor shall be presiding officer of
the state senate, and shall discharge such other duties
as may be prescribed by law. He shall receive an
annual salary of one thousand dollars, which may be
increased by the legislature, but shall never exceed
three thousand dollars per annum. (See supra, Art. 2,
Sec. 10; Art. 3, Sec. 10.)

Sec. 17. Secretary of State, Duties and Salary—The
secretary of state shall keep a record of the official
acts of the legislature and the executive department of
the state, and shall, when required, lay the same, and
all matters relative thereto, before either branch of
the legislature, and shall perform such other duties as
shall be assigned him by law. He shall receive an
annual salary of twenty-five hundred dollars, which
may be increased by the legislature, but shall hever
exceed three thousand dollars per annum.

Sec. 18. Seal—There shall be a seal of the state kept
by the secretary of state for official purposes, which
shall be called ‘“The seal of the State of Washington.”
(Seal of the state: See infra, Art. 18, Sec. 1.)

Sec. 19. State Treasurer, Duties and Salary—The
treasurer shall perform such duties as shall be pre-
scribed by law. He shall receive an annual salary of
- two thousand dollars, which may be increased by the
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legislature, but shall never exXceed four thousand
dollars per annum.

Sec. 20. State Auditor, Duties and Salary—The audi-
tor shall be auditor of public accounts, and shall have
such powers and perform such duties in connection
therewith as may be prescribed by law. He shall re-
ceive an annual salary of two thousand dollars, which
may be increased by the legislature, but shall never
exceed three thousand dollars per annum. i

Sec. 21. Attorney General, Duties and Salary—The
attorney general shall be the legal adviser of the state
officers, and shall perform such other duties as may be
prescribed by law. He shall receive an annual salary
of two thousand dollars, which may be increased by
the legislature, but shall never exceed thirty-five hun-
dred dollars per annum.

Sec. 22. Superintendent of Public Instruction, Duties
and Salary—The superintendent of public instruction
shall have supervision over all matters pertaining to
public schools, and shall perform such specific duties as
may be prescrlbed by law. He shall receive an annual
salary of twenty-five hundred dollars, which may be
increased by law, but shall never exceed four thousand
dollars per annum.

Sec. 23. Commissioner of Public Lands—Compensa-
tion—The commissioner of public lands shall perform
such duties and receive such compensation as the leg-
islature may direct.

Sec. 24. Records, Where Kept, Etc.—The governor,
secretary of state, treasurer, auditor, superintendent of
public instruction, commissioner of public lands, and
attorney general shall severally keep the public records,
books, and papers relating to their respective offices at
the seat of government, at which place also the gov-
ernc&r secretary of state, treasurer, and audltor shall
reside.

Sec. 25. Qualifications—No person except a citizen of
the United States and a qualified elector of this state
shall be eligible to hold any state office, and the state.
treasurer shall be ineligible for the term succeeding that
for which he was elected. The compensation for state
officers shall not be increased or diminished during the-
term for which they shall have been elected. The
legislature may, in its discretion, abolish the offices of
the lieutenant-governor, auditor and commissioner  of
public lands.

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ARTICLE IV—THE JUDICIARY

Section 1. Judicial Power, Where Vested—The judicial
power of the state shall be vested in the supreme
court, superior courts, justices of the peace, and such
inferior courts as the legislature may provide.

Sec. 2. Supreme Court—The supreme court shall
consist of five judges, a majority of whom shall be
necessary to form a quorum and pronounce a decision.
The said court shall always be open for the transaction
of business except on nonjudicial days. In the deter-
mination of causes, all decisions of the court shall be
given in writing, and the grounds of the decision shall
be stated. The legislature may increase the number of
judges of the supreme court from time to time, and
may provide for separate departments of said court.

Sec. 3. Election and Terms of Supreme Judges—The
judges of the supreme court shall be elected by the
qualified electors of the state at large, at the general
state election, at' the times and places at which state
officers are elected, unless some other time be provided
by the legislature. The first election of judges of the
supreme court shall be at the election which shall be
held upon the adoption of this constitution, and the
judges elected thereat shall be classified by lot, so that -
two shall hold their office for the term of three years,
two for the term of five years, and one for the term of
seven years. The lot shall be drawn by the judges who
shall for that purpose assemble at the seat of govern-
ment, and they shall cause the result thereof to be
certified to the secretary of state, and filed in his office.
The judge having the shortest term to serve, not hold-
ing his office by appointment or election to fill a va-
cancy, shall be the chief justice, and shall preside at
all sessions of the supreme court, and in case there shall
be two judges having in like manner, the same short
term, the other judges of.the supreme court shall deter-
mine which of them shall be chief justice. In case of
the absence of the chief justice, the judge having in
like manner the shortest or next shortest term to serve
shall preside. After the first election the terms of
.judges elected shall be six years from and after the
second Monday in January next succeeding their elec-
tion. If a vacancy occur in the office of a judge of the
supreme court, the governor shall .agpoint a person
to hold the office until the election and qualification of

a judge to fill the vacancy, which election shall take -

place at the next succeeding general election, and the
Judge so elected shall hold the office for the remainder
of the unexpired term. The term of office of the
judges of the supreme court first elected shall com-
mence as soon as the state shall have been admitted
into the Union, and continue for the term herein pro-
vided, and until their successors are elected and. quali-
fied. The sessions of the supreme court shall be held
]at the seat of government until otherwise provided by
aw.

Sec. 4. Jurisdiction—The supreme court shall have
original jurisdiction in habeas corpus and quo warranto

and mandamus as to all state officers, and appellate jur-
isdiction in all actions and proceedings, excepting that
its appellate jurisdiction shall not extend to civil actions
at law for the recovery of money or personal property
when the original amount in controversy or the wvalue
of the property does not exceed the sum of two hun-
dred dollars, unless the action involves the legality. of
a tax, impost, assessment, toll, municipal fine, or the
validity of a statute. The supreme court shall also
have power to issue writs of mandamus, review, pro-
hibition, habeas corpus, certiorari, and all other writs
necessary and proper to the complete exercise of its
appellate and revisory jurisdiction. Each of the judges
shall have power to issue writs of habeas corpus to
any part of the state upon petition by or on behalf of
any person held in actual custody, and may make such
writs returnable before himself, or before the supreme
court, or before any superior court of the state, or any
judge thereof.

Sec. 5. Superior Court—Election of Judges, Terms of, -
Etc.—There shall be in each of the organized counties
of this state a superior court, for which at least one
judge shall be elected by the qualified electors of the
county at the general state election: Provided, that until
otherwise directed by the legislature one judge only
shall be elected for the counties of Spokane and Stevens;
one judge for the county of Whitman; one judge for
the counties of Lincoln, Okanogan, Douglas, and Adams;
one judge for the counties of Walla Walla and Franklin;
one judge for the counties of Columbia, Garfield, and
Asotin; one judge for the counties of Kittitas, Yakima,
and Klickitat; one judge for the counties of Clark,
Skamania, Pacific, Cowlitz, and Wahkiakum; one judge
for the counties of Thurston, Chehalis, Mason, and
Lewis; one judge for the county of Pierce; one judge
for the county of King; one judge for the counties of
Jefferson, Island, Kitsap, San Juan, and Clallam; and
one judge for the counties of Whatcom, Skagit, and
Snohomish. In any county where there shall be more
than one superior judge, there may be as many ses-
sions of the superior court at the same time as there
are judges thereof, and whenever the governor shall
direct a superior judge to hold court in any county
other than that for which he has been elected, there
may be as many sessions of the superior court in said
county at the same time as there are judges therein or
assigned to duty therein by the governor, and the busi-
ness of the court shall be so distributed and assigned
by law, or, in the absence of legislation therefor, by
such rules and orders of court as shall best promote
and securé the convenient and expeditious transaction
thereof. The judgments, decrees, orders, and proceed-
ings of any session of the superior court held by any
one or more of the judges of such court shall be equally
effectual as if all the judges of said court presided at
such session. The first superior judges elected under
this constitution shall hold their offices for: the period
of three years, and until their successors shall be-
elected and qualified, and thereafter the term of office
of all superior judges in this state shall be for four
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years from the second Monday in January next succeed-
ing their election, and until their successors are elected
and qualified. The first election of judges of the su-
perior court shall be at the election held for the
adoption of this constitution. If a wvacancy occurs in
the office of judge of the superior court, the governor
shall appoint a person to hold the office until the elec-
tion and qualification of a judge to fill the wvacancy,
which election shall be at the next succeeding general
election, and the judge so elected shall hold office for
the remainder of the unexpired term.

Sec. 6. Jurisdiction of Superior Courts—The superior
court shall have original jurisdiction in all cases in
equity and in all cases at law which involve the title
or possession of real property, or the legality of any
tax, impost, assessment, toll, or municipal fine, and in
all other cases in which the demand or the value of the
pr%perty in controversy amounts to one hundred dollars,
and in all criminal cases amounting to felony, and in
all cases of misdemeanor not otherwise provided for
by law; of actions of forcible entry and detainer; of
proceedings in insglvency; of actions to. prevent or
abate a nuisance; of all matters of probate, of divorce,
and for annulment of marriage; and for such special
cases and proceedings as are not otherwise provided
for. The superior court shall also have original juris-
diction in all cases and of all proceedings in which jur-
isdiction shall not have been by law vested exclusively
in some other court; and said court shall have the
power of naturalization and to issue papers therefor.
They shall have such appellate jurisdiction in cases aris-
ing in justices’ and other inferior courts in their re-
spective counties as may be prescribed by law. They
shall always be open, except on nonjudicial days, and
their process shall extend to all parts of the state.
Said courts and their judges shall have power to issue
writs of mandamus, quo warranto, review, certiorari,
prohibition, and writs of habeas corpus, on petition by
or on behalf of any person in actual custody in their
respective counties. Injunctions and writs of prohibi-
tion and of habeas corpus may be issued and served on
legal hclidays and non-judicial days.

Sec. 7. Exchange of Judges—Judge Pro Tempore—
The judge of any superior court may hold a superior
court in any county at the request of the judge of the
superior court thereof, and upon the request of the
governor it shall be his duty to do so. A case in the
superior court may be tried by a judge pro tempore,
who must be a member of the bar, agreed upon in writ-
ing by the parties litigant or their attorneys of record,
approved by the court, and sworn to try the case.

Sec. 8. - Absence of Judicial Officer—Any judicial of-
ficer who shall absent himself from the state for
more than sixty consecutive days shall be deemed
to have forfeited his office: Provided, That in cases
of extreme necessity the governor may extend the
leave of absence such time as the necessity therefor
shall - exist. ' . i

s
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Sec. 9. Removal of Judges, Attorney General, Etc.—
Any judge of any court of record, the attorney general,
or any prosecuting attorney may be removed from
office by joint resolution of the legislature, in which
three-fourths of the members elected to each house
shall concur, for incompetency; corruption, maitea-
sance, or delinquency in office, or other sufficient
cause stated in such resolution. But no removal shall
be made unless the officer complained of shall have
been served with a copy of the charges against him
as the ground of removal, and shall have an oppor-
tunity ot being heard in his defense. Such resolution
shall be entered at length on the journal of both
houses, and on the question of removal the ayes and
nays shall also be entered on the journal.

Sec. 10." Justices of the Peace—The legislature shall
determine the number of justices of the peace to be
elected in incorporated cities or towns and i1n precincts,
and shall prescribe by law the powers, duties and
jurisdiction of justices of the peace: Provided, That
such jurisdiction granted by the legislature shall not
trench upon the jurisdiction of superior or other courts
of record, except that justices of the peace may be
made police justices of incorporated cities and towns.
In incorporated cities or towns having more than five
thousand inhabitants, the justices of the peace shall
receive such salary as may be provided by law, and
shall receive no fees for their own use. (See supra,
Art. 4, Sec. 6.) .

Sec. 11. Courts of Record—The supreme court and
the superior court shall be courts of record, and the
legislature shall have power to provide that any of ithe
courts of this state, excepting justices of the peace,
shall be courts of record.

Sec. 12, Inferior Courts—The legislature shall pre-
scribe by law the jurisdiction and powers of any of the
inferior courts which may be established in pursuance
of this constitution.

Sec. 13. Salaries of Judicial Officers—How Paid, Etc.—
No judicial officer, except court commissioners and un-
salaried justices of the peace, shall receive to his own
use any fees or perquisites of office. The judges of
the supreme court and judges of the superior courts
shall severally, at stated times, during their continu-
ance in office, receive for their services the salaries
prescribed by law therefor, which shall not be in-
creased after their election, nor during the term for.
which they shall have been elected. The salaries of
the judges of the supreme court shall be paid by the
state. One-half of the salary of each of the superior
court judges shall be paid by the state, and the other
one-half by the county or counties for which he is
elected. In cases where a judge is provided for more
than one county, that portion of his salary which is
to be paid by the counties shall be apportioned between .
or among them according to the assessed value of their
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taxable property, to be determined by the assessment

next preceding the time for which such salary is to

be paid.

Sec. 14. Salaries of Supreme and Superior Court
Judges—Each of the judges of the supreme court shall
receive an annual salary of four thousand dollars
($4,000); each of the superior court judges shall re-
ceive an annual salary of three thousand dollars
(%13,000), which said salaries shall be payable quarterly.
The legislature may increase the salaries of the judges
herein provided.

Sec. 15. Ineligibility of Judges—The judges of the
supreme court and the judges of the superior court.
shall be ineligible to any other office or public employ- "
ment than a judicial office or employment during the
term for which they shall have been elected.

Sec. 16. Charging Juries—Judges shall not charge
juries with respect to matters of fact, nor comment
thereon, but shall declare the law.

Sec. 17. Eligibility of Judges—No person shall be
eligible to the office of judge of the supreme court or
judge of a superior court unless he shall have been
admitted to practice in the courts of record of this
state or of the territory of Washington.

