Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

Grounds. 1. That the defendant is a foreign corporation;
or

2. That the defendant is not a resident of this
state; or

3. That the defendant conceals himself so that
the ordinary process of law cannot be served upon
him; or

4. That the defendant has absconded or absented
himself from his usual place of abode in this state,
so that the ordinary process of law cannot be served
upon him; or

5. That the defendant has removed or is about
to remove any of his property from this state, with
intent to delay or defraud his creditors; or

6. That the defendant has assigned, secreted, or
disposed of, or is about to assign, secrete, or dis-
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pose of, any of his property, with intent to delay or
defraud his creditors; or

7. That the defendant is about to convert his
property, or a part thereof, into money, for the pur-
pose of placing it beyond the reach of his creditors;
or

8. That the defendant has been guilty of a fraud
in contracting the debt or incurring the obligation
for which the action is brought; or

9. That the damages for which the action is
brought are for injuries arising from the commission
of some felony, or for the seduction of some female;
or

10. That the object for which the action is brought
is to recover on a contract, express or implied.
