CRIMES ON PUBLIC CONVEYANCES: VENUE.

AN Acr relating to the venue of criminal prosecutions and repeal-
ing Section 41 of Chapter 249 of the Laws of 1909.

Secrron 1. That section 41 of chapter 249 of
the Laws of 1909, pages 900-901, (section 8728 of
Pierce’s 1919 Code) is hereby repealed.

CHAPTER 98.

MANUFACTURE, SALE OR GIFT OF INTOXICATING LIQUORS,
AN Acrt relating to intoxicating liquors and amending Section 4 of
Initiative Measure No. 3, Chapter 2 of the Laws of 1915.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of

Washington:

Sectron 1. That section 4 of Initiative Measure
No. 3, chapter 2 of the Laws of 1915, page 3, (sec-
tion 7309 of Remington’s Compiled Statutes; section
3166 of Pierce’s 1919 Code) be amended to read as
follows:

Section 4. It shall be unlawful for any person
to manufacture, sell, barter, exchange, give away,
furnish or otherwise dispose of any intoxicating
liquor, or to keep any intoxicating liquor, with intent
to sell, barter, exchange, give away, furnish or other-
wise dispose of the same, except as in this act pro-
vided.
