JURORS’ FEES.

AN Acr relating to jurors; prescribing a schedule of fees there-
for; and amending section 4229 of Remington’s Revised
Statutes.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SectioN 1. That section 4229 of Remington’s Re-
vised Statutes is amended to read as follows:
Section 4229. Each grand and petit juror shall
receive for each day’s attendance upon the Superior
Court, beside mileage, five dollars.
For cach day’s attendance upon a Justice of the Peace

Court ..o e e e $1.00
For serving on a Coroner’s jury, perday................ 1.00 *
Mileage, cach way, per mile. ... innen... 10

Provided, That a person excused from jury service
at his own request shall be allowed not more than a
per diem and such mileage, if any, as to the court
shall seem just and equitable under all circumstances.
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
