SHORELANDS AT CLARKSTON.

AN ACT providing for a survey for platting shorelands at
Clarkston, Washington and making an appropriation
theref or.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. The commissioner of public lands is
hereby directed to survey and plat the first class
shorelands of Clarkston in accordance with present
state statutes; and to select for the use of the public
out of such shorelands, sites for streets, avenues,
alleys, waterways and other purposes insofar
as such shorelands may be available for any and all
such purposes.

SEC. 2. There is hereby appropriated from the
general fund for the commissioner of public lands
the sum of five thousand dollars, or so much thereof
as may be necessary, for the purpose of making
necessary surveys and plats and other work incident
to carrying out the purposes and provisions of this
act.
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
