LEGISLATORS—PAYMENTS IN LIEU OF SUBSISTENCE
AND LODGING.

AN Act relating to subsistence and lodging of legislators; and
amending section 1, chapter 173, Laws of 1941 as amended
by section 1, chapter 4, Laws of 1945 as amended by sec-
tion 2, chapter 2, Laws of first extraordinary session of 1953
and RCW 44.04.080 and declaring an emergency.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SecTtioN 1. Section 1, chapter 173, Laws of 1941
as amended by section 1, chapter 4, Laws of 1945
as amended by section 2, chapter 2, Laws of first
extraordinary session of 1953 and RCW 44.04.080
are hereby amended to read as follows:

Members of the legislature shall be paid not to
exceed twenty-five dollars per day in lieu of sub-
sistence and lodging during and while attending any
legislative session.

Sec. 2. This act is necessary for the immediate
preservation of the public peace, health and safety,
the support of the state government and its existing
public institutions, and shall take effect immediately.
