COUNTY ROAD FUNDS FOR TOWN STREETS.

AN Acr relating to the expenditure of county road funds on
town streets in certain instances; and adding a new section
to chapter 36.75 RCW.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of

Washington.:

SectioN 1. There is added to chapter 36.75 RCW
a new section to read as follows:

Whenever any street in any town, having a
population of less than one thousand persons, forms
an extension of a county road of the county in which
such town is located, and where the board of county
commissioners of such county and the governing
body of such town, prior to the commencement of
any work, have mutually agreed and each adopted
a resolution setting forth the nature and scope of
the work to be performed and the share of the cost
or labor which each shall bear, such county may
expend county road funds for construction, improve-
ment, repair, or maintenance of such street.
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
