CHAPTER 6.

APPROPRIATION-LEGISLATIVE BILL DRAFTING.
AN ACT relating to the statute law committee; making an ap-

propriation; and declaring an emergency.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

Appropriation. SECTION 1. There is hereby appropriated out of
the general fund, for the statute law committee, to
carry out the provisions of section 6, chapter 257,
Laws of 1953, salaries, wages and operations, the
sum of thirty thousand dollars or so much thereof
as is necessary, to pay the additional cost of pre-
paring and drafting bills for the legislature.

Emergency. SEC. 2. This act is necessary for the immediate
preservation of the public peace, health and safety,
the support of the state governent and its existing
public institutions, and shall take eff ect immediately.

Passed the House January 17, 1961.
Approved by the Governor January 18, 1961.
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
