Amendment. 99A, which shall be numbered section 99B, and shall
read as follows:

Penalty. Section 99B. It shall be unlawful for any person
who is not wholly or partially blind to use a white
cane or walking stick for the purpose of securing the
right of way accorded by this act to wholly or par-
tially blind people.

LOANS TO STATE AND POLITICAL SUBDIVISIONS.

AN ACT authorizing the State of Washington and political sub-
divisions thereof to accept federal loans, advances, grants
in aid or donations.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

State and SECTION 1. The State of Washington, its various
subdivision
mac accept couquasimunicipal
Federal uniel corporations,qusmnipa
loans, corporations, cities, towns, villages and all other

political subdivisions of the state are hereby author-
ized to accept from the federal government all loans,
a~dvance~s, grants in aid, or donations that may be
made available under the War Mobilization and
Recorersion Act or other federal act, for the pur-
pose of financing the cost of architectural, engineer-
ing, and economic investigations and studies, sur-
veys, designs, plans, working drawings, specifica-
tions, procedures, and other acts preliminary to the
construction of public works.
