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For purposes of this section "value" shall mean the reasonable market
value of the article or item at the time of its sclection, and shall be of the
debtor's interest therein, exclusive of all liens and encumbrances thereon.

Wages, salary, or other compensation regularly paid for personal ser-
vices rendered by the person claiming the exemption may not be claimed as
cxempt under the foregoing provisions, but the same may be claimed as ex-
cmpt in any bankruptcy or insolvency proceeding to the same extent as al-
lowed under the statutes relating to garnishments,

No property shall be exempt under this section from an exccution issued
upon a judgment for all or any part of the purchasc price thereof, or for any
tax levied upon such property.

(8) "Offshore waters” means marine waters of the Pacific Ocean outside
the territorial boundaries of the state, including the marine waters of other
states and countrics.

(9) "Concurrent waters of the Columbia river" means those waters of
the Columbia river that coincide with the Washington-Oregon state
boundary.

(10) "Resident” means a person who has for the preceding ninety days
maintained a perm cent abode within the state, has established by formal
cvidence an intent o continue residing within the state, and is not licensed
to fish as a resident in another state.

{11) "Nonresident" means a person who has not fulfilled the qualifica-
tions of a resident.

(12) "Food fish" means thosc specics of the classes Osteichthyes,
Agnatha, and Chondrichthyes that shall not be fished for except as author-
ized by rule of the director.

Therefore,
the intent of the legislature in enacting RCW ((75-12:310)) 75.08.265 is to
recognize the cultural importance of salmon fishing to only the Wanapum
Indians by authorizing these people a ceremonial and subsistence fishery,
while also preserving the state's ability to conserve and manage the salmon
resource.

The duty of the said commission shall be to make inquiry and ascertain
from time to time such methods, practices, circumstances and conditions as
may be disclosed for bringing about the conservation and the prevention of
the depletion and physical waste of the fisheries, marine, shell, and anadro-
mous in all of those arcas of the Pacific Ocean over which the states signa-
tory to this compact jointly or separately now have or may hercafter acquire
jurisdiction. The commission shall have power to recommend the coordina-
tion of the exercise of the police powers of the several states within their
respective jurisdictions and said conservation zones tc promote the preser-
vation of thosc fisheries and their protection against overfishing, waste, de-
pletion or any abuse whatsoever and to assure a continuing yield from the
fisheries resources of the signatory parties hereto.

To that end the commission shall draft and, after consultation with the
advisory committee hereinafter authorized, recommend to the governors and
legislative branches of the various signatory states hereto legislation dealing
with the conservation of the marine, shell and anadromous fisheries in all of
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those areas of the Pacific Ocean and adjacent waters over which the signa-
tory states jointly or separately now have or may herealter acquire jurisdic-
tion. The commission shall, more than one month prior to any regular
meeting of the legislative branch in any state signatory hereto, present to
the governor of such state its recommendations relating to cnactments by
the legislative branch of that state in furthering the intents and purposes of
this compact.

The commission shall consult with and advise the pertinent administra-
tive agencies in the signatory states with regard to problems connected with
the fisheries and recommend the adoption of such regulations as it deems
advisable and which liec within the jurisdiction of such agencices.

The commission shall have power to recommend to the states signatory
hereto the stocking of the waters of such states with marine, shell, or anad-
romous fish and [ish eggs or joint stocking by some or all of such states and
when two or more of the said states shall jointly stock waters the commis-
sion shall act as the coordinating agency for such stocking.

ARTICLE V.

The commission shall elect from its number a chairman and a vice
chairman and shall appoint and at its pleasure, remove or discharge such
officers and employces as may be required to carry the provisions of this
compact into cflect and shall fix and determine their duties, qualifications
and compensation. Said commission shall adopt rules and regulations for
the conduct of its business. It may establish and maintain one or more offi-
ces [lor the transaction of its business and may meet at any time or place
within the territorial limits of the signatory states but must meet at least
once a year.

ARTICLE VI.

No action shall be taken by the commission except by the aflirmative
vote of a majority of the whole number ol compacting states represented at
any mecting. No recommendation shall be made by the commission in re-
gard to any species of fish except by the vote of a majority of the compact-
ing states which have an interest in such specics.

