EXPENSES OF SUPERIOR COURT JUDGES.

AN Acr making an appropriation to cover expenses of superior
judges in districts comprising more than one county while
traveling on judicial business and holding court in county
seats outside the counties of their residence, but within their
districts, during the biennium beginning April 1, 1933.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of

Washington:

Secrion 1. That there be and is hereby appro-
priated from the general fund the sum of seven
thousand dollars ($7000.00) or so much thereof as
may be necessary for the purpose of defraying the
expenses of superior judges in distriets comprising
more than one county for actual traveling expenses
while traveling from county seats of their residence
to other county seats in their districts and return
therefrom on necessary judicial business, including
actual expenses of their sojourn at county seats in
their districts, outside the counties of their resi-
dence, while holding court in such county seats.

Sec. 2. This appropriation shall cover such ex-
penses heretofore or hereafter incurred during the
biennium beginning April first, 1933, and shall be
paid upon vouchers to be approved by the state
auditor.
