CHAPTER LXXXVIII.
[ S. B. No. 263.]

PROVIDING FOR SURVEY OF TIDE LANDS ON THE
COLUMBIA RIVER IN FRONT OF THE CITY OF VAN-
COUVER.

AN ACT to provide for the survey of the tide and shore lands on
the Columbia river in front of the city of Vancouver, Washing-
ton, for an appraisement of the same and granting abutting
owners the preference right of purchase.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Washington:
SECTION 1. That it shall be the duty of the harbor

Commission to, immediately after the passage of
cause survey. ln omsintimdaeyatrtepsaeo

this act, cause a survey of the tide and shore lands
within the harbor line on the Columbia river in front
of the city of Vancouver to be made.

SEC. 2. That after said survey said harbor line com-

SEC. 3. That after said appraisement the same shall
