CHAPTER 119.

ATTORNEY GENERAL.

AN ACT relating to the powers and duties of the attorney general,
and amending section 9035 of Remington & Ballinger's Anno-
tated Codes and Statutes of Washington, (Sec. 6576 Pierce's
Washington Code).

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. That section 6576, Pierce's Code, 9035
of Rem. & Bal. Code, be amended to read as follows:

Section 6576. The attorney general shall execute Bond of
a bond to the State of Washington in the sum of
five thousand dollars, with sureties to be approved
by the governor, conditioned for the faithful per-
formance of his duties and the paying over of all
moneys as provided by law which bond shall be
forthwith deposited with the secretary of state. The
attorney general shall have power to appoint neces-
sary assistants who shall hold office at his pleasure Assistants.
and who shall have the power to perform any act
which the attorney general is authorized by law to
perform.
