DEED TO ESTATE OF LOUIS DENO.

AN ACT authorizing and directing a conveyance by quit-claim
deed in behalf of the State of Washington to the estate of
Louis Deno, deceased, of certain real estate.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. That the governor is hereby au-

Washington, upon the return and delivery to the
state auditor of warrant number 242784, to execute
and deliver a good and sufficient quit-claim deed to
the estate of Louis Deno, deceased, which deed shall
be attested by the secretary of state, covering the
following described real estate, situate in King
county, which was conveyed to the State of Wash-
ington by one Louis Deno, a bachelor, now deceased,
for use as a portion of a state highway, but which
was never used and now abandoned:

A strip of land 100 feet wide, being 50 feet wide
Description. on each side of the center line of State Road No. 2

(Sunset Highway) as surveyed over and across lots
7 and 8, block " C", Fall City Acreage Tracts in
NElA of NW'A of section 15, township 24 north,
range 7 east, W. M.
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
