CHAPTER 208.

OREGON LICENSE FUND.

AN Act providing for the disposition of certain poundage taxes
held by the state treasurer in suspense.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

Secrron 1. That the sum of $1,649.21 now held
in a suspense account in the ‘‘Oregon license fund’’
be deposited in and become a part of the state fish-
eries fund in the state treasury.

PRACTICE OF BARBERING.

AN Acrt relating to the practice of barbering, providing for ex-
" amination and licensing therefor, providing for and regulat-
ing barber schools and colleges in connection therewith, and
amending Sections 2, 4, 6, 7, 10, 14 and 17 of Chapter 75 of
the Laws of 1923, and further amending said chapter by
adding thereto a new section to be known as Section 14-a,
and repealing Section 11 of Chapter 75 of the Laws of 1923,
and providing a penalty.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington :
Secrron 1. That section 2 of chapter 75 of the
Laws of 1923 be amended to read as follows’:
Section 2. It shall be unlawful for any person
to follow the occupation of barber or practice as a
barber in any incorporated city or town in this state,
except as a student in a barber school or college
