CHAPTER 21.
[H. B. 101.]
NOVEMBER 11TH DESIGNATED AS SCHOOL HOLIDAY.

AN Acr relating to schools and declaring November 11 to be a
school holiday; providing for the suitable observance thereof
in the schools of the state; amending section 4899 of Rem-
ington’s Revised Statutes.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SeEcTION 1. That section 4899, Remington’s Re-
vised Statutes, be amended to read as follows:

Section 4899. The 11th day of November each
year, or the Friday preceding when such 11th of
November falls upon a non-school day, shall be suit-
ably observed in all of the common schools and in-
stitutions of higher learning of the state and shall
be known as “Armistice and Admission Day,” and
when November 11 falls on a school day it shall be
a holiday for all common schools and institutions
of higher learning.
