LEGISLATIVE EXPENDITURES.

Washington:

SECTION 1. There is hereby appropriated out of Legislative

0oP r 1a -
sum of four hundred and fifty thousand dollars
($450,000), or so much thereof as may be necessary,
to be used for the purpose of paying the expenses,
except legislative printing, of the thirty-second leg-
islature of the state of Washington.

SEC. 2. This act is necessary for the immediate E-ergency.

stitutions and shall take effect immediately.
