STATE RESIDENTIAL SCHOOLS.

AN Acr relating to the department of institutions; providing for
the establishment of two state residential schools for men-
tally deficient persons and amending section 72.33.030,
chapter 28, Laws of 1959 and RCW 72.33.030.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SecTion 1. Section 72.33.030, chapter 28, Laws
of 1959 and RCW 72.33.030 are each amended to
read as follows:

There are hereby permanently established the
following state schools for the care of the persons
herein provided to be served: Lakeland Village,
located at Medical Lake, Spokane county, Washing-
ton, Rainier School, located at Buckley, Pierce
county, Washington, Yakima Valley School, located
at Selah, Yakima county, Washington and Fircrest
School, located at Seattle, King county, Washing-
ton.
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
