SALARIES OF JUDGES.

AN Acr relating to the salaries of the Judges of the Supreme
Court and of the Superior Courts, amending Section 1,
chapter 57, Laws of 1907, as amended by section 1, chapter
77, Laws of 1919, and by section 1, chapter 188, Laws of
1921, and by section 1, chapter 50, Laws of 1943 (sec.
11053, Rem. Rev. Stat.; sec. 105-33, PPC).

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of

Washington:

SeEcTION 1. Section 1, chapter 57, Laws of 1907, as
amended by section 1, chapter 77, Laws of 1919, and
by section 1, chapter 188, Laws of 1921, and by sec-
tion 1, chapter 50, Laws of 1943 (sec. 11053, Rem.
Rev. Stat.; sec. 105-33, PPC) is amended to read as
follows:

Section 1. Each Judge of the Supreme Court shall
receive an annual salary of ten thousand dollars
($10,000). Each Judge of the Superior Court shall
receive an annual salary of eight thousand dollars
($8,000).

SEc. 2. Nothing contained in this act shall affect
the salary of any Judge now in office during the term
for which he was elected.
