STATE AID TO COUNTY TUBERCULOSIS HOSPITALS.

AN ACT relating to payments by state to county tuberculosis hos-
pitals; and amending section 5554-10 of Remington & Bal-
linger's Annotated Codes and Statutes of Washington.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. That section 5554-10 of Remington &
Ballinger's Annotated Codes and Statutes of Wash-
ington be amended to read as follows:
- Section 5554-10. There shall be paid by the state Payments

treasurer quarterly to the counties maintaining such
hospitals five dollars ($5.00) per week for each per-
son in such institution during time of confinement,
as hereinafter provided, excepting those paying full
maintenance.
