WIRE FENCES.

AN AoT relating to barbed and other wire fences and repealing
certain acts in relation thereto.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington :

Sectron 1. That sections 1263 to 1265, both in-
clusive, of the Code of Washington Territory of
1881; an act entitled ‘ An Aect relative to barbed and
other wire fences and the repeal of certain sections
of the Code of Washington’’, approved November
26, 1883, Laws of 1883, pages 57-58; an act entitled
““An Act regulating the building of barbed wire
fences?’’, approved January 19, 1886, Laws of 1885-6,
pages 126-127; chapter LIII (53) of the Laws of
1887-8, pages 95-96; sections 5454 to 5458, both in-
clusive, of Remington’s Compiled Statutes, and sec-
tions 2383 to 2387, both inclusive, of Pierce’s 1919
Code, are hereby repealed.
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
