CHAPTER 68.

WAR VETERANS.

AN ACT appropriating $25,000.00 for the prosecution of claims ot
disabled veterans.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. There is hereby appropriated from
Appropriation the general fund the sum of twenty-five thousand
$25000.00. dollars ($25,000.00), to be expended for the purpose

of assisting disabled veterans of the Spanish-Ameri-
can War and the war with the Central Allied Powers,
who are residents of the State of Washington, in
the prosecution of claims against the United States
Government or any department thereof, upon vouch-
ers signed by the director of service division of the
American Legion, Department of Washington.

SEC. 2. This act is necessary for the support
Emergency. of the state government and its existing public insti-

tutions and shall take effect immediately.
