CONSTRUCTION AND MAINTENANCE OF HIGHWAYS

PASSING OUTSIDE OF COUNTY.

AN ACT relating to highways, and providing for the construction
and maintenance thereof by counties outside the boundaries
of such counties.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
W9ashing ton:

SECTION 1. That whenever a state or county
highway shall have been or shall hereafter be estab-
lished within any county, and such highway shall
cross the boundary of such county and again enter
such county, it shall be lawful for the authorities of
the county within which the major portion of such
highway is established to expend the funds of such
county in the construction and maintenance of that
portion of the highway lying outside the county, in
the manner provided by law for the expenditure of
county funds for the construction and maintenance
of highways lying within the county.

Passed the House February 4, 1921.
Passed the Senate March 7, 1921.
Permitted to become a law without the signature of the Gov-

ernor.
