ACQUISITION AND OPERATION OF FERRIES BY COUNTIES.

AN Acrt relating to the powers of counties, authorizing the acqui-
sition and operation of ferries and amending section 5013 of
Remington & Ballinger’s Annotated Codes and Statutes of
Washington.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

Secrion 1. That section 5013 of Rem. & Bal.
Code be amended to read as follows:

Section 5013. Any county within the state be
and is hereby authorized to construct, condemn, or
purchase, operate and maintain ferries or boats
across, or wharf at, any unfordable stream, lake,
estuary or bay within or bordering on said county,
or across any body of water separating portions
of such county or separating such county from
other counties, together with all the necessary
boats, grounds, roads, approaches and landings
necessary or appertaining thereto, with full juris-
diction and authority to operate and maintain the
same free or for toll, by and under the direction and
control of the board of county commissioners of
such county and as said board shall by resolution
determine.
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
