SALARY OF STATE LAW LIBRARIAN.
AN ACT relating to the State Law Librarian; fixing the salary

and amending section 1, chapter 239, Laws of 1927 (sec.
10971-1, Rem. Rev. Stat.; sec. 941-11 PPC), and providing
that this act shall take effect on April 1, 1947.

Be it. enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. Section 1, chapter 239, Laws of 1927,
is amended to read as follows:

$6,000 per Section 1. The salary of the State Law Librarian
annum. shall be six thousand dollars ($6,000) per annum.
