STATE BAR ASSOCIATION MEMBERSHIP FEES.

AN ACT relating to the membership and fees of the Washington
state bar association; and amending section 1, chapter 256,
Laws of 1953 and RCW 2.48.130.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. The annual membership fees for ac- Membership

tive members shall be payable on or before Februaryle-ci.
1st of each year. The board of governors may estab-
lish the amount of such annual membership fee to
be effective each year: Provided, That written Proviso.

notice of any proposed increase in membership fee
shall be sent to active members not less than sixty
days prior to the effective date of such increase:
Provided further, That the board of governors may Proviso.

establish the fee at a reduced rate for those who have
been active members for less than five years in this
state or elsewhere.
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
