STATE LANDS—GRAZING RANGES.

AN Act providing for the improvement of the state grazing
ranges in Okanogan and Yakima counties.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SeEcTiON 1. The commissioner of public lands is
hereby authorized on behalf of the state of Washing-
ton, or in cooperation with the United States Forest
Service, or the cattlemen’s associations of Okanogan
and Yakima counties to enter into agreements for
the improvement of the state’s grazing ranges in
said counties by the clearing of debris, maintenance
of trails and water holes and other requirements for
the general improvement of said ranges.

Sec. 2. In order to encourage the improvement
of grazing ranges by holders of grazing permits, the
land commissioner shall consider (1) extension of
grazing permit periods to a maximum of five years,
and (2) reduction of grazing fees, in situations
where the permittee contributes or agrees to con-
tribute to the improvement of the range, financially,
by labor, or otherwise.
