MOTOR VEHICLE TRANSPORTER—LICENSE REQUIRED.

AN Acr relating to motor carriers; and amending section 46-
.76.010, RCW.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SEcTIOoN 1. Section 46.76.010, RCW, as derived

from section 1, chapter 97, Laws of 1947, is amended
to read as follows:

It shall be unlawful for any person, firm, partner-
ship, association, or corporation to engage in the
business of driving or towing new or used motor
vehicles and trailers of a type required to be regis-
tered under the laws of this state, without procuring
a transporter’s license in accordance with the pro-
visions of this chapter.

This shall not apply to motor freight carriers reg-
ularly licensed under the provisions of chapter 81-
.80, RCW.
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
