CHAPTER 160.

[S.B.78.]

SCHOOL LUNCH ROOMS.

AN Acrt relating to the health, welfare and care of children in
attendance at public schools; and repealing all acts or
parts of acts in conflict therewith.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SecTioN 1. The directors of any school district
may establish and operate lunch rooms in school
buildings for pupils and teachers: Provided, The
actual operating expenses, including costs of food
supplies, shall not exceed the revenue from the sale
of lunches in any school year.

Vetoed Sec. 2. All acts or parts of acts in conflict here-
' with are hereby repealed.
Passed the Senate February 7, 1939.

Approved by the Governor March 16, 1939, with
the exception of section 2, which is vetoed.
