LABOR AND INDUSTRIES.

AN ACT making an appropriation for the accident fund for the
use of the director of labor and industries and declaring that
this act shall take effect immediately.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. There is hereby appropriated from Appropriation

the accident fund of the state treasury the sum of
four million dollars ($4,000,000.00) to be expended
under direction of the director of labor and indus-
tries for the fiscal term beginning April 1st, 1923,
and ending March 31st, 1925.

SEC. 2. This act is necessary for the immediate Emergency.

preservation of the public peace, health and safety
and the support of the state government and its ex-
isting public institutions and shall take effect im-
mediately.
