CHAPTER 170.

JURISDICTION CEDED TO UNITED STATES IN OLYMPIC
NATIONAL PARK.

AN Acr relating to the Olympic National Park and ceding jur-
isdiction thereof to the United States with certain reserva-
tions.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

e, SeEcTIioN 1. Exclusive jurisdiction shall be, and
the same is hereby ceded to the United States over
and within all the territory that is now or may
hereafter be included in that tract of land in the
State of Washington, set aside for the purposes of
a national park, and known as the Olympic National
Park; saving, however, to the said state, the right
to serve civil and criminal process within the limits
of the aforesaid park, in suits or prosecutions for or
on account of rights acquired, obligations incurred
or crimes committed in said state, but outside of
said park; and saving further to the said state the
right to tax persons and corporations, their fran-
chises and property on the lands included in said
park: Provided, however, This jurisdiction shall not
vest until the United States through the proper
officer, notifies the Governor of this state that they
assume police or military jurisdiction over said park.
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
