CHAPTER 27.

EQUALITY OF WAGE FOR MALE AND FEMALE
. TEACHERS.

AN Acrt to prevent discrimination in the payment of salaries be-
tween male and female teachers in the public schools of this
state.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

Secrion 1. It shall be unlawful for any board of
school directors in fixing the compensation of any
teacher in the public schools of this state to diserim-
inate between male and female teachers on account
of sex: Provided, That this act shall not affect any
contract entered into prior to the date of passage
thereof.

APPROPRIATION FOR PERMANENT HIGHWAY CON-
