DEDICATION OF TIDE LANDS TO MASON COUNTY.

AN Acrt dedicating to Mason county all the right, title and interest
of the State of Washington in and to Tract G of the Supple-
mental Maps of the Shelton Tide Lands for park purposes.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington: '

Secrion 1. That Tract C of the Supplemental
Dedtcation. Maps of the Shelton Tide Lands be and the same is
hereby dedicated to the County of Mason to be used
for purposes of a public park: Provided, That if
said Mason County shall ever use or permit the use
of said lands for any purposes other than a public
Reversion park, the same shall at once revert to the State of
ment. Washington without any suit or action in any court
and without any action on the part of the State
whatsoever. '
