GOVERNOR.

AN ACT relating to the duties of the Governor and amending Sec-
tion 8989 of Remington & Ballinger's Annotated Codes and
Statutes of Washington (being Section 6653 of Pierce's Wash-
ington Code).

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. That Section 8989 of Remington &
Ballinger's Annotated Codes and Statutes of Wash-
ington (being Section 6653 of Pierce's Washington
Code) be amended to read as follows:

Section 8989: The Governor must cause to be
Keeo ds. kept the following records:

First, a register of all pardons, commutations,
executive paroles, final discharges, and restorations
of citizenship made by him.

Second, an account of all his disbursements of
state moneys, and of all rewards offered by him for
the apprehension of criminals and persons charged
with crime.

Third, a register of all appointments made by
him with date of commission, name of appointee and
name of predecessor, if any.
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
