PUBLICATION OF SESSION LAWS.

AN ACT relating to the publication of session laws of the state
of Washington; making an appropriation; and declaring an
emergency.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of

Washington:

Section 1. There is hereby appropriated out of
the general fund the sum of thirty-seven thousand
nine hundred ten dollars, or so much thereof as may
be necessary, for the reproduction, printing and
mailing of the temporary publication of the session
laws of the Washington state legislature and the
proofreading of the bound volume edition of the
session laws.

Sec. 2. This act is necessary for the immediate
preservation of the public peace, health and safety,
the support of the state government and its existing
public institutions and shall take effect immediately.
