PROSECUTING ATTORNEYS—APPOINTMENT OF
DEPUTIES.

AN Acrt relating to Prosecuting Attorneys; amending section 6,
chapter LV, Laws of 1891 as amended by section 1, chap-
ter 7, Laws of 1003 (section 115 of Remington’s Revised
Statutes; section 1785 of Pierce’s Code, 1939).

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the Stdte of
Washington:

SectioN 1. Section 6, chapter L'V, Laws of 1891
as amended by section 1, chapter 7, Laws of 1903
(section 115 of Remington’s Revised Statutes; sec-
tion 1785 of Pierce’s Code, 1939) is amended to read
as follows:

Section 6. The Prosecuting Attorney of each
county may appoint one or more deputies who shall
have the same powur in all respects as their prin-
cipal. Each appointment shall be in writing, signed
by the Prosecuting Attorney and filed in the County
Auditor’s office. Each deputy thus appointed shall
have the same qualifications required of the Prose-
cuting Attorney, but his appointment may be re-
voked by the Prosecuting Attorney at will. The
Prosecuting Attorney shall be responsible for the
acts of his deputies.
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
