STATE AID TO TUBERCULOSIS HOSPITALS.

AN ACT making an appropriation for state aid of tuberculosis
hospitals for the biennium ending April 30th, 1917, and pro-
viding when this act shall take effect.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Washington:

SECTION 1. There is hereby appropriated out of the
