CHAPTER XXXVIII.

LEGAL PUBLICATION.

AN ACT relating to legal publication.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Washington:

SECTION 1. In any suit or proceeding, in any court of
this state, requiring a legal publication, said publication
shall be made in any newspaper, of general circulation in
the county, designated by. the party or his attorney, at
whose instance the said publication is made. A tender of
a receipt from the publisher of the said newspaper, as full
payment for said publication shall be accepted by the
sheriff, or court, as payment in lieu of the cash payment
of fees for same.

CHAPTER XXXIX.
[ H. B. No. 237. ]

RELATIVE TO ELECTION OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS.

AN ACT concerning the manner of electing county commissioners
and amending sections 272, and 266 of the first volume of Hill's
Annotated Statutes and Codes of Washington.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Washington:

SECTION 1. Section 272 of the first volume of Hill's
Annotated Statutes and Codes of Washington is hereby
amended so as to read as follows: Sec. 272. One county
commissioner shall be elected from among the qualified
electors of each of said districts by the qualified electors
of each district, and, the person receiving the highest num-
her of votes for the office of commissioner from the quali-
fied electors of the district in which he resides, shall be
declared duly elected from such district.
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
