ROOSEVELT HIGHWAY.

AN AcT combining state road No. 11 with state road No. 12 and
establishing such combined road as a secondary state high-
way to be known as “Roosevelt Highway.”

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

Secrion 1. That state road No. 11,-as established
Combination by section 17 of chapter 164 of the Laws of 1915,
roadsNos.  from Marble Mount in Skagit county to Barron in
‘Whatcom county, and state road No. 12, as estab-
lished by section 18 of chapter 164 of the Laws of
1915, from Barron by way of Mazama, Winthrop,
Twisp, Carlton and Methow, to a connection with
state road No. 10 at Pateros in Okanogan county,
shall constitute, and hereby is established as, a sec-
ondary state highway to be known as- ‘‘Roosevelt
Highway.” )
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
