CHAPTER I.
[S. B. No. 1.]

LEGISLATIVE EXPENSES.

AN ACT appropriating the sum of fifty thousand dollars for the pay-
ment of the salaries of members and employds, and other ex-
penses, of this session of the legiislature.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Washington:

SECTION 1. That the sum of fifty thousand dollars be
and the same is hereby appropriated out of the general
fund, for the payment of the salaries of members and em-
ployds, and other expenses, of this session of the legisla-
ture.

Passed the Senate January 18, 1897.
Passed the House January 19, 1897.
Approved by the Governor January 22, 1897.

CHAPTER II.
[S. B. No. 2.]

RELATING TO THE TIDE LAND FUND.

AN ACT directing the state treasurer to invest certain moneys in the
tide land fund, in general warrants, and declaring an emer-
gency.

-Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Washington:

SECTION 1. That the state treasurer be and he is hereby investment
tide lanid funds

directed to invest all moneys now in his hands, or which in general

shall come into his hands prior to the first day of January,
1899, belonging to the tide land fund, in the general fund