Sec. 18. Supreme Court Reporter—The judges .of
the supreme court shall apﬁoint a reporter for the
decisions of that court, who shall be removable at their
gleasure. He shall receive such annual salary as shall

e prescribed by law.

Sec. 19. Judges May Not Practice Law—No judge of
a court of record shall practice law in any court of
this state during his continuance in office.

Sec. 20. Decisions, When to Be Made—Every case
submitted to a judge of a superior court for his deci-
sion shall be decided by him within ninety days from
the submission thereof: Provided, That if within
said period of ninety days a rehearing shall have been
ordered, then the period within which he is to decide
shall commence at the time the cause is submitted
upon such a rehearing.

Sec. 21. Publication of Opinions—The Ilegislature
shall provide for the speedy publication of opinions
of the supreme court, and all opinions shall be free for
publication by any person.

Sec. 22. Clerk of Supreme Court—The judges of the
supreme court shall appoint a clerk of that court, who
shall be removable at their pleasure, but the legisla~
ture may provide for the election of the clerk of the
supreme_ court and prescribe the term of his office.
The clerk of the supreme court shall receive such com-
pensation by salary only as shall be provided by law.

Sec. 23. Court Commissioners—There may be ap-
pointed in each county, by the judge of the superior
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court having jurisdiction therein, one or more court
commissioners, not exceeding three in number, who
shall have authority to perform like duties as a judge
of the superior court at chambers, subject to revision
by said judge, to take depositions and to perform such
other business connected with the administration of
justice as may be prescribed by law.

Sec. 24. Rules for Superior Courts—The judges of
the superior courts shall, from time to time, establish
uniform rules for the governrnent of the superior
courts.

Sec. 25. Reports of Superior Court Judges—Superior
judges shall, on or before the first day of November
in each year, report in writing to the judges of the
supreme court such defects and omissions in the laws
as their experience may suggest, and the judges of the
supreme court shall, on: or before the first day of
January in each year, report in writing to the.gov-
ernor such defects and omissions in the laws as-they
may believé to exist.

Sec. 26. Clerk of the Superior Court—The county
clerk shall be, by virtue ot his office, clerk of the
superior court.

Sec. 27. Style of Process—The style of all process
shall be “The State of Washington,” and all prosecu-
jc%ons shall be conducted in its name and by its author-
ity.

Sec. 28. Oath of Judges—Every judge of the supreme
court, and every judge of a superior court shall, before
entering upon the duties of his office, take and sub-
scribe an oath that he will support the constitution of
the United States and the constitution of the state of
Washington, and will faithfully and impartially discharge
the duties of judge to the best of his ability, which oath
shall be filed in the office of the secretary of state.

ARTICLE V—-IMPEACHMENT

Section 1. Impeachment—Power of and Procedure—
The house of representatives shall have the sole power
of impeachment. The concurrence of a majority of all
the members shall be necessary to an impeachment.
All impeachments shall be tried by the senate, and
when sitting for that purpose, the senators shall be
upon oath or affirmation to do justice according to
law and evidence. When the governor or lieutenant-
governor is on trial, the chief justice of the supreme
court shall preside. No person shall be convicted
Withogt a concurrence of two-thirds of the senators
elected.

Sec. 2. Officers Liable to—The governor and other
state and judicial officers, except judges and justices
of courts not of record, shall ‘be liable to impeachment
for high crimes or misdemeanors, or malfeasance in
office, but judgment in such cases shall extend only to
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removal from office and disqualification to hold any
office of honor, trust, or profit. in the state. The party,
whether convicted or acquitted, shall, nevertheless, be
liable to prosecution, trial, judgment and punishment
according to law.

Sec. 3. Removal from Office—All officers not liable
to impeachment shall be subject to removal ior mis-
conduct or malfeasance in otfice, in such manner as
may be provided by law.

ARTICLE VI—ELECTIONS AND ELECTIVE RIGHTS

Section 1. Qualifications of Electors—All male persons
of the age of twenty-one years or over, possessing the.
following qualifications, shall be entitled to vote at all
elections: They shall be citizens of the United States;
they shall have lived in the state one year, and in the
county ninety days, and in the city, town, ward or
precinct thirty days immediately preceding the elec-
tion at which they offer to vote; they shall be able
to read and speak the English language: Provided,
That Indians not taxed shall never be’allowed the elec-
tive franchise: And further provided, That this
amendment shall not effect [affect] the right of fran-
chise of any person who is now a qualified elector of
this state. 'The legislature shall enact laws defining the
manner of ascertaining the qualifications of wvoters as
to their ability to read and speak the English language,
and providing for punishment of persons voting or
registering in violation of the provisions of this sec-
tion. (This section is amended: See 2d and 5th
Amendments, infra.)

Sec. 2. School Elections—Franchise, How Extended—
The legislature may provide that there shall be no
denial of the elective franchise at any school election
on account of sex.

Sec. 3. Who Disqualified—All idiots, insane persons,
and persons convicted of infamous crime unless re-
stored to their civil rights, are excluded from the
elective franchise.

Sec. 4. Residence, Contingencies Affecting—For the
purpose of voting and eligibility to office, no person
shall be deemed to have gained a residence by reason
of his presence, or lost it by reason of his absence,
while in the civil or military service of the state or of
the United States, nor while a student at any institu-
tion of learning, nor while kept at public expense at
any poorhouse or other asylum, nor while confined in
public prison, nor while engaged in the navigation of
the waters of this state or of the Umted States, or of the
high seas.

Sec. 5. Voter—When Privileged From Arrest—Voters
shall, in all cases except treason, and breach of the
peace, be privileged from arrest during their attendance
at elections and going to and returning therefrom. No
. elector shall be required to do military duty on the
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day of any election except in time. of war or public
danger.

Sec. 6. Ballot—All elections shall be by ballot. The"
legislature shall provide for such method of voting as
will secure to every elector absolute secrecy in pre-
paring and depositing his ballot.

Sec. 7. Registration—The legislature shall enact a
registration law, and shall require a compliance with
such law before any elector shall be allowed to wvote:
Provided, That this provision is not compulsory upon
the legislature, except as to cities and towns having a
population of over five hundred inhabitants. In all
other cases the legislature may or may nhot require
registration as a prerequisite to the right to vote, and
the same system of registration need not be adopted
for both classes.

Sec. 8. Elections, Time of Holdmg—The first election
of county and dlstrlct officers not otherwise provided
for in this constitution, shall be on the Tuesday next
after the fifst Monday in November, eighteen hundred
and ninety, and thereafter all elect1ons for such officers
shall be held biennially on the Tuesday next succeed-
ing the first Monday in November. The first election
of all state officers not otherwise provided for in this
constitution, after the election held for the adoption of
this constitution, shall be on the Tuesday next after the
first Monday in November, eighteen hundred and
ninety-two, and the elections for such state officers
shall be held in every fourth year thereafter on the
Tuesday succeeding the first Monday in November.
(See infra, Art. 27, Sec. 14.)

ARTICLE VII—REVENUE AND TAXATION

Section 1. Annual State Tax—All property in the state
not exempt under the laws of the United States, or
under this constitution, shall be taxed in proportion
to its value, to be ascertained as provided by law. The
legislature shall provide by law for an  annual tax
sufficient, with other sources of revenue, to.defray the
estlmated ordinary expenses of the state for each fiscal
year. And for the purpose of paying the state debt, if.
there be any, the legislature shall provide for levying
a tax annually, sufficient to pay the annual interest and
principal of such debt within twenty years from the
final passage of the law creating the debt. (This section
has tb)een amended and struck out: See 14th Amend-
ment. :

Sec. 2. Taxation—Uniformity and Equality—Exemp-
tion—The legislature shall provide by law a uniform
and equal rate of assessment and taxation on all prop-
erty in the state, according to its value in money, and
shall prescribe such regulation by general law "as.shall
secure a just valuation for taxation of all property,: so
that every person and corporation shall pay a tax in
proportion to the value of his, her, or its property:
Provided, That a deduction of debts from credits may
be authorized:: Provided, further, That the property
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of the United States, and of the state, counties, school
districts, and other municipal corporations, and such

.other property as the legislature may by general laws

provide, shall be exempt from taxation. (This section
1s amended and struck out: See 3d and 14th Amend-
ments, infra.)

Sec. 3. Assessment of Corporate Property—The legis-
lature shall provide by general law for the assessing and
levying of taxes on all corporation property as near as
may be by the same methods as are provided for the
assessing and levying of taxes on individual property.
(This section has been amended and struck out: See
14th ‘Amendment.)

Sec. 4. No Surrender of Power or Suspension of Tax
on Corporate Property—The power to tax corporations
and corporate property shall not be surrendered or
suspended by any contract or grant to which the state
shall be a party. (This section is amended and struck
out: See 14th Amendment.)

Sec. 5. Taxes, How Levied—No tax shall be levied
except in pursuance of law; and every law imposing a
tax shall state distinctly the object of the same, to
which only it shall be applied.

Sec. 6. Taxes, How Paid—All taxes levied and col-
lected for state purposes shall be paid in money only
into the state treasury.

Sec. 7. Annual Statement—An accurate statement of
the receipts and expenditures of the public moneys
shall be published annually in such manner as the
legislature may provide.

Sec. 8. Tax to Cover Deficiencies—Whenever the ex-
penses of any fiscal year shall exceed the income, the
legislature may provide for levying a tax for the en-
suing fiscal year, sufficient, with other sources of in-
come to pay the deficiency, as well as the estimated
expenses of the ensuing fiscal year.

Sec. 9. Special Assessments or Taxation For Local
Improvements—The legislature may vest the corporate
authorities of cities, towns, and villages with power to
make local improvements by special assessment, or by
special taxation of property benefited. For all corporate
purposes, all municipal corporations may be vested with
authority to assess and collect taxes, and such taxes .-
shall be uniform in res%)ect to persons and property
within the jurisdiction of the body levying the same.

ARTICLE VIII—PUBLIC INDEBTEDNESS

Section 1. Limitation of State Debt—The state may,;
to meet casual deficits or failure in revenues or -for
expenses not provided for, contract debts, but such
debts, direct and contingent, singly or in the aggregate,
shall not at any time exceed four hundred thousand
dollars ($400,000), and the moneys arising from the
loans creating such debts shall be applied to the pur-
pose for which they were obtained, or to repay the
debts so contracted, and to no other purpose whatever.
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Sec. 2. Powers Extended in Certain Cases—In ad-
dition to the above limited power to contract debts, the
state may contract debts to repel invasion, suppress in-
surrection, or to defend the state in war, but the
money arising from the contracting of such debts
shall be applied to the purpose for which it was raised,
and no other purpose whatever.

Sec. 3. Special Indebtedness, How Authorized—Except
the debt specified in sections one and two of this
article, no debts shall hereafter be contracted by or
on behalf of this state, unless such debt shall be au-
thorized by law for some single work or object to be
distinctly specified therein, which law shall provide
ways and means, exclusive of loans, for the payment of
the interest on such debt as it falls due, and also to
pay and discharge the principal of such debt within
twenty years from the time of the contracting thereof.
No such law shall take effect, until it shall, at a gen-
eral election, have been submitted to the people and
have received a majority of all the votes cast for and
against it“at such election, and all moneys raised by
authority of such law shall be applied only to the
specific object therein stated, or to the payment of the

ebt thereby created, and such law shall be published
in at least one newspaper in each count%z, if one be
published therein, throughout the state, for three months
next preceding the election at which it is submitted to
the people.

Sec. 4. Moneys Disbursed Only by Appropriations—
No moneys shall ever be paid out of the treasury of
this state, or any of its funds, or any of the funds under
its management, except in pursuance of an appropria-
tion by law; nor unless such payment be made within
two years from the first day of May next after the
passage of such appropriation act, and every such law
making a new appropriation, or continuing or reviving
an appropriation, shall distinctly specify the sum ap-
propriated, and the object to which it is to be applied,
and it shall not be sufficient for such law to refer to
any other law to fix such sum. (This section has been
amended: See 1llth Amendment.)

Sec. 5. Credit Not To Be Loaned—The credit of the .
state shall not, in any manner, be given or loaned to or
in aid of any individual, association, company, or cor-
poration. .

Sec. 6. Limitations Upon Municipal Indebtedness—
No county, city, town, school district, or other mu-
nicipal corporation shall for any purpose become in-
debted in any manner to an amount exceeding one
and one-half per centum of the taxable progerty in
such county, city, town, school district, or other mu-
nicipal corporation, without the assent of three-fifths
of the voters therein voting at an election to be held
for that purpose, nor in cases requiring such assent
shall the total indebtedness at any time exceed five
per centum on the value of the taxable property therein,
to. be ascertained by the last assessment for state and
county purposes previous to the incurring of such in-
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debtedness, except that in incorporated cities the as-
sessment shall be taken from the last assessment for
city purposes: Provided, That no part of the indebted-
ness allowed in this section shall be incurred for any
purpose other than strictly county, city, town, school
district, or other municipal purposes: Provided, further,
That any city or town, with such assent, may be al-
lowed to become indebted to a larger amount but not
exceeding five per centum additional for supplymg
such city or town with water, artificial light, and
sewers, when the works for supplying such water, light,
and sewers shall be owned and controlled by the mu-
nicipality.

Sec. 7. Credit Not To Be Loaned—No county, city,
town, or other municipal corporation shall hereafter give
any money or property, or loan its money or credit, to
or in aid of any individual, association, company, or
corporation, except for the necessary support of the
poor and infirm, or become directly or indirectly the
owner of any stock in or bonds of any association, com-
pany, or corporation.

ARTICLE IX—EDUCATION

Section 1. Preamble—It is the paramount duty of the
state to make ample provision for the education of all
children residing within its borders, without distinction
or preference on account of race, color, caste, or sex.