ARTICLE VII.

The fisheries research agencies of the signatory states shall act in col-
laboration as the official research agency of The Pacific Marine Fisheries
Commission.

An advisory committee to be representative of the commercial fisher-
men, commercial fishing industry and such other interests ol cach state as
the commission deems advisable shall be established by the commission as
soon as practicable for the purpose of advising the commission upon such
recommendations as it may desire to make.
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ARTICLE VIIL

Nothing in this compact shall be construed to limit the powers of any
state or to repeal or prevent the cnactment of any legislation or the en-
forcement of any requirement by any state imposing additional conditions
and restrictions to conserve its fisheries.

ARTICLE IX.

Continued absence of rcpresentation or ol any representative on the
commission from any state party hereto, shall be brought to the attention of
the governor thereof.

ARTICLE X.

The states agree to make available annual funds for the support of the
commission on the following basis:

Eighty percent of the annual budget shall be shared cqually by those
member states having as a boundary the Pacific Ocean; not less than five
percent of the annual budget shall be contributed by any other member
state; the balance of the annual budget shall be shared by those member
states, having as a boundary the Pacific Ocean, in proportion to the primary
market value of the products of their commercial fisheries on the basis of
the latest five-year catch records.

The annual contribution of ecach member state shall be figured to the
nearest one hundred dollars.

This amended article shall become effective upon its enactment by the
states of Alaska, California, Idaho, Oregon, and Washington and upon rat-
ification by congress by virtue of the authority vested in it under Article 1,
section 10 of the Constitution of the United States.

ARTICLE XI.

This compact shall continue in force and remain binding upon cach state
until renounced by it. Renunciation of this compact must be preceded by
sending six months' notice in writing of intention to withdraw from the
compact to the other parties hereto,

ARTICLE XI1.

The states of Alaska or Hawaii, or any state having rivers or streams
tributary to the Pacific Ocean may become a contracting state by enactment
of The Pacific Marine Fisheries Compact. Upon admission of any new state
to the compact, the purposes of the compact and the duties of the commis-
sion shall extend to the development of joint programs for the conscrvation,
protection and prevention of physical waste of fisneries in which the con-
tracting states are mutually concerned and to all waters of the newly ad-
mitted state necessary to develop such programs.

STATE AGENCY EXPENDITURE REPORTING PROCEDURES

AN ACT Relating 1o budget and accounting; amending section 43.88.110, chapter 8, Laws of
1965 as last amended by section 1, chapter 15, Laws of 1982 2nd cx. sess. and RCW 43-
.88.110; adding new scctions to chapter 43.88 RCW: repealing section 3, chapler 15, Laws
of 1982 2nd cx. sess. and RCW 43.88.113; providing an cffective date; and declaring an
emergency.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Washington:

Scc. 1. Section 43.88.110, chapter 8, Laws of 1965 as last amended by
section [, chapter 15, Laws of 1982 2nd ex. sess. and RCW 43.88.110 are
cach amended to read as follows:

((Subdivistons—<{H)~through—t4)-of)) This section sets forth the expendi-
ture programs and the allotment and reserve procedures to be followed by
the exccutive branch for public funds. Allotments of an appropriation for
any fiscal period shall conform to the terms, limits, or conditions of the
appropriation.

(1) Before the beginning of the fiscal period, all agencies shall submit to
the governor a statement of proposed agency expenditures at such times and
in such form as may be required by the governor. The statement of pro-
posed expenditures shall show, among other things, the requested allotments
of public funds for the ensuing fiscal period for the agency concerned on a
monthly basis for the entire fiscal period. The governor shall review the re-
quested allotments in the light of the agency's plan of work and, with the
advice of the director of financial management, the governor may revise or
alter agency allotments: PROVIDED, That revision of allotments shall not
be made for apencies headed by elective officials pursuant to this subscction.
The aggregate of the allotments for an appropriation shall not exceed the
total appropriation.

(2) Except for the legislative and judicial branches of government, ap-
proved allotments may be revised during the course of the fiscal period in
accordance with the regulations issued pursuant to this chapter. If at any
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