Sec. 2. Public School System—The legislature shall
provide for a general and uniform system of public
schools. The public school system shall include common
schools, and such high schools, normal schools, and
technical schools as may hereafter be established. But
the entire revenue derived from the common school
fund, and the state tax for common schools, shall be
exlslu?lvely apphed to the support of the common
schools

Sec. 3. Funds for Support of—The principal of the
common school fund shall remain permanent and ir-
reducible. The said fund shall be derived from the
following named sources, to wit: Appropriations and
donations by the state to this fund; donations and be-
quests by individuals to the state or public for common
schools; the proceeds of lands and other propert% which
revert to the state by escheat and forfeiture; the pro-
ceeds of all propertgf granted to the state, ‘when the
purpose of the grant is not specified or is uncertain;
funds accumulated in the treasury of the state for the
disbursement of which provision has not been made by
law; the proceeds of the sale of timber, stone, minerals,
or other property from school and state lands, other
than those granted for specific purposes; all moneys
received from persons appropriating timber, stone,
minerals or other property from school and state lands
other than those granted for specific purposes, and all
moneys other than rental recovered from persons tres-
passing on said lands; five per centum of the proceeds
of the sale of public lands lying within the state which
shall be sold by the United States subsequent to the’
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admission of the state into the Union, as approved by
section thirteen of the act of congress enabling the
admission of the state into the Union; the principal
of all funds arising from the sale of lands and other
property which have been and hereafter may be
granted to the state for the support of the common
schools. The legislature may make further provisions
for enlarging said fund. The interest accruing on said
land, together with all rentals and other revenues de-
rived therefrom, and from lands and other property
devoted to the common school fund, shall be ex-
cllﬁsi\/lely applied to the current use of the common
schools.

Sec. 4. Sectarian Control or Influence Prohibited—
All schools maintained or supported wholly or in part
by the public funds shall be forever free from sectarian
control or influence.

Sec. 5. Loss of Permanent Fund to Become State
Debt—All losses to the permanent common school or
any other .state educational fund which shall be oc-
casioned by defalcation, mismanagement, or fraud of
the agents or officers controlling or managing the same
shall be audited by the proper authorities of the state.
The amount so audited shall be a permanent funded
debt against the state in favor of the particular fund
sustaining such loss, upon which not less than six per
cent annual interest shall be paid. The amount of
liability so created shall not be counted as a part of the
indebtedness authorized and limited elsewhere in this
constitution. (Investment of permanent school fund:
See infra, Art. 16.)

ARTICLE X—MILITIA

Section 1. Who Liable to Military Duty—AIll able-
bodied male citizens of this state between the ages of
eighteen and forty-five years, except such as are
exempt by laws of the United States or by the laws of
this state, shall be liable to military duty.

Sec. 2. Organization—Discipline—Officers—Power to
Call Out—The legislature shall provide by law for
organizing and disciplining the militia in such manner
as it may deem expedient, not.incompatible with the
constitution and laws of the United States. Officers of
the militia shall be elected or appointed in such manner
as the legislature shall from time to time direct, and
shall be commissioned by the governor. The governor
shall have power to call forth the militia to execute
the laws of the state to suppress insurrections and
repel invasions.

Sec. 3. Soldiers” Home—The legislature shall provide
by law for the maintenance of a soldiers’ home for
honorably discharged Union soldiers, sailors, marines
and members of the state militia disabled while in the
litm% of duty, and who are bona fide citizens of the
state., - : e

Sec. 4. Public Arms—The legislature. shall provide by

law for the protection and safekeeping of the public
arms.

Sec. 5. Privilege From Arrest—The militia shall, in
all cases, except treason, felony and breach of the
peace, be privileged from arrest during the attendance
at musters and elections of officers, and in going to
and returning from the same.

Sec. 6. Exemption From Military Duty—No person or
persons having conscientious scruples against bearing
arms shall be compelled to do militia duty in time of
peace: Provided, Such person or persons shall pay an
equivalent for such exemption.

ARTICLE XI—COUNTY,; CITY AND TOWNSHIP
ORGANIZATION

Section 1. Existing Counties Recognized—The several
counties of the territory of Washington existing at the
time of the adoption of this constitution are hereby
recognized as legal subdivisions of this state.

Sec. 2. County Seats—Location and Removal—No
county seat shall be removed unless three-fifths of the
qualified electors of the county voting on the propo-
sition at a general election shall vote in favor of
such removal, and three-fifths of all votes cast on the
proposition shall be required to relocate a county seat.
A proposition of removal shall not be resubmitted in
the same county more than once in four years.

Sec. 3. New Counties—No new counties shall be
established which shall reduce any county to a popu-
lation less than four thousand, nor shall a new county
be formed containing a less population than two
thousand. There shall be no territory stricken from
any county unless a majority of the voters living in
such territory shall petition therefor, and then only
under such other conditions as may be prescribed by a
general law applicable to the whole state. Every
county which shall be enlarged or created from ter-
ritory taken from any other county or counties shall
be liable for a just proportion of the existing debts and
liabilities of the county or counties from which such
territory shall be taken: Provided, That in such ac-
counting neither county shall be charged with any
debt or liability then existing, incurred in the purchase
of any county property or in the purchase or con-
struction of any county buildings then in use or under
construction which shall fall within and be retained by
the county: Provided, further, That this shall not be
construed to affect the rights of creditors.

Sec. 4. County Government and Township Organiza-
tion—The legislature shall establish a system of county
government, which shall be uniform throughout the
state, and by general laws shall provide for township
organization, under which any county may organize
.whenever a majority of the qualified electors of such
county voting at a general election shall so determine;
and whenever a county shall adopt township organiza- -
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tion the assessment and collection of the revenue shall
be made, and the business of such county and the
local affairs of the several townships therein, shall be
managed and transacted in the manner prescribed by
such general law.

Sec. 5. Election and Compensation of County Officers
—The legislature, by general and uniform laws, shall
provide for the election in the several counties of
boards of county commissioners, sheriffs, county clerks,
treasurers, prosecuting attorneys, and other county,
townshlp, or precinct and district officers, as public
convenience may require, and shall prescribe their
duties and fix their term of office. It shall regulate
the compensation of all such officers, in proportion to
their duties, and for that purpose may classify the
counties by population. And it shall provide for the
strict accountability of such officers for all fees which
may be collected by them, and for all public moneys
which may be paid to them, or officially come into their
possession. (This section has been amended: See 12th
Amendment.)

Sec. 6. Vacancies In County, Etc., Offices, How Filled
—The board of county commissioners in-each county
shall fill all vacancies occurring in any county,. town-
ship, precinct, or road district office of such county by
appointment, and officers thus appointed shall hold
office till the next general election, and until thelr
successors are elected and qualified.

Sec. 7. Tenure of Office Limited to Two Terms—No
county. officer shall be eligible to hold his office more
than two terms in succession.

Sec. 8. Salaries and Limitations Affecting—The legis-
lature shall fix the compensation by salaries of all
county officers, and of constables in cities having a

%ulatlon of five thousand and upwards, except that

lic administrators, surveyors, and coroners may or
may not be salaried officers.” The salary of any county,
city, town, or municipal officers shall not be increased
or diminished after his election or during his term of
office, nor shall the term of any such officer be extended
beyond the period for which he is elected or appointed.

Sec. 9. State Taxes Not to Be Released or Commuted
—No county, nor the inhabitants thereof, nor the
propert¥1 therein, shall be released or discharged from
its or their proportionate share of taxes to be levied
for state purposes, nor shall commutation for such taxes
be authorized in any form whatever.

Sec. 10. Incorporation of Municipalities—Corporations
for municipal pur}foses shall not be created bf] special
laws: but the legislature, by general laws, shall provide
for the incorporation, organization, and classification,
in proportion to population, of cities and towns, which
laws may be altered, amended, or repealed. Cities and
towns heretofore organized or incorporated may become
organized under such general laws whenever a majority
of the electors voting at a -general election shall so
determine, - and shall organize in- conformity there-
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with; and cities or towns heretofore or hereafter or-
ganized and all charters thereof framed or adopted by
authority of this constitution shall be subject to and
controlled by general laws. Any city containing a
population of twenty thousand inhabitants or more shall
be permitted to frame a charter for its own government
consistent with and subject to the constitution and
laws of this state, and for such purpose the legislative
authority of such city may cause an election to be
had, at which election there shall be chosen by the
qualified electors of said city fifteen freeholders thereof,
who shall have been residents of said city for a period
of at least two years preceding their election, and
qualified electors, whose duty it shall be to convene
within ten days after their election, and prepare and
propose a charter for such city. Such proposed charter
shall be submitted to the qualified electors of said city,
and if a majority of such qualified electors voting there-
on ratify. the same, it shall become the charter of said,
city, and shall become the organic law thereof, and
supersede any existing charter, including amendments
thereto, and all special laws inconsistent with such
charter. Said proposed charter shall be published in
two daily newspapers published in said city for at least
thirty days prior to the day of submitting the same to
the electors for their approval, as above provided. All
elections in this section authorized shall only be had
upon notice, which notice shall specify the object of
calling such election, and shall be given for at least ten
days before the day of election in all electign districts
of said city. Said elections may be general or special
elections, and, except as herein provided, shall be
governed by the law regulating and controlling general
or special elections in said city. Such charter may be
amended by proposals therefor submitted by the legis-
lative authority of such city to the electors thereof at
any general election, after notice of said submission
published as above specified, and ratified by a majority
of the qualified electors voting thereon. In submitting
any such charter or amendment thereto, any alternate .
article or proposition may be presented for the choice
of the voters, and may be voted on separately without
prejudice to others. (Authority to incur and limit of
indebtedness; See supra, Art. 8, Sec. 3.)

Sec. 11. Police and Sanitary Regulations—Any county,
city, town or township, may make and enforce within
its limits all such local, police, sanitary, and other
regulations as are not in conflict with general laws.

Sec. 12. Assessment and Collection of Taxes In
Municipalities—The legislature shall have no power to
impose taxes upon counties, cities, towns, or other
municipal corporations, or upon the inhabitants or
property thereof, for county, city, town, or other mu-
nicipal purposes, but may by general laws vest in the
corporate authorities thereof the power to assess and
collect taxes for such purposes.

Sec; 13. Private Property, When May Be Taken for
Public Debt—Private property shall not be taken or sold
for the payment of the corporate debt of any public or.’
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municipal corporation, except in the mode provided by
law for the levy and collection of taxes.

Sec. 14. Private Use of Public Funds Prohibited—The
making of profit out of county, city, town, or other
public money, or using the same for any purpose not
authorized by law, by any officer having the possession
or control thereof, shall be a felony, and shall be prose-
cuted and punished as prescribed by law.

Sec. 15. Deposit of Public Funds—All moneys, assess-
ments, and taxes belonging to or collected for the use
of any county, city, town, or other public or municipal
corporation, coming into the hands of any officer there-
of, shall immediately be deposited with the treasurer,
or other legal depositary, to the credit of such city,
town, or other corporation respectively, for the benefit
of the funds to which they belong.

ARTICLE XII—CORPORATIONS OTHER THAN
MUNICIPAL

Section 1. Corporations, How Formed—Corporations
may be formed under general laws, but shall not be
created by special acts. All laws relating to corpora-
tions may be altered, amended, or repealed by the legis-
lature at any time, and all corporations doing business
in this state may, as_to such business; be regulated,
limited, or restrained by law.

Sec. 2. Existing Chartqrs—A]l existing charters, fran-
chises, special or exclusive privileges, under which an
actual and bona fide organization shall not have taken
place, and business been commenced in good faith, at
the time of the adoption of this constitution, shall
thereafter have no validity.

Sec. 3. Existing Charters Not to Be Extended Nor
Forfeiture Remitted—The legislature shall not extend
any franchise or charter, nor remit the forfeiture of
any franchise or charter of any corporation now exist-
irtlg13 or which shall hereafter exist under the laws of this
state.

Sec. 4. Liability of Stockholders—Each stockholder in
all incorporated companies, except corporations organ-
ized for banking or insurance purposes, shall be liable
for the debts of the corporation to the amount of his
unpaid stock, and no more, and one or more stock-
holders may be joined as parties defendant in suits to
recover upon this liability.

Sec. 5. 'Term ‘“Corporation,” Defined—Right to Sue
and Be Sued—The term ‘‘corporations,” as used in this
article shall be construed to include all associations and
joint stock companies having any powers or privileges
of corporations not possessed by individuals or partner-
ships, and all corporations shall have the right to sue
and shall be subject to be sued in all courts in like
cases as natural persons.

Sec. 6. Limitations Upon Issuance of Stock—Corpora-
tions shall not issue stock, except to bona fide sub-
—5 .
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scribers therefor, or their assignees; nor shall any cor-
poration issue any bond or other obligation for the
payment of money, except for money or property re-
ceived or labor done. The stock of corporations shall
not be increased, except in pursuance of a general law,
nor shall any law authorize the increase of stock, with-
out the consent of the person or persons holding the
larger amount in value of the stock, nor without due
notice of the proposed increase having been previously
iven in such manner as may be prescribed by law.

11 ﬁctltlous increase of stock or indebtedness shall be
void

Sec. 7. Foreign Corporations—No corporation organ-
ized outside the limits of this state shall be allowed to
transact business within the state on more favorable
conditions than are prescribed by law to similar cor-
porations organized under the laws of this state.

Sec. 8. Alienation of Franchise Not to Release Lia~-
bilities—No corporations shall lease or alienate any
franchise, so as to relieve the franchise, or property
held thereunder, from the liabilities of the lessor . or
grantor, lessee or grantee, contracted or incurred in
the operation, use, or enjoyment of such franchise or
any of its privileges.

Sec. 9. State Not to Loan Its Credit or Subscribe for -
Stock—The state shall not in any manner loan its credit,
nor shall it subscribe to or be interested in the stock
of any company, association or corporation.

Sec. 10. Eminent Domain Affecting—The exercise of
the right of eminent domain shall never be so abridged
or construed as to prevent the legislature from taking
the pro ert%z and franchises of incorporated companies,
and subjecting them to public use the same as the
property of individuals.

Sec. 11. Prohibition Against Issuance of Money and
Liability of Stockholders in Banks—No corporation, as-
sociation, or individual shall issue or put in circulaticn
as money anything but the lawful money of the United
States. Each stockholder of any banking or insurance
corporation or joint stock association shall be individ-
ually and personally liable equally and ratably, and nhot
one for another, for all contracts, debts, and engage-
ments of such corporation or association accruing while
they remain such stockholders, to the extent of the
amount of their stock therein at the part value thereof,
in addition to the amount invested in such shares.

Sec. 12. Receiving Deposits by Bank After Insolvency
-Any president, director, manager, cashier, or other .
officer of any banking institution who shall receive
or assent to the recepticn of deposits after he shall
have knowledge of the fact that such banking institu-
tion is insolvent or in failing circumstances, shall be
individually responsible for such deposits 80 received.

Sec. 13. Common Carriers, Regulation of—All rail- .
road, canal, and other transportation companies are’
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declared to be common carriers, and subject to legis-
lative control. Any association or corporation organized
for the purpose, under the laws of this state, shall have
the right to connect at the state line with railroads of
other states. Every railroad company shall have the
right with its road, whether the same is now constructed
or may hereafter be constructed, to intersect, cross, or
connect with any other railroad, and when such rail-
roads are of the same or similar gauge they shall, at
all crossings and at all points where a railroad shall be-~
gin or terminate at or near any other railroad, form
proper connections so that the cars at any such railroad
companies may be speedily transferred from one rail-
road to another. All railroad companies shall receive
and - transport each of the other’s passengers, tonnage,
and cars, without delay or discrimination.

Sec. 14. Prohibition Against Combinations by Car-
riers—No railroad company or other common carrier
shall combine or make any contract with the owners
of any vessel that leaves port or makes port in this
state, or with any common carrier, by which combina-
tion or contract the earnings of one doing the carrying
are to be shared by the other not doing the carrying.

Sec. 15. Prohibition Against Discriminating Charges—
No discrimination in charges or facilities for transpor-
tation shall be made by any railroad or other trans-
portation company between places or persons, or in the
facilities for the transportation of the same classes of
freight or passengers within this_state, or coming from
or going to any other state. Persons and property
transported over any railroad, or by any other trans-
portation company, or individual, shall be delivered
at any station, landing, or port at charges not exceed-
ing the charges for the transportation of persons and
property of the same class, in the same direction, to
any more distant station, port, or landing. Excursion
and commutation tickets may be issued at special rates.
(See infra, Sec. 21.)

Sec. 16. Prohibition Against Consolidation of Com-
peting Lines—No railroad corporation shall consolidate
its stock, property, or franchises with any other railroad
corporatlon owning a competing line.

Sec. 17. Rolling Stock, Personalty for Purposes of
Taxation—The rolling stock and other movable prop-
erty belonging to any railroad company or corporation
in this state shall be considered personal property,
and shall be liable to taxation and to execution and
sale in the same manner as the personal property of
individuals, and such property shall not be exempted
from execution and sale.

Sec. 18. Maximum Rates tor Transportation—The
legislature shall pass laws establishing reasonable maxi=-
mum rates of charges for ‘the .transportation of passen-
gers and freight, and to correct abuses and to prevent
discrimination and extortion in the rates of freight and
passenger tariffs on the different railroads and other
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common carriers in the state, and shall enforce such
laws by adequate penalties. A railroad and transpor-
tation commission may be established, and its powers
and duties fully defined by law.

Sec. 19. Telegraph and Telephone Companies—Any
association or corporation, or the lessees or managers
thereof, organized for the purpose, or any individual,
shall have the right to construct and maintain lines of
telegraph and telephone within this state, and said
companies shall receive and transmit each other’s mes-
sages without delay or discrimination, and all of such
companies are hereby declared to be common carriers
and subject to legislative control. Railroad corpora-
tions organized or doing business in this state shall
allow telegraph and telephone corporations and com-
panies to construct and maintain telegraph lines on and
along the rights of way of such railroads and railroad
companies, and no railroad corporation organized or
doing business in this state shall allow any telegraph
corporation or company any facilities, privileges, or
rates for transportation of men or material or for re-
pairing their lines not allowed to all telegraph com-
panies. The right of eminent domain is hereby ex-
tended to all telegraph and telephone companies. The
legislature shall, by general law of uniform operation,
provide reasonable regulations to give effect to this.
section. (Eminent domain. See supra, Art. 1, Sec. 16.)

Sec. 20. - Prohibition Against Free Transportation for
Public Officers—No railroad or other transportation
company shall grant free passes, or sell tickets or passes
at a discount, other than as sold to the public gener-
ally, to any member of the Ilegislature, or to any
person holding any public office within this state. The
leﬁgisltature shall pass laws to carry this provision into
effect.

Sec. 21. Express Companies—Railroad companies, now
o1’ hereafter organized or doing business in this state
shall allow all express companies organized or doing
business in this state transvortation over all lines of
railroad owned or operated by such railroad companies
upon equal terms with any other express company;
and no railroad corporation organized or doing business
in this state shall allow any express corporation or
company any facilities, privileges, or rates for trans-
portation of men or materials or property carried by
them, or for doing the business of such express com-
panies, not allowed to all express companies. (See
supra, Sec. 15.)

Sec. 22. Monopolies and Trusts—Monopolies and
trusts shall never be allowed in this state, and no
incorporated company, copartnership, or association
of persons in this state shall directly or indirectly
combine or make any contract with any other in-
corporated company, foreign or domestic, through
their stockholders, or the trustees, or assignees of
such stockholders, or with any copartnership or asso-
ciation - of persons, or in any manner whatever,. for
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the purpose of fixing the price or limiting the produc-
tion: or regulating the transportation of any product
or commodity. The legislature shall pass laws for the
enforcement of this section by adequate penalties, and
in case of incorporated companies, if necessary for that
purpose, may declare a forfeiture of their franchise.

ARTICLE XIII—STATE INSTITUTIONS

Section 1. Educational, Reformatory and Penal In-
stitutions—Educational, reformatory, and penal institu-
tions, those for the benefit of blind, deaf, dumb, or
otherwise defective youth, for the insane or idiotic, and
such other institutions as the public good may require,
shall be fostered and supported by the state, subject
to such regulations as may be provided by law. The %
regents, trustees, or commissioners of all such institu-
tions existing at the time of the adoption of this con-
stitution, and of such as shall thereafter be established
by law shall be appointed by the governor, by and with
the advice and consent of the senate; and upon all
nominations made by the governor, the question shall
be taken by ayes and noes, and entered upon the
journal.

ARTICLE XIV—SEAT OF GOVERNMENT

Section 1. State Capital, Location. of—The legislature
shall have no power to change or to locate the seat of
government of this state; but the question of the per- -
manent location of the seat of government of the state
shall be submitted to the qualified electors of the terri-
tory, at the election to be held for the adoption of this
constitution. A majority of all the votes cast at said
election, upon said question, shall be necessary to deter-
mine the permanent locatlon of the seat of government
for. the state; and no place shall ever be the seat of
government which shali not receive a majority of the
votes cast on that matter. In case there shall be no
choice of location at said first election, the legislature
shall, at its first regular session after the adoption of
this constitution, provide for submitting to the qualified
electors of the state, at the next succeeding general
election, thereafter, the question of choice or location
between the three places for which the highest number
of votes shall have been cast at the said first election.
Said legislature shall provide further, that in case there
shall be no choice of location at said second election, the
question of choice between the two places for which
the highest number of votes shall have been cast shall
be submitted in like manner to the qualified electors of
the state at the next ensuing general election: Provided,
that until the seat of government shall have been perma-
nently located as herein provided the temporary loca-
tion shall remain at the city of Olympia.

Sec. 2. Change of State Capital—When the seat of
government shall have been located as herein provided,
the location thereof shall not thereafter be changed
except by a vote of two-thirds of all the qualified elec-
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tors of the state voting on that question, at a general
election, at which the question of location of the seat
of government shall have been submitted by the legis-

lature.

Sec. 3. Restrictions on Appropriations for Capitol
Buildings—The legislature shall make no appropriations
or expenditures for capitol buildings or grounds, ex-
cept to keep the territorial capitol buildings and
grounds in repair, and for making all necessary addi-
tions thereto, until the seat of government shall have
been permanently located, and the public buildings are
erected at the permanent capital in pursuance ot iaw.

ARTICLE XV—HARBORS AND TIDE WATERS

Section 1. Harbor Line Commission and Restraint on
Disposition of Certain Tide Lands—The legislature shall
provide for the appointment of a commission whose
duty it shall be to locate and establish harbor lines in
the navigable waters of all harbors, estuaries, bays,
and inlets of this state, wherever such navigable waters
lie within or in front of the corporate limits of any city,
or within one mile thereof on either side. The state
shall never give, sell, or lease to any private person,
corporation, or assoclation any rights whatever in the
waters beyond such harbor lines, nor shall any of the
area lying between any harbor line and the line of
ordinary high tide, and within not less than fifty Jfeet
nor more than six hundred feet of such harbor line (as
the commission shall determine) be sold or granted by
the state, nor its rights to control the same relinquished,
but such area shall be forever reserved for landings,
wharves, streets, and other conveniences of navigation
and commerce. (Tide lands: See infra, Art. 17.)

Sec. 2. Leasing and Maintenance of Wharves, Docks,
Etc.—The legislature shall provide general laws for the
leasing of tnhe right to build and maintain wharves,
docks, and other structures, upon the areas mentioned
in section one of this article, but no lease shall be made.
for any term longer than thirty years, or the legisla-
ture may provide by general laws for the building and
maintaining upon sueh area wharves, docks, and other
structures.

Sec. 3. Extension of Streets Over Tide Lands—Munici-
pal corporations shall have the right to extend their
streets over intervening tide lands to and across the
area reserved as herein provided.

ARTICLE XVI—SCHOOL AND GRANTED LANDS

Section 1. Disposition of—All the public lands granted
to the state are held in trust for all the people, and.
none of such lands, nor any estate or interest therein,
shall ever be disposed of unless the full market value
of the estate or interests disposed of, to be ascertained
in such manner as may be provided by law, be paid or
safely secured to the state; nor shall any lands which
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the state holds by grant from the United States (in any
case in which the manner of disposal and minimum
price are so prescribed) be disposed of except in the
manner and for at least the price prescribed in the
grant thereof, without the consent of the United States.

Sec. 2. Manner and Terms of Sale—None of the lands
granted to the state for educational purposes shail be
sold otherwise thHan at public auction to the highest
bidder; and the value thereof, less the improvements,
shall, before any sale, be appraised by a board of ap-
praisers, to be provided by law, the terms of payment
also to be prescribed by law, and no sale shall be valid
unless the sum bid be equal to the appraised value of
said land. In estimating the value of such lands for
disposal, the value of improvements thereon shall be
excluded: Provided, that the sale of all school and
university land heretofore made by the commissioners
of any county or the university commissioners, when
the purchase price has been paid in good faith, may be
confirmed by the legislature.

Sec. 3. Limitations on Sales—No more than ene-
fourth of the land granted to the state for educational
purposes shall be sold prior to January first, eighteen
hundred and ninety-five, and not more than one-half
prior to January first, nineteen hundred and five: Pro-
vided, that nothing herein shall be so construed as to
prevent the state from selling the timber er stone eff
of any of the state lands in such manner and on such
terms as may be prescribed by law: And provided fur-
ther, that no sale of timber lands shall be valid unless
the full value of such lands is paid or secured to the
state.

Sec. 4. How Much May Be Offered in Certain Cases—
Platting of—INNo more than one hundred and sixty acres
of any granted lands of the state shall be offered for
sale in one parcel, and all lands within the limits of any
incorporated city, or within two miles of the boundary
of any incorporated city, where the valuation of such
lands shall be found by appraisement to exceed one
hundred dollars per acre shall, before the same be sold,
be platted into 1ots and blocks of not more than tive
acres in a block, and not more than one block shall be
offered for sale in one parcel.

Sec. 5. Investment of Permanent School Fund—None
of the permanent school fund shall ever be loaned to
private persons or corporations, but it may be invested
in national, state, county, or municipal bonds. (This.
section is amended: See 1st Amendment, infra.)

ARTICLE XVII—TIDE LANDS

Section 1. Declaration of State Ownership—The State
of Washington asserts its ownership to the beds and-
shores of all navigable waters in the. state up to and:
including the line of ordinary high tide in waters where-
the tide ebbs and flows, and up to and including :the:
line of ordinary high water within the banks of all
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navigable rivers and lakes: Provided, that this section
shall not be construed so as to debar any person irom
asserting his claim to vested rights in the courts of the
state. (Harbors and Tide Waters. See supra, Art. 15.)

Sec. 2. Disclaimer of Certain Lands—The State of
Washington disclaims all title in and claim to all tide,
swamp, and overflowed lands patented by the United
States: Provided, the same is not impeached for fraud.

ARTICLE XVIII—-STATE SEAL

Section 1. Seal of the State—The seal of the State of
Washington shall be a seal encircled with the words,
“The seal of the State of Washington,” with the vig-
nette of General George Washington as the central
figure, and beneath the vignette the figures ‘1889.”

ARTICLE XIX—EXEMPTIONS

Section 1. Exemptions—Homesteads, Etc.—The legis-
lature shall protect by law from forced sale a certain
ﬁortion of the homestead and other property of all

eads of families.

ARTICLE XX—PUBLIC HEALTH AND VITAL
STATISTICS ’

Section 1. Beard of Health and Bureau of Vital
Statistics—There shall be established by law a state
board of health and a bureau of vital statistics in con-
nection therewith, with such powers as the legislature
may direct.

Sec. 2. Regulations Concerning Medicine, Surgery and
Pharmacy—The legislature shall enact laws to regulate
the practice of medicine and surgery, and the  sale of
drugs and medicines.

ARTICLE XXI—WATER 'AND WATER RIGHTS

Section 1. Public Use of Water—The use of the waters
of ‘this state for irrigation, mining, and manufacturing.
purposes shall be deemed a public use.

ARTICLE XXII—LEGISLATIVE APPORTIONMENTS

Section 1. Senatorial Apportionment—Until otherwise
provided by law, the state shall be divided into twenty-
four senatorial districts, and'said districts shall be con-
stituted and numbered as follows: The counties of
Stevens and Spokane shall constitute the first district,
and be entitled to one senator; the county of Spokane
shall constitute the second district, and be ent:itled to
three senators; the county of Lincoln shall constitute.
the third district, and be entitled to one senator; the
counties of Okanogan, Lincoln, Adams, and Franklin
shall constitute the fourth district, and be entitled to
.one senator: the county of Whitman shall constitute
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the fifth district, and be entitled to three senators; the
counties of Garfield and Asotin shall constitute the sixth
district, and be entitled to one senator; the county of
Columbia shall constitute the seventh district, and be
entitled to one senator; the county of Walla Walla shall
constitute the eighth district, and be entitled to two
senators; the counties of Yakima and Douglas shall con-
stitute the ninth district and be entitled to one senator;
the county o:r Kittitas shaiu constitute the tentn district,
and be entitled to one senator; the counties of Klickitat
and Skamania shall constitute the eleventh district, and
be entitled to one senator; the county of Clarke shall
constitute the twelfth district, and be entitled to one
senator; the county of Cowlitz shall constitute the thir-
teenth district, and be entitled to one senator; the
county or Lewis shall constitute the fourteenth dis-
trict, and be entitled to one senator; the counties of
Pacific and Wahkiakum shall constitute the fifteenth
district, and be entitled to one senator; the county of
Thurston shall constitute the sixteenth district, and be
entitled to one senator; the county of Chehalis shall
constitute the seventeenth district, and be entitled to
one senator; the county of Pierce shall constitute the
eighteenth district, and be entitled to three senators;
the county of King shall constitute the nineteenth dis-
trict, and be entitied to five senators; the count.es of
Mason and Kitsap shall constitute the twentieth district,
and be entitled to one senator; the counties of Jefferson,
Clallam, and San Juan shall constitute the twenty-first
district, and be entitied to one senator; the county of
Snohomish shall constitute the twenty-second district,
and shall be entitled to one senator; the counties of
Skagit and Island shall constitute the twenty-third dis-
trict, and be entitled to one senator; the county of
Whatcom shall constitute the twenty-fourth district,
and be entitled to one senator.

Sec. 2. Apportionment of Representatives — Until
otherwise provided by law, the representatives shall
be divided among the several counties of the state in
the following manner: The county of Adams shall have
one representative; the county of Asotin shall have one
representative; the county oi Chehalis shall have two
representatives; the county of Clarke shall have three
representatives; the county of Clallam shall have one
representative; the county of Columbia shall have two
representatives; the county of Cowlitz shall have one
representative; the county oif Douglas shall have one
representative; the county of Franklin shall have one
representative; the county of Garfield shall have one
representative; the county of Island shall have one
represenative; the county of Jefferson shall have two
representatives; the county of King shail have eight
representatives; the county of Klickitat shall have two
representatives; the county of Kittitas shall have two
representatives; the county of Kitsap shall have one
representative; the county of Lewis shall have two
representatives; the county of Lincoln shall have two
representatives; the county of Mason shall have one
representative; the county of Okanogan shall have one
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representative; the county of Pacific shall have one
representative; the county of Pierce shall have six rep-
resentatives; the county of San Juan shall have one rep-
resentative; the county of Skamania shall have one rep-
resentative; the county of Snohomish shall have two
representatives; the county of Skagit shall have two
representatives; the county of Spokane shall have six
representatives; the county of Stevens shall have one
representative; the county of Thurston shall have two
representatives; the county of Walla Walla shall have
three representatives; the county of Wahkiakum shall
have one representative; the county of Whatcom shall
have two representatives; the county of Whitman shall
have five representatives; the county of Yakima shall
have one representative.

ARTICLE XXIII-—AMENDMENTS

Section 1. How Made—Any amendment or amend-
ments to this constitution may be proposed in either
branch of the legislature; and if the same shall be
agreed to by two-thirds of the members elected to each
of the two houses, such proposed amendment or amend-
ments shall be entered on their journals, with the ayes
and noes thereon, and be submitted to the qualified
electors of the state for their approval, at the next
general election; and if the people approve and ratify
such amendment or amendments, by a majority of the
electors voting thereon, the same shall become part of
this constitution, and proclamation thereof shall be
made by the governor: Provided. that if more than one
amendment be submitted, they shall be submitted in
such a manner that the people may vote for or against
such [each] amendment separately. The legislature
shall also cause the amendments that are to be sub-
mitted to the people to be published for at least three
months next preceding the election, in some weekly
newspaper, in every county where a newspaper is pub-
lished throughout the state.

Sec. 2. Constitutional Conventions—Whenever two-
thirds of the members elected to each branch of the
legislature shall deem it necessary to call a convention
to revise or amend this constitution, they shall recom-
mend to the electors to vote at the next general elec-
tion for or against a convention; and if a majority of
all the electors voting at said election shall have voted
for a convention, the legislature shall at the next ses-
sion provide by law for calling the same; and such con-
vention shall consist of a number of members, not less
%han that of the most numerous branch of the legisla-
ure.

Sec. 3. Submission to the People—Any constitution
adopted by such convention shall have no validity
un1;i11 it has been submitted to and adopted by the
people.
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ARTICLE XXIV—BOUNDARIES

Section 1. State Boundaries—The boundaries of the
State of Washington shall be as follows: Beginning at
a point in the Pacific ocean one marine league due west
of and opposite the middle of the mouth of the north
ship channel of the Columbia river; thence running
easterly to and up the middle channel of said river
and where it is divided by islands up the middle of the
widest channel thereof to where the forty-sixth parallel
or north latitude crosses said river, near the mouth of
the Walla Walla river; thence east on said forty-sixth
parallel of latitude to the middle of the main channel
of the Shoshone or Snake river; thence follow down the
middle of the main channel of Snake river to a point
opposite the mouth of the Kooskooskia or Clear Water
river; thence due north to the forty-ninth parallel of
north latitude; thence west along said forty-ninth
parailel of north_latitude to the middle of the channel
which separates Vancouver’s island from the continent,
that is to say to a point in longitude one hundred and
twenty-three degrees, nineteen minutes, and fifteen sec-
onds west; thence following the boundary line between
the United States and British possessions through the
channel which separates Vancouver’s island from the
continent to the termination of the boundary line be-
tween the United States and British possessions at a
point in the Racific ocean equidistant between Bonnilla
Eomt on Vancouver’s island, and Tatoosh island light-

ouse; thence running in a southerly course and parallel
with the coast line, keeping one marine league oft shore,
to place of beginning.

ARTICLE XXV—JURISDICTION

Section 1. Authority of the United States—The con-
sent of the State of Washington is hereby given to the
exercise by the Congress of the United States or exclu-
sive legislation in all cases whatsoever over such tract
or parcels of land as are now held or reserved by the
government of the United States for the purpose of
erecting or maintaining thereon forts, magazines, ar-
senals, dockyards, lighthouses, and other needful build-
ings, in accordance with the provisions of the seven-
teenth paragraph of the eighth section of the first ar-
ticle of the constitution of the United States: Provided,
that a sufficient description by metes and bounds, and
an accurate plat or map of each such tract or parcel
of land be filed in the proper office of record in the
county in which the same is situated, together with
copies of the orders, deeds, patents, or other evidences
in writing of the title of the United States: And pro-
vided, that all civil process issued from the courts of
this state, and such criminal process as may issue under
the authority of this state, against any person charged
with crime in cases arising outside of such reservations,
may be served and executed thereon in the same mode
and manner and by the same officers as if the consent
herein given had not been made.
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ARTICLE XXVI—COMPACT WITH THE
UNITED STATES

The following ordinance shall be irrevocable without
t?et consent of the United States and the people of this
state:

First. That perfect toleration of religious sentiment
shall be secured, and that no inhabitant of this state
shall ever be molested in person or property on account
of his or her mode of religious worship.

Second. That the people inhabiting this state do
agree and declare that they forever disclaim all right
and title to the unappropriated public lands lying
within the boundaries of this state, and to all lands
lying within said limits owned or held by any Indian
or Indian tribes; and that until the title thereto shall
have been extinguished by the United States, the same
shall be and remain subject to the disposition of the
United States and said Indian lands shall remain under
the absolute jurisdiction and control of the Congress
of the United States, and that the lands belonging to
citizens of the United States residing without the limits
of this state shall never be taxed at a higher rate than
the lands belonging to residents thereof, and that no
taxes shall be imposed by the state on lands or prop-
erty therein belonging to or which may be hereafter
purchased by the United States or reserved for use:
Provided, that nothing in this ordinance shall preclude
the state from taxing, as other lands are taxed, any
lands owned or held by any Indian who has severed
his tribal relations, and has obtained from the United
States or from any person a title thereto by patent or
other grant, save and except such lands as have been
or may be granted to any Indian or Indians under any
act of congress containing a provision exempting the
lands thus granted from taxation, which exemption
shall continue so long and to such an extent as such
act of congress may prescribe.

Third. The debts and liabilities of the territory of
Washington, and payment of the same, are hereby as-
sumed by this state.

Fourth. Provision shall be made for the establish-
ment and maintenance of systems of public schools
free from sectarian control, which shall be open to all
the children of said state.

ARTICLE XXVII--SCHEDULE

In order that no inconvenience may arise by reason
of a change from a territorial to a state government, it
is hereby declared and ordained as follows:

Sec. 1. Existing Rights, Actions and Contracts Saved
—No existing rights, actions, suits, proceedings, con-
tracts, or claims shall be affected by a change in the
form of government, but all shall continue as if no
such change had taken place; and all process which
may have been issued under the authority of the ter-
ritory of Washington previous to its admission into the
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Union shall be as valid as if issued in the narﬁe of the
state.

Sec. 2. Laws in Force Continued—All laws now in
force in the territory of Washington which are not
repugnant to this constitution shall remain in force
until they expire by their own limitation, or are altered
or repealed by the legislature: Provided, that this sec-
tion shall not be so construed as to validate any act
of the legislature of Washington Territory granting
shore or tide lands to any person, company, or any
municipal or private corporation.

Sec. 3. Debts, Fines, Etc., to Inure to the State—All
debts, fines, penalties, and forfeitures which have ac-
crued or may hereafter accrue to the territory of
Washington shall inure to the State of Washington.

Sec. 4. Recognizances—All recognizances heretofore
taken or which may be taken before the change from
a territorial to a state government shall remain wvalid,
and shall pass to and may be prosecuted in the name
of the state, and all bonds executed to the territory of
Washington, or to any county or municipal corporation,

~or to any officer or court in his or its official capacity,

shall pass to the state authorities and their successors
in office, for the uses therein expressed, and may be
sued for and recovered accordingly; and all the estate,
real, personal, and mixed, and all judgments, decrees,
bonds, specialties, choses in action, and claims or debts,
of whatever description belongmg to the territory of
Washington shall inure to and vest in the State of
Washington, and may be sued for and recovered in the
same manner and to the same extent by the State of
Washington as the same could have been by the ter-
ritory of Washington.

Sec. 5. Criminal Prosecutions and Penal Actions—All
criminal prosecutions and penal actions which may
have arisen, or which may arise, before the change
from a terrltorlal to a state government and which
shall then be. pending, shall be prosecuted to judgment
and execution in the name of the state. All offenses
committed against the laws of the territory of Washing-
ton, before the change from a territorial to state gov-
ernment, and which shall not be prosecuted before such
change, may be prosecuted in the name and by the
authority of the state of Washington, with like effect
as though such change had not taken place; and all
penalties incurred shall remain the same as if this con-
stitution had not been adopted. All actions at law
and suits in eqc uity which may be pending in any of the
courts of the territory of Washington at the time of a
change from a territorial to a state government shall
be continued and transferred to the court of the state
having jurisdiction of the subject matter thereof.

Sec. 6. Retention of Territorial Officers—All officers
now holding their office under the authority of the
United States, or of the terrltory of Washington, shall
continue to hold and exercise their respective offices
utnttil they shall be superseded by the authority of the
state.
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Sec. 7. Constitutional Officers, When Elected—All
officers provided for in this constitution, including a
county clerk for each county, when no other time is
fixed for their election, shall be elected at the election
to be held for the adoption of this constitution on the
first Tuesday of October, eighteen hundred and eighty-
nine.

Sec. 8. Change of Courts—Transfer of Causes—When-
ever the judge of the superior court of any county,
elected or appointed under the provisions of this con-
stitution, shall have qualified, the several causes then
pending in the district court of the territory, except
such causes as would have been within the exclusive
jurisdiction of the United States district court, had such
court existed at the time of the commencement of such
causes within such county, and the records, papers, and
proceedings of said district court, and. the seal and
other property pertaining thereto, shall pass into the
jurisdiction and possession of the superior court of
such- county. And where the same judge is elected for
two or more counties, it shall be the duty of the clerk
" of the district court having custody of such papers and
records to transmit to the clerk of such county or
counties other than that in which such records are
kept the original papers in all cases pending in such
district court and belonging to the jurisdiction of such
county or counties, together with transcript of so much
of the records of said district court as relate to the
same; and until the district courts of the territory shall
be superseded in manner aforesaid, the said district
courts and the judges thereof shall continue with the
same jurisdiction and powers, to be exercised in the
same judicial districts respectively, as heretofore con-
stituted under the laws of the territory. Whenever a
quorum of the judges of the supreme court of the state
shall have been elected and qualified, the causes then
pending in the supreme court of the territory, except
such causes as would have been within the exclusive.
jurisdiction of the United States circuit court had such
court existed at the time of the commencement of such
causes, and the papers, records, and -proceedings of said
court, and the seal and other property pertaining
thereto, shall pass into the jurisdiction and possession of
the supreme court of the state, and until so superseded
the supreme court of the terr1tory and the judges
thereof shall continue with like powers and jurisdiction
as if this constitution had not been adopted.

Sec. 9. Seals of Courts and Municipalities—Until
otherwise provided by law, the seal now in use in the
supreme court of the territory shall be the seal of the
supreme court of the state. The seal of the superior
courts of the several counties of the state shall be,
until otherwise provided by law, the vignette of
General George Washington, with the words ‘‘Seal of
the superior court of ———— county” surrounding
the vignette. The seal of municipalities and of all
county officers of the territory shall be the seals of
such municipalities and county officers, respectively,
under the state, until otherwise prov1ded by law.
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Sec. 10. Probate Court, Transfer of—When the state
is admitted into the Union, and the superior courts in
their respective counties organized, the books, records,
papers, and proceedings of the probate court in each
county, and all causes and matters of administration
pending therein shall, upon the expiration of the term
of office of the probate judges, on the second Monday
in January, eighteen hundred and ninety-one, pass into
the jurisdiction and possession of the superior court
of the same county created by this constitution, and
the said court shall proceed to final judgment or decree,
order, or other determination in the several matters and
causes as the territorial probate court might have done
if this constitution had not been adopted. And until
the expiration of the term of office of the probate judges,
such probate judges shall perform the duties now im-
posed upon them by the laws of the territory. The
superior court shall have appellate and revisory juris-
diction over the decisions of the probate courts as now
provided by law until such latter courts expire by
limitation.

Sec. 11. Duties of First Legislature—The legislature,
at its first session, shall provide for the election of all
officers whose election is not provided for elsewhere in
this constitution, and fix the time for the commence-
ment and duration of their term.

Sec. 12. Election Contests for Superior Judges, How
Decided—In case of a contest of election between candi-
dates at the first general election under this constitution
for judges of the superior courts, the evidence shall be
taken in the manner prescribed b¥ the territorial laws,
and the testimony so taken shall be certified to the
secretary of state, and said officer together with the
governor and treasurer of state, shall review the. evi-

ence and determine who is entitled to the certificate of
election. :

Sec.’13. Representation in Congress—One representa-
tive in the congress of the United States shall be elected
from the state at large at the first election provided
for in this constitution, and thereafter at such times
and places and in such manner as may be prescribed by
law. When a new apportionment shall be made by
congress, the legislature shall divide the state into con- -
gressional districts, in accordance with such apportion-
ment. The vote cast for representative in congress at
the first election shall be canvassed and the result
determined in the manner provided for by the laws of
the territory for the canvass of the vote for delegate in
congress.

Sec. 14. Duration of Term of Certain Officers—All
district, county, and precinct officers who may be in
office at the time of the adoption of this constitution,
and the county clerk of each county elected at the first
election, shall hold their respective offices until the
second Monday of January, A. D. eighten hundred and
ninety-one, and until such time as their successors may
be ‘elected and qualified, in accordance with the pro-
visions of this constitution; and the official bonds of.
all such officers shall continue in full force and effect as
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though this constitution had not been adopted, and such
officers shall continue to receive the compensation now
provided until the same be changed by law.

Sec. 15. Election on Adoption of Constitution, How to
Be Conducted—The election held at the time of the
adoption of this constitution shall be held and conducted
in all respects according to the laws of the territory;
and the votes cast at said election for all officers (where
no other provisions are made in this constitution), and
for the adoption of this constitution, and the several
separate articles, and the location of the state capital,
shall be canvassed and returned in the several counties
in the manner provided by territorial laws, and shall
be returned to the secretary of the territory in the
manner provided by the Enablng Act.

Sec. 16. When Constitution to Take Effect—The pro-
visions of this constitution shall be in force from the
day on which the president of the United States shall
issue his proclamation declaring the State of Washing-
ton admitted into the Union, and the terms of all officers
elected at the first election under the provisions of this
constitution shall commence on the Monday next suc-
ceeding the issue of said proclamation, unless otherwise
provided herein.

Sec. 17. Separate Articles—The following separate
articles shall be submitted to the people for adoption or
rejection at the election for the adoption of this consti-

tution :—

" Separate Article No. 1. “All persons, male and female,
of the age of twenty-one years or over, possessing the
qualifications provided by this constitution, shall be
entitled to vote at all elections.”

-Separate Article No. 2. “It shall not be lawful for any
individual, company, or corporation, within the limits
of this state, to manufacture, or cause to be manufac-
tured, or to sell, or offer for sale, or in any manner dis-
pose of any alcoholic, malt, or spirituous liquors, except
for medicinal, sacramental, or scientific purposes.”

f a majority of the ballots cast at said election on
said separate articles be in favor of the adoption of
either of said separate articles, then such separate
article so receiving a majority shall become a part of
this constitution, and shall govern and control any pro-
vision of the constitution in conflict therewith.

:Sec. 18. Ballot—The form of ballot to be used in
voting for or against this constitution, or for or against
the separate articles, or for the permanent location of
the seat of government, shall be,—

1. For the constitution, .

2. For woman suffrage article, —,
Against woman suffrage article, —.
3. For prohibition article, —.
Against prohibition article, ——.
- (The result of the election was against both woman
suffrage and prohibition.) i
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4. For the permanent Jocation of the seat of gov-
ernment. (Name of place voted for.)

Sec. 19. Appropriation—The legislature is hereby au-
thorized to appropriate from the state treasury sufficient
nioney to pay any of the expenses of this convention
not provided for by the Enabling Act of congress.

AMENDMENT 1

Art. 16, Sec. 5. Investment of School Fund—None of
the permanent school fund of this state shall ever be
loaned to private persons or corporations, but it may
be invested in national, state, county, municipal .or
school district bonds. ‘

Adopted November, 1894.

AMENDMENT 2

Art. 6, Sec. 1. Qualifications of Voters—All male per-
sons of the age of twenty-one years or over, possessing
the following qualifications, shall be entitled to vote at
all elections: They shall be citizens of the United
States; they shall have lived in the state one year, and
in the county ninety days, and in the city, town, ward,
or precinct thirty days immediately preceding the elec-
tion at which they offer to vote; they shall be able to
read and speak the English language: Provided, that
Indians not taxed shall never be allowed the elective
franchise. And further provided, that this amendment
shall not affect the right of franchise of any person
who is now a qualified elector of this state. The legis-
lature shall enact laws defining the manner of ascer-
taining the qualifications of voters as to their ability
to read and speak the English language, and providing
for punishment of persons voting or registering in viola-
tion of the provisions of this section. f-

Approved November, 1896. (See Amendment 5, infra.)

AMENDMENT 3

Art. 7, Sec. 2, was amended by adding the following
proviso: “And provided further, that the legislature
shall have power, by appropriate legislation, to exempt
‘personal property to the amount of $300 for each head
of a family liable to assessment and taxation under the
provisions of the laws of this state of which the indi-
vidual is the actual bona fide owner.”

Approved November, 1900. .

AMENDMENT 4

Art. 1; Sec. 11. Religious Freedom—Absolute freedom -
of conscience in all matters of religious sentiment,
belief and worship, shall be guaranteed to every indi-
vidual,-and no one shall be molested or be disturbed
in persoinni or property on account of religion; but the-
liberty of conscience hereby .secured shall not be so
construed as to excuse acts of licentiousness or justify
practices inconsistent with the peace and safety of the
state. No public money or property shall be appro-
priated for or applied to any religious worship, exer-
cise, or instruction, or support of any religious estab+
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lishment. Provided, however, that this article shall not
be so construed as to forbid the employment by the- .
state of a chaplain for the state penitentiary, and for
such of the state reformatories as in the discretion of
the legislature may seem justified. No religious quali-
fication shall be required for any public office- or em-
ployment, nor shall any person be incompetent as a
witness or juror, in consequence of -his- opinion on
matters of religion, nor be questioned in any court of
justice touching his religious belief to affect the weight
of his testimony. .

AMENDMENT 5

Arf. 6 was amended by striking from said article all
of sections one (1) and two (2) and inserting in lieu
thereof the following, to be known as section one (1):

Sec,’ 1.. Qualification of Electors—All persons of the
age of twenty-one years or over, possessing the follow-
ing qualifications, shall be entitled to vote at all elec-
tions: They shall be citizens of the TUnited States;
they shall have lived in the state one year, and in the
- county ninety days, and in the city, town, ward or
precinct thirty days immediately preceding the elec-
tion at which they offer to vote; they shall be able to
read and speak the English language: Provided that
Indians not taxed shall never be allowed the elective
franchise. And further provided, that this amendment
shall: not affect the rights of franchise of any person
who is now a qualified elector of this state. The legis-
lative authority shall enact laws defining the manner
of ascertaining the qualifications of voters as to their
ability. to read and speak the English language, and
providing for punishment of persons voting or register-
ing in-violation of the provision of this section. There
shall-be no denial of the elective franchise at any elec-
tion on account of sex. . (L. 1909, p. 26, Sec. 1)

Art. Sec. 10. Vacancy in—In.case of the removal,
resignatlon, death or disability- of - the governor, the
duties' of the office shall devolve upon the lieutenant-
governor; and in case of a  vacancy in -both the offices
of governor and lieutenant-governor, the duties of the
governor shall devolve upon the secretary of state.  In
addition to the line of succession to: the office and duties
of governor as hereinabove indicated, if the necessity
shall arise; in orderto fill' the vacancy in- the office of
governor, the following state officers shall succeed to
the duties of governor; and in the order named, viz.:
Treasurer, auditor, attorney general, supermtendent ‘of
public instruction and commissioner of public lands. In
case .of the'death, disability, failure or refusal ‘of the
person ‘regularly elected 1o the office - of governor-: to
qualify: at the time provided by-law, the duties of the
office shall devolve: upon: the person: regularly elected
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to and qualified for the office of lieutenant-governor
who shall act as governor until the disability be re-
moved, or a governor be elected; and in case of the
death, disability, failure or refusal of both the governor
and the lieutenant-governor elect to qualify, the duties
of the governor shall devolve upon the secretary of
state; and in addition to the line of succession to the
office and duties of governor as hereinabove indicated,
if there shall be the failure or refusal of any officer
named above to qualify, and if the necessity shall
arise by reason thereof, then in that event in order to
fill the vacancy in the office of governor, the following
state officers shall succeed to the duties of governor in
the order named, viz.: Treasurer, auditor, attorney
general, superintendent of public instruction and com-
missioner of public lands. Any person succeeding to
the office of governor as in this section provided, shall
perform the duties of such office until the disability be
removed, or a governor be elected and qualified; and if
a vacancy occur more than thirty days before the next
general election occurring within two years after the
commencement of the term, a person shall be elected
at such election to fill the office of governor for the
remamder ‘of the unexpired term. (L. 1909, p. 642,

AMENDMENT 7

Art. 2, Sec. 1. Legislative Powers, Where Vested—The
1egislat1ve authority of the State of Washington shall
be vested in the legislature, consisting of a senate and
house of representatives, which shall be called the legis-
lature of the state of Washington, but the people reserve
to themselves the power to propose bills, laws, and to
enact or reject the same at the polls, independent of
the legislature, and also reserve power, at their own
option, to approve or reject at the polls any act, item,
section or part of any bill, act or law passed by the
legislature.

(a) Initiative. The first power reserved by the
people is the initiative. Ten per centum, but in no
case more than fifty thousand, of the legal voters shall
be required to propose any measure by such petition,
and every such petition shall include the full text of
the measure as proposed. Initiative petitions shall be
filed with the secretary of state not less than four
months before the election at which they are to be
voted upon, or not less than ten days before any regular
session of the legislature. If filed at least four months
before the election at which they are to be voted upon,
he shall submit the same to the vote of the people at
the said election. If such petitions are filed not less
than ten days before any regular session of the legis-
lature, he shall transmit the same to the legislature as
soon as it convenes and organizes. Such initiative
measure shall take precedence over all other measures
in the legislature except appropriation bills and shall
be either enacted or rejected without change or amend-
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ment by the legislature before the end of such regular
session. If any such initiative measure shall be en-
acted by the legislature it shall be subject to the refer-
endum petition, or it may be enacted. and referred by
the legislature to the people for approval or rejection
at the next regular election. If it is rejected or if no
action is taken upon it by the legislature before the
end of such regular session, the secretary of state shall
submit it to the people for approval or rejection at the
next ensuing regular general election. The legislature
may reject any measure so proposed by intiative peti-
tion and propose a different one dealing with the same
subject, and in such event both measures shall be sub-
mitted by the secretary of state to the people ior
approval or rejection at the next ensuing regular gen-
eral election. When conflicting measures are submitted
to the people the ballots shall be so printed that a
voter can express separately by making one cross (X)
for each, two preferences, first, as between either mea-
sure and neither, and secondly, as between one and
the other. If the majority of those voting on the first
* issue is for neither, both fail, but in that case the votes
on the second issue shall nevertheless be carefully
counted and made public. If a majority voting on the
first issue is for either, then the measure receiving a
majgritg of the votes on the second issue shall be law.

b eferendum. The second power reserved by the
people is the referendum, and it may be ordered on any
act, bill, law, or any part thereof passed by the legis-
lature, except such laws as may be necessary for the
immediate preservation of the public peace, health or
safety, support of the state government and its exist-
ing public institutions, either by petition signed bf’ the
required percentage of the legal voters, or by the legis-
lature as other bills are enacted. Six per centum, but
in no case more than thirty thousand, of the legal voters
shall be required to sign and make a valid referendum
petition.

(c) No act, law, or bill subject to referendum shall
take effect until ninety days after the adjournment of
the session at which it was enacted. No act, law, or
bill approved by a majority of the electors voting
thereon shall be amended or repealed by the legislature
within a period of two years following such enactment.
But such enactment may be amended or repealed at
any general regular or special election by direct vote
of the people thereon.

(d) The filing of a referendum petition against one
or more items, sections or parts of any act, law-or bill
shall not delay the remainder of the measure from be-
coming operative. Referendum petitions against mea-
sures passed by the legislature shall be filed with the
secretary of state not later than ninety days after the
final adjournment of the session of the legislature which
passed the measure on which the referendum is de- .
manded. - The veto power of the governor shall not
extend to measures initiated by or: referred to the
people. All elections on measures referred to the peaople
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of the state shall be had at the biennial regular elec-
tions, -except when the legislature shall order a. special
election. Any -measure -initiated by the people or- re-
referred to the people as herein provided shall take ef-
fect and become the law if it is approved by a majority
of the votes cast thereon: Provided, that the vote cast
upon such question or measure shall equal one-third
of the total votes cast at such election and not other-
wise.© Such measure shall be in operation on and after
the thirtieth day after the election at which it is ap-
proved. The style of all bills é)roposed by initiative
getition shall be: “Be it enacted by the people of the

tate of Washington.”” This section shall not be con-
strued to deprive any member of the legislature of the
right to introduce any measure.- The whole number of
electors who voted for governor at the regular guber-
natorial election last preceding the.filing of any peti-
tion for the initiative or for the referendum shall be
the basis on which the number of legal voters necessary
to -sign such petition shall be counted. All such peti-
tions shall be filed with the secretary of state, who shall -
be guided by the general laws in submitting the same
to the people until additional legislation shall especially
provide therefor. This section is self-executing, but
legislation may be enacted especially - to facilitate its
operation.

The legislature shall provide methods of publicity of
all-laws or parts of laws, and amendments to the con-
stitution referred to the people with arguments for and
against the laws and amendments so referred, so that
each voter of -the-state shall receive the publlcatlon
at least fifty days before the election at which they
are to be voted upon. (L. ’11, p. 136, Sec. 1.)

The legislature shall have power, by
appropriate legislation, to exempt personal property to
the amount of three hundred ($300.00) dollars for each
head of a family liable to assessment and taxation under
the provisions of the laws of this state of which the
individual is the actual bona fide owner.

1. Preambles should be stricken from bills
before enactment,

2. The title of an act need not be an index -
to the provisions therein, but should be phrased
in general language sufficiently comprehensive to
indicate the scope of the act.

3. Laws cannot be amended by adding
thereto or striking therefrom certain words, or
by amending a subdivision of a section. The full
section amended must be set forth at length.- Any .
matter omitted in the existing statutes should be
indicated by four stars or- asterisks and all new
matter should be underlined. - (Joint Rule 19 )

4. Whenever practicable, bills relatmg to
subjects covered by existing laws. should be pre-
pared in the form of amendments to the respective
session laws, and to Remington’s Compiled Stat-
utes, or to Pierce’s Code, or to both. (Joint Rule.
18.) ;

5. Amendments of acts found in the Session
Laws should designate such laws by section and
chapter number rather: than by quotation -of the
title of the act amended, and reference to the da‘te .
of 1ts approval.:

6. As a general rule it will be found prac-
ticable to first state the subject matter of amend-
atory act, following such statement by a refer-
ence to the law amended for 111ustrat10n S
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“AN"Acrt relating to chattel mortgages and amendQ

The rules committee of either house may intro-
duce bills upon executive request by a two-thirds
vote of the committee. No bill shall be 1ntroduced
as a joint committee bill.

Joint RuLe 27. Whenever any standing
Committee committee of either house shall de-
Meetings. sire to arrange for a public hearing:

upon any subject of legislation pend-
ing before such committee, it shall be the duty of
the chairman of such committee to consult with
the chairman of the corresponding committee of
the other house and endeavor to arrange a hearing
by the joint committees of the two houses.

Each House RuLe 28. Each house of the
Judge of Its Own legislature is the judge of the
Membership. qualifications and election of its

members, and shall try all con-
tested elections of its members in such manner as
it may direct.

Sessions of the RuULk 29. The sessions of the leg-
Legislature. = islature shall be held biennially,
convening on the second Monday

~of January each odd year. Rem. Comp. Stat. 8177.
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After the first legislature, the sessions shall not
be more than sixty days. (Const., art. 2, sec. 12.)

Amendments RULE 30. These joint rules may
to Joint Rules. be amended by joint resolution

agreed to by a majority of the
members of each house, provided one day’s notice
be given of the motion thereof.

Joint Rules of RuLE 31. The permanent joint
Special Session. rules adopted at the regular

session shall govern any special
session called during the same legislative bien-
nium.
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Rules of the Senate

Rule 1. The president shall call the senate
to order each day of sitting at 10 o’clock a. m.,,
unless the senate shall have adjourned to some
other hour.

QUORUM

Rule 2. A majority of all members elected
to the senate shall be necessary to constitute a
quorum to do business: Provided, That less
than a quorum may adjourn from day to day
until a quorum can be had.

DUTIES OF THE PRESIDENT

Rule 8. The president shall take the chair
and call the senate to order precisely at the
hour appointed for meeting, and, if a quorum be
present, shall cause the journal of the preceding

day to be read. He shall preserve order and -

decorum, and in case of any disturbance or dis-
orderly conduct within the chamber, shall order
the sergeant-at-arms to suppress the same, and

may order the arrest of any person creating any

disturbance within the senate chamber. He may
speak to points of order in pret‘erenéé to mem-
bers, arising from his seat for that purpose, and
shall decide all questions of order without de-
bate, subject to an appeal to the senate by any
three members, on which appeal no member
shall speak more than once without leave of the
senate. He shall have charge of and see. that
all officers, attaches and clerks perform . their
respective duties, and shall, in open session, sign
all acts, addresses and joint resolutions. He

Senate
Rnles
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shall sign all writs, warrants ‘and subpoenas
issued by order of the senate, all of which shall
be attested by the secretary. He shall have
general control of the senate chamber and lobby,
and have the right to name any senator to per-
form the duties of the chair, but such substitu-
tion shall not extend beyond an adjournment,
nor authorize the senator so substituted to sign
any document requiring the signature of the
president. '

PRESIDENT PRO TEM

Rule 4. Upon the organization of the sen-

ate the members shall select one of their num-
ber as president pro tem., who shall have all
the power and authority, and who shall dis-
charge all the duties of the lieutenant-governor,
acting as president during his absence or inabil-
ity to discharge the duties of his office.
- In the event that the lieutenant-governor is
.acting as governor the senate shall also elect
one of its members temporary president, who in
the absence or disability of the president elected
by the senate, shall have all the power and au-
thority and who shall discharge the duties of
such president.

SUBORDINATE OFFICERS

Rule 5. The subordinate officers of the sen-
”ate shall perfofm such duties as usually pertain
to their respective positions in legislative bodies,
under the direction of the president, and such
other duties as the senate may impose upon
‘them. The compensation of any employee of the
‘senate shall not be increased except by a two-

thirds vote of all members of the senate, and
the names of all members voting thereon shall
be entered in the journal. TUnder no circum-
stances shall the cdmpensation of any employee
be increased for past services.

Rule 6. The president shall appoint all spe-
cial, joint, conference, free conference, and here-
inafter named standing committees on the part
of the senate: Provided, however, that the com-
mittee on rules and joint rules shall consist of
the president and eleven (11) senators, of which
the president shall be chairman: And provided
further, that the appointment of the said confer-
ence, free conference and standing committees
shall be subject to the confirmation of the senate,
such confirmation to be made a special order
on the day following the announcement of the
appointment by the president: Provided, how-
ever, that conference and free conference com-
mittees may be confirmed immediately following
announcement of the appointment by the presi-
dent.

In the event the senate shall refuse to con- -
firm any committee or committees, such commlt-
tee or committees shall be forthwith elected by
the senate.

The following standing committees shall con-
stitute the standing committees of the senate:

COMMITTEE REFERENCE
Rule 7. When a motion is made to refer a
subject, and different committees are proposed,
the question shall be taken in the followmg
order:
First: The Committee of the Whole Senate.
Second: A Standing Committee. '

Third: A Select Committee.

DUTIES OF COMMITTEES

Rule 8. The several committees shall fully
consider all measures referred to them, and the
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Committee on Claims and Auditing shall care-
fully consider all items of expenditure ordered
or contracted on the part of the senate or any of
its employes, and report upon the same prior
to the voucher being signed by the president
and secretary of the senate authorizing the pay-
ment thereof.

"The committees shall acquaint themselves
with the interest of the state specially repre-
sented by the committee, and from time to time
present such bills and reports as in their judg-
ment will advance the interests and promote
the welfare of the people of the state.

The Committee on Rules and Joint Rules
shall ‘have charge of the daily calendar of the
senate and shall direct the secretary the order
in which the business of the senate shall be
transacted: Provided, however, That by a vote
of the majority of the senate any bill may be
advanced to any place on the calendar, and any
bill may be withdrawn from the committee by a
like majority of the senate and placed upon the
calendar in such position as may be ordered.
No committee shall sit during the daily session
of the senate unless by special leave.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

Rule 9. All reports of committees shall be
signed by such members thereof as concur
therein, and the report, with the names of the
signers thereof, shall be read by the secretary,
or at the secretary’s desk by the member mak-
ing the report, without a motion, unless the
reading be dispensed with by the senate. The
members of the committee not concurring in
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the ,ma.jority’ report may prepare a written mi-
nority report, sign and present the same to the
senate, and both majority and minority reports
shall in all cases be spread in full upon the
journal.

In all cases where a bill is reported back
with proposed amendment, the bill and report
shall go to general file without action on the re-
port, unless by a suspension of this rule by two-
thirds vote the senate shall otherwise order. If
a majority report recommends the indefinite
postponement of a bill, action may be taken on
this report without the bill going to general file.

SENATE EMPLOYEES

- Rule 10. No person other than the regular
officers and regular employees of the senate shall
be employed by the senate, or any committee
thereof, except by consent of the senate having
been previously obtained by resolution, which
resolution shall be referred to the Committee
on Senate Employees, and reported upon by that
committee before action is taken thereon.

The senate shall elect a secretary, and a
sergeant-at-arms, who shall perform the usual
duties pertaining to their offices. The secretary
shall appoint, subject to the approval of the
senate, all other senate employees; and the
hours of duty and assignments of all senate em-
ployees shall be under his directions and in-
structions, and they may be dismissed by him
at his discretion.

COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE
Rule 11. In forming the committee of the
whole, the president shall name a chairman to
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preside, and all bills considered shall be read
by sections and the chairman shall call for
amendments and debates thereon at the con-
clusion of the reading of each section. The body
of the bill shall not be defaced or interlined,
but all amendments- (noting the page and line)
shall be duly entered by the secretary on a sep-
arate paper as the same shall be agreed to by
the committee, and so reported to the senate
for action.

RULES IN THE COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE

Rule 12. The rules of the senate shall apply
to proceedings in committee of the whole, ex-
cept that the previous question shall not be or-
dered nor the ayes and noes demanded, but the
committee may limit the number of times that
any member may speak at any stage of the pro-
ceedings during its sitting.

MESSAGES RECEIVED

Rule 13. Messages may be received by the
president while the committee of the whole is
sitting; in which case the president shall resume
the chair, receive the message, and vacate the
chair, in favor of the chairman of the com-
mittee.
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REPORT OF COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE

Rule 14. A motion that the committee of the
whole rise shall always be in order, and shall
be decided without debate.

SUSPEND RULES FOR COMMITTEE OF THE
WHOLE

Rule 15. The senate may at any time, by a
vote of the majority of the members present,
suspend the rules and orders of the senate for
the purpose of going into the committee of the
~whole for the consideration of any bill, memorial
or resolution before the senate.

'ENROLLED AND ENGROSSED BILLS

Rule 16. The committees on enrolled and
engrosse‘d bills may report at any time during
the sitting of the senate.

ORDER OF BUSINESS

Rule 17. After the roll is called and journal
read and approved, business shall be disposed
of in the following order:

FIRST. Presentation of petitions, memori-
als, resolutions and motions.

SECOND. Reports of standing committees.
THIRD. Reports of select committees.

FOURTH. Messages from the governor and
other state officers.

FIFTH. Messages from the house of repre—
sentatlves
12
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SIXTH. Introduction and first reading of
bills. '

SEVENTH. Second reading and reference
of bills.

EIGHTH. Business on general file and third
reading of bills.

NINTH. Business lying on the table.
TENTH. The orders of the day.
ELEVENTH., Unfinished business.

BUSINESS TO BE ANNOUNCED

Rule 18. The president shall, on each day,
announce to the senate the business in order,
agreeable to the preceding rule, and no business
shall be taken up or considered until the class
to which it belongs shall be declared in order.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Rule 19. The unfinished business at the
preceding adjournment shall have the preference
on the orders of the day, excepting special or-
ders, and no motion or any other business shall
be received without special leave of the senate
until the former is disposed of.

READING OF BILLS

Rule 20. Every bill shall receive three read-
ings previous to its passage. The president shall
give notice at each, whether it be the first, sec-
ond or third readings. The first and second
readings may, by consent of the majority of the
senate, be on the same day, and may be by title
only. The third reading of every bill shall be
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by sections and upon its final passage, the vote
must be taken by yeas and nays, the names of
the senators voting for and against the same to
be entered upon the journal, and the majority
of the members elected to the senate must be
recorded thereon as voting in its favor to secure
its passage by the senate.

GENERAL FILE

Rule 21. If consent be not given by a major-
ity of the senate to the second reading of a bill
upon the day of its introduction, the bill shall
lie upon the table until the next succeeding leg-
islative day, when immediately following the
“Introduction and first reading of bills’’ the same
shall be read a second time.

Upon the second reading of a bill it shall be'
referred to the appropriate committee, unless it
be a committee bill which may be immediately
placed on general file.

BILLS MAY BE COMMITTED

Rule 22. A bill may be committed with spe-
cial instructions to amend at any time before
taking the final vote.:

ONLY ONE SUBJECT

Rule 23. No bill shall embrace more than
one subject, and that shall be expressed in the
title. '

Rule 24. No act shall ever be revised or
amended by mere reference to its title, but the
act revised or the section amended shall be set
forth at full length.
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INTRODUCTION OF BILLS

Rule 25. All bills, resolutions and memorials
to be introduced shall be in quadruplicate, each
shall be endorsed with a statement of the title
and the name of the member introducing the
same. Nofi more than two Senators may sponsor
a bill, except committee bills which shall be in
accordance with the joint rules of the Senate and
House. The original bill is for the use of the
Senate, one copy for the printer, one for the sec-
retary and the other for use by members of the
press.

LIMIT OF AMENDMENTS

Rule 26. No amendment to any bill shall
be allowed which shall change the scope and
object. of the bill.

RECONSIDERATION, HOW TAKEN

Rule 27. After the final vote on any mo-
tion, resolution or bill, before the adjournment
of that day’s session, and at such time only, any
member who voted with the prevailing side may
give notice of reconsideration. Such motion to
reconsider shall be in order only under the order
of motions of the day immediately following the
day upon which such notice of reconsideration
is given, and may be made by any member who
voted with the prevailing side.

A motion to reconsider shall have precedence
over every other motion, except a motion to ad-
journ; and when the senate adjourns while a
motion to reconsider is pending or before pass-
ing the order of motions, the right to move a
reconsideration shall continue to the next day
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the session a motion to reconsider shall only be
in order on the same day upon which notice of
reconsideration is given and may be made at
any time that day. Motions to reconsider a vote -
upon amendments to any pending question may
be made and decided at once. ‘

APPROPRIATION BILLS

Rule 28. Bills appropriating money shall
be considered in committee of the whole senate,
and no change in the amount appropriated shall
be made outside of the committee of the whole.

No amendment to the general a,ppropriation";
bill, commonly known as the budget, adding any
new item, or items, thereto not incorporated in
the bill as reported by the committee on appro-
priations, shall be adopted, except by the affirm-
ative vote of two-thirds of the senators elected.

PRINTING OF BILLS, ETC.

Rule 29. TUnless otherwise ordered 800 cop-
ies of all bills of a general nature originating in
the senate, shall be printed for the use of the
senate and house of representatives: Provided,
That on request of the senator introducing the
bill, additional copies of such bill may be printed.

Provided further, That any bill introduced
by request shall not be printed, unless such
printing be ordered by the senate, and then only
such number as the senate shall designate.

FURNISHING FULL FILE OF BILLS

Rule 30. Persons, firms, corporations and
organizations within the state, desirous of re-
ceiving copies of all printed senate bills, shall
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make application therefor to the secretary of
the senate, who shall refer all such requests to
the Committee on Rules and Joint Rules.

The bill clerk shall send copies of all printed
senate bills to such persons, firms, corporations
and organizations as may be ordered by the
Committee on Rules and Joint Rules.

SPECIAL ORDER

Rule 31. The president shall call the senate
to order at the hour fixed for the consideration
‘of a special order, and announce that the specal
order is before the senate, which shall then be
considered unless it is postponed by a two-
thirds vote, and any business before the senate
at the time of the announcement of the special
order shall take its regular position in the order
of business.

WORDS TO BE UNDERLINED

Rule 32. All bills introduced in the senate,
which are intended to amend existing statutes
shall have the words which are amendatory to
such existing statutes underlined or underscored,
and wherever parts of existing statutes are
omitted and no new matter inserted in lieu
thereof, there shall be inserted in the new bill
not less than four stars or asterisks with spaces
of not less than two ems, so that in the printed
bills which are presented for the perusal of the
members, such new or amended matter, as well
as such deleted matter may be easily discerned.
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JOINT RESOLUTIONS AND MEMORIALS

Rule 33. Joint resolutions and memorials
addressed to congress, or either house thereof,
or to the president of the UNITED STATES, or
the heads of any of the national departments,
or proposing amendments to the state constitu-
tion, shall be subject in all respects to the fore-
going rules governing the course of bills.

SENATE RESOLUTIONS

Rule 34. Resolutions other than those re-
ferred to in Rule 33, shall be treated as motions
in all proceedings of the senate.

MOTIONS

Rule 35. No motion shall be entertained
until it shall be seconded, or debated until an-
nounced by the president. It shall be reduced
to writing and read by the secretary, if desired
- by the president or any senator, before it shall
be debated, and by consent of the senate may be
withdrawn before amendment or action.

MOTION TO ADJOURN

Rule 86. A motion to adjourn shall always
be in order. The name of the senator moving to
adjourn, and the time when the motion was
made shall be entered on the journal. ‘
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PRECEDENCE OF MOTIONS

Rule 87. When a question is under debate,
no motion shall be received but the following,
in the rank named:

1st rank: Question of consideration.

2nd rank: To lay on the table.

3rd rank: For the previous question.

4th rank: To postpone to a day certain.

To commit or recommit.
To postpone indefinitely.
5th rank: To amend.

No motion to postpone to a day certain, to
commit, to postpone indefinitely, being decided,
shall again be allowed on the same day and at
the same stage of the proceedings, and when a
question has been postponed indefinitely it shall
not again be introduced during the session.

A motion to lay an amendment on the table
shall not carry the main question with it unless
so specified in the motion to table.

CALL FOR DIVISION

Rule 88. Any senator may call for a division
of a question, which shall be divided if it em-
braces subjects so distinct that one being taken
away a substantive proposition shall remain for
the decision of the senate; but a motion to str1ke
out and insert shall not be divided.

PREVIOUS QUESTION

Rule 89. The previous question shall not be
put unless demanded by three senators, whose
names shall be entered upon the journal, and
it shall then be in this form: ‘‘Shall the main
question be now put?” < When sustained by a
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majority of senators present it shall preclude
all debate, and the roll shall be immediately
called on the question or questions before the
senate, and all incidental questions or questions
of order arising after the motion is made after
~ the previous question, and pending such motion,
shall be decided whether on appeal or otherwise
without debate. ‘ '

PRIORITY OF BUSINESS

Rule 40. All questions relating to the prior-
ity of business shall be decided without debate.

TIE VOTE

Rule 41. The passage of a bill or action on
a question is lost by a tie vote, but when a vote
of the senate is equally divided, the lieutenant-
governor, when presiding, shall have the decid-
ing vote on questions other than the final pas-
sage of a bill.

THE YEAS AND NAYS

Rule 42, The yeas and nays shall be taken
when called for by one-sixth of all the senators
present, and every senator within the bar of the
senate shall vote unless excused by the unani-
mous vote of the senate, and the votes shall be
entered upon the journal, and the names of
senators demanding the yeas and nays shall also
be entered upon the journal.

READING OF PAPERS

Rule 43. When the reading of any paper is
called for, and is objected to by any senator, it
. shall be determined by a vote of the senate,
without debate.
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MESSAGES

Rule 44. Messages from the governor, other
state officers, and from the house of represent-
atives may be considered at any time by con-
sent of the senate.

RULES OF DEBATE

Rule 45. When any senator is about to speak
in debate, or submit any matter to the senate,
he shall rise from his seat, and, standing in his
place, respectfully address himself to “Mr. Presi-
dent,” and when recognized shall, in a courteous
manner, confine himself to the question under
debate, avoiding personalities, and when fin-
ished shall resume his seat. No senator shall
impeach the motives of any other member or
sie-ak more than twice (except for explanation)
during the consideration of any one question,
on the same day or a second time without
leave, when others who have not spoken desire
the floor, but incidental and subsidiary questions
arising during the debate shall not be considered
the same question.

MAY CALL SENATOR TO ORDER

Rule 46. If any senator in speaking, or
otherwise, transgresses the rules of the senate,
the president shall, or any senator may, call him
to order, and when a senator shall be so called
to order he shall resume his seat and not pro-
ceed without leave of the senate, which leave,
if granted, shall be upon motion ‘“that he be
allowed to proceed in order,” when, if carried,
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he shall confine himself to the question under
consideration.

POINTS OF ORDER

Rule 47. Every decision of points of order
by the president shall be subject to appeal, and
no discussion of a question of order shall be al-
lowed except on appeal of three senators, and
in all cases of appeal the question shall be,
“Shall the decision of the chair stand as the
judgment of the senate?”

BREACH OI' DECORUM

Rule 48. In cases of breach of decorum or
propriety, any senator, officer or other person
shall be liable to such censure or punishment as
the senate may deem proper, and if any sen-
ator be called to order for offensive or indecorous
language or conduct, the person calling him to
order shall report the language excepted to,
which shall be taken down or noted at the sec-
retary’s desk, and no member shall be held to
answer for any language used upon the floor of
the senate if business has intervened before ex-
ception to the language was thus taken and
noted.

RECOGNITION BY THE PRESIDENT

Rule 49. When two or more senators rise at
the same time to address the chair, the presi-
dent shall name the one who shall speak first,
giving preference, when practicable, to the mover
or introducer of the subject under consideration.
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OPENING AND CLOSING DEBATE

Rule 50. The author of a bill, motion or:res-
olution shall have the privilege of opening and
closing debate upon the same, unless the previ-
ous question has been moved and sustained.

PROTEST MAY BE ENTERED

Rule 51. Any senator or senators may pro-
test against the action of the senate upon any
question, and have such protest entered upon
the journal.

QUESTION OF PRIVILEGE

Rule 52. Any senator may rise to a ques-
tion of privilege and explain a matter personal
to himself by leave of the president, but he shall
not discuss any pending question in such ex-
planation.

ABSENCE FROM SESSION

Rule 53. No senator shall absent himself
from the senate without leave, except in case
of accident or sickness, and if any senator or
officer shall absent himself his per diem shall
not be allowed or paid him, and no senator, of-
ficer or attache shall obtain leave of absence
or be excused from attendance without the con-
sent of two-thirds of the members present.

CALL OF THE SENATE

Rule 54. A call of the senate may be moved
by three senators, whose names shall be entered
upon the journal, and if carried by a majority
of all present the secretary shall call the roll
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and note the absentees, after which the names -
of the absentees shall again be called. The doors
shall then be closed and the sergeant-at-arms
directed to take into custody all who may be
absent without leave, and all the senators so
taken into custody shall be presented at the bar
of the senate for such action as the senate may
deem proper. :

ABSENCE DURING ROLL CALL

Rule 55. A senator having been absent dur-
ing roll call may ask to have his name called.

ELECTION BY ROLL CALL

Rule 56. In all cases of election by the sen-
ate the votes shall be taken by yeas and nays,
and no senator or other person shall remain by
the secretary’s desk while the roll is being
called or the votes are being counted. No sen-
ator shall be allowed to vote except when within
the bar of the senate, or upon any question
in which he is in any way personally or directly
interésted, or be allowed to explain his vote
or discuss the question while the yeas and nays
are being called, or change his vote after the
result has been announced.

ANNOUNCEMENT OF VOTE |

Rule 57. The announcement of all votes
shall be made by the president, and the an-
nouncement of the result of any vote shall not
be postponed. '
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WITNESSES BEFORE THE SENATE

Rule 58. Witnesses summoned by or on be-
half of the senate to appear before the senate,
or any of its committees, shall be paid for each
day’s attendance three dollars; for each mile
traveled in coming to the place of examination,
ten cents; and nothing shall be paid for travel
where the witness was served at the place of ex-
amination, and no mileage shall be paid except
where the witness actually traveled for the pur-
pose of giving testimony.

USE OF SENATE CHAMBER

Rule 59. The senate chamber shall not be
used for any but legislative business during the
session, except by permission of the senate given
by two-thirds wvote. :

ADMISSION TO FLOOR OF SENATE

Rule 60. The sergeant-at-arms and door-
keepers shall not admit to the floor of the sen-
ate during the session any person other than a
member of the senate, except:

The governor.

Members of the house of representatives.

State officers.

Officers and employes of the senate.

Representatives of the press or other persons
designated by name by resolution of the senate
and holding cards of admission signed by the
president.
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ADMISSION TO SENATE

Rule 61. The sergeant-at-arms and door-
keepers shall not admit to the floor of the sen-
ate, during the time the senate is not in session,
any person other than one requested by a sen-
ator, the president or secretary of the senate.

SENATE GALLERY

Rule 62. The east section of the south gal-
lery is reserved for the use of the governor and
state officers and their families, for the families
of senators, and for members of the house of
representatives and their families.

SMOKING NOT ALLOWED

Rule 63. Smoking shall not be allowed in
the senate chamber during the session of the
senate, nor shall indecorous conduct, boisterous
or unbecoming language be permitted there at
any time. ‘

REED’S PARLIAMENTARY RULES

Rule 64. The rules of parliamentary practice
as contained in Reed’s Parliamentary Rules shall
govern the senate in all cases to which they are
applicable, and in which they are not incon-
sistent with the rules and orders of this senate .
and the joint rules of this senate and the house
of representatives.

SUSPENSION OF RULES

Rule 65. No standing rule or order of this
senate shall be rescinded or changed without a
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vote of two-thirds of the members, and one day’s
notice of the motion thereof; but a rule of order
may be temporarily suspended for a special pur-
pose by a vote of two-thirds of the members
present. When the suspension of a rule is
called, and after due notice from the president,
no objection is offered, he may announce the
rule suspended, and the senate may proceed ac-
cordingly; but this shall not apply to that por-
tion of rule 20 relating to the third reading of
bills, which cannot be suspended.

PURCHASE OF SUPPLIES

Rule 66. All supplies for the use of the
senate shall be furnished upon requisitions
signed by the secretary and approved by the
chairman of the Committe-e on Claims and Audit-
ing.

Rule 67. Any senator shall have the right
to compare an enrolled bill with the engrossed
bill before the president signs the same.
